late, his oﬂportnnity for active service was small, al-
though whilst on duty in Mexico, his professional ser-
vices were cailed into requisition in bebalf of General
Pillow, with very fine effect, though how he got safcly
over his client's famous ditch we bave pever beard, and
can’'t imagine. Like many other ardent young officers
in the war with Merxico, Mr. Breckinori returned to
find & political career spread out before him. Entering
upon it with a modest yet confident step, he has, we need
hardly say, trcdden it up to this moment steadily and
proudly, without stumbling or slackening.
Not long after his return from Mexico, Mr. Breckin-
ridge, who meanwhile had become a 1)emocrat, was elect-
ed to the Legislature from the county of Fayette, to-
gether with Henry O. Pindall, Esq., a gifted young
Whig lawyer, now a resident of our city, and still a
Whig. In 1851 Mr. B. was chosen to the lower house
of Congress over the veteran and gallsnt Combs. Two
ﬁam later he achieved a similar triumph over Govenor
stcher, one of the wisest men and most formidable
popular canvassers that Kentucky bas produced ; though
it 18 only proper to add that his victory in this case is
conceived to have been the result of a political hocus-
pocus of a county of the name of Owen, whose voting
capacity has never yet been fathomed, but which is sup-
posed to be limited only by the correct population of
the Mississippi Valley. For this, however, Mr. Breck-
inridge himself was in po way responsible. Mr.
Breckiuridge's leading performances coosist of a
eulogy on Henry Clay, who died shortly after Mr.
Breckinridge entered the House, and a npumber
of speeches in defence of the Kansas-Nebraska bill, de-
livered in his second term. The eulogy is a very noble,
discriminating, and eloquent production ; but the speech-
es on the Kansas-Nebraska bill, though vigorous, adroit,
and eminently graceful, are not, we think, marked by
that breadth and justness of thought, or by that force
and felicity of illastration, which commend a thrice-told
& ‘gument to fresh attention. Althozgh coming late in
the discussion, they made no conceded poiot stronger,
and no disputed ove more clear. President Pierce ng:r-
wards oflered Mr. Breckinridge the mission to Madrid,
which be prudently declied. His forte is evidently not
diplomacy, but oratory and debate ; or, if diplomacy,
it is domestic di‘:lomacy. not foreign. In 1856, as all
know, Mr. Breckioridge was elected Vice-President of
the United States, on the Democratic national ticket.
Such is the rapid, brilliant and unclouded career
which the Democratic Legislature of the State to-day
crowns with the serene and lofty splendor of the Sena-
torial dignity. Perbaps the annals of our political his-
tory do not furpish another career at once so bright and
blameless and so barren of positive public usefulness.—
Let us hope that now Mr. Breckinridge has 8o nearly
rounded off the measure of his own distinction he will
do a little for his country ; that as he has fairly won so
many of the highest titles of renown ke will strive to
achieve the deathless quality itself ; and that seeking the
inspiration of his actions from the deep and living spring
of patriotism rather than the shallow reservoir of mere
partisan success he will lay the foundation of a fame
brighter than station and more lasting than the hour in
the gratitude of a prosperous and a peaceful people.

HResolved, That the Board of Boperintendents unanimous-
ly request the Commitlee of Examination, and they are
hereby requested, not to grant a certificate to any one en-
tertaining aholition or freesoil principles, to teach in the
Common Schools of said County.
ER:solved, That the Chairman lay this resolution before
the Committee of Examination at its next meeting.
We learn that the Committee in one of the Districts
had employed a teacher who is an abolitionist ; and this
fact coming to the knowl of the Board, a meeting
was held, the teacher dismissed, and the above resolu-
tions adopted. The name of this abolition teacher is
George W. Vestal, formerly of Chatham County.
Common School Committees and others cannot he
too careful in selecting teachers. Let no one be em-

slavery (uestion, and devoted to the rights and interests
of the State.—Realeigh Standard.
