g, The Wilmington Herald of yesterday replies at
some length to an editorial article which appeared in the

Journal of Tuesday with reference to the attempt made |

to throw the responsibility of the failure to organize the
House upon the Democratic members.

Our object in that article was to expose the ruse by
which Mr. Gilmer and his friends sought on Friday last
to place the Democrats in a false position. This we
think we succeeded in doing. - What inference the pub-
lic will draw from Mr. Gilmer’s course, is for that pub-
lic to eay—the facts are before it. It is not necessary
for us toadd comments further than the state of the
case requires. The Herald itself took up the cry against
the Democrats as responsible for the non-organization of
the House, and in replying to this attack upon our par-
ty, we referred to Mr. Gilmer because he happened to
be prominently mixed up with the affair, not because we
cared to go out of our way to refer to him particularly.

We think the ferald will find out that Mr. Briggs
will be found acting against the South pretty generally.
The class of hybrid politicians to which he belongs, al-
ways are. We have no sort of doubt of his Republi-
can leanings. But letting that pass, let us turn to the
reference made by the Herald to Mr. Winslow's avowal
in caucus, last week, that he would rather vote for an
Anti-Lecompton Democrat than an American. The
Herald goes on to say “ The Anti-Lecomptonites are a
very thin shade—if even that—Dbetter than a Black Re-
publican—a kind of distinetion without a difference.”
This is the Herald's judgment upon Anti-Lecomptonism.
Let us see bow it applics to Mr. Gilmer :—In a debate
in the House of Representatives, on Monday last, Mr.
Gilmer rose to a question of privilege, for the purpose
of making a personal explanation denunciatory of a
newspaper article connecting him with the Helper pub-
lication. In the course of his remarks, he used the fol-
lowing language :

the representative of the Aumericans. Surely if Mr.
Winslow should have to choose between a Democratic
anti-Lecomptonite and an anti-Democratic one, he would,
a8 a Democrat, choose the former as the least of two
evils. No man knows the standing and tendencies of
men in the House better than Mr. Winslow, and no

man would be less apt to vote for Hickman or Has- |

kines than Mr. Winslow. He does not regard them as
Democrats any more than we do, and his language does
not include them.

We do not charge Republicanism upon Mr. Gilmer,
we do not wish to charge it upon any Southern repre-
sentative if we can avoid it—we do not wish to believe
it our oursclves, but we say that in his hostility to
Democrats and Democracy, Mr. Gilmer allows himsell
to become mixed up with “ opposition "’ tactics in such
& way as seriously compromises the position of a South-
ern Representative—that this bas been carried so far
as to afford aid and comfort to the enemies of our in-
stitutions, being quoted and referred to in many of the
Republican papers as an evidence of a growing friend-
liness to their canse at the South.

We trust that we buve answered our neighbours
fully and courteously. If we avoid controversy where
controversy can do 1.0 good, we do so from no feeling of
disrespect to any of our cotemporaries. In regard to

do not see any cause for an * irrepressible conflict ” with
them.

Vernon Association, which was recorded in the County
Court of Fairfax county on the 19th day of April,

From the Raleigh Standard.
Arms fox Veinnteer Uompanles.

Frequent calls daviuy been wade upon His Excellency
the Governor for wms for voluoteer Companies, the
following lettez, addressed 10 Mr. Averoethy, of Lincoln-
ton, is published for geneial information. ‘Uhe reader
will learn from the Governor’s letier that the State has
but a small supply of arms, even of the old fashioned
kind ; aod that our quota for the next year will not exceed
four hundred and tweoty muslkets, or two hundred rifles
of the improved kind! In addition to this, our militia
gystem is almost entirely ineflicient.  If the dangers
which impend be real, does not the coundition of affairs
which these lacts diselose call for legislative action ?
The Governor fas done and wil do all in his power to
organpize the militia and put the State in an attitude of
defence ; buat an examination ol the militia law, and the
facts in relation to the want of arms contained in the
Governor's letter to Mr. Abernethy, will show that he
is comparatively powcerless.  We repeat what we have
said in another article in to-day's paper—and we do so,
we beg leave to add, without any intimation from, or
consultation with lis Excelleucy on the subject—that
|if the people ol the State desire legislation norw. let them
'sigpify their wishes in primary meetings, or in snch
| mode as they may deem best.

’ Wik —Your favor of the 17th instant is at hand,
from which I am pleased to learn that your neighbors
bave resolved upon formivg a volunteer company for

the defence of the State.

I feel obliged to every gentleman, as I doubt not the
public will, who interests bimself in organizing military
compavies of this character, as our volunteer corps is
almost the only specics of wilitary organization now ex-
isting in the State.  The militia system, as established
by law, has become completely prostrated ; in many
parts of the State there are neither men enrolled, nor of-
ficers to whom orders can be issued, nor do 1 hope to be
able to give this system any very useful vitality until
additional legislation can be had upon the subject. The
defects of the law are radieul, aud until they are amen-
ded, it will not be possible 1o «¢fiect a complete organi-
zation of our military forces.

1 regret excecdingly that it is out of my power to
comply with your request to be furnished with the mod-
ern improved rifle.  There is not one gun of this des-
cription at my disposal. Fifteen hundred flint and steel
rifles and some two thousand flini and steel muskets,
together with a small number o pistols and cannon, are
the only fire arins now to be found in our armories, and
thege, for all practical purposes, may be couosidered as
almost useless. With such weapous our troops could
not face those armed with the modern rifie.

In consequence of this deficiency, and the large de-
mand for arms by tbe volunteer companies recently formed
! all of whom desire the modern rifle, I made a requisition
upon the Secretary of War for two thousaud long
range rifles. I bave not yet received from him a reply
to my letter, as I had reason to expect, but learn
through ope of our Sepators that the Secretary will
not furnish us with these arms.

There will be due the State, early in the coming year,
( four bundred and twenty muskets only. If I receive
our quota in rifies, as [ expect to do, we would not get
more than two hundred the rifie being more costly than
the musket,—and this pumber would not furnish more
than ope fifth part of our volunteers who are now with-
out arms of any kind.

‘I'his, sir, is the condition of the State with refereuce
to arms for our defeace, and I have no power by law to
improve it.

would suggest that all volunteer companies accept
such arms as we have, as they would answer the ordina-
ry purposes of drill.

The Conference was opentd with prayer by Rev. W
H Bobbitt.

A1t r the minutes, the Rev. Mr. Heflin presented an
affecting letter from liev. Marquis L. Woud, the Mis-
sionary from North Carolina to China. |

It was ordered that the letter be publisbed in the Ad-
vo-ate. |

Mr. Heflin read an extract from u letter from Dr. |
Lehon, giving an account ol a farewel' Missionary Mect- |
ing in New York, in St. Paul’s Church, the splendid |
new Methodist Church. The vencrable Dr. Bangs pre-
gided, in the 83d year of his age  Drs. Drulin, McClin-
toch and Lehoo, and Rev. Mr. Wood, the Missiouary
from Chioa, and Rev. Mr. Allen, from Georgia, deliv-
ered addresses.

Rev. Mr. Rurkbead ted a report from the com-
mit'ee on Books avd Periodicals, which was adopted.

Rev. Mr. Hendren presented memoirs of the late Rev.
Wm. Anderson, Rev. Enoch Mooie and Rev. Wm. J.
Langdon.

They were ordered to be printed.

Rev. Mr. Hendren reported that to meet the claims
of superanvated ministers, widows, deficient, &c., $4,500
were necessary, and that $2,967 04 had been collected.
This was distributed in proportion to the claimants.

Rev. Mr. Barringer read the report of the Trustecs
of the Conference, showing $11,779 34 at the control of
the Conference.

Rev. Mr. Wyche from the Committee on
Sunday Schools that portion of their former report
which bad been recommended. It recommended each
District to raise $150 anpually for five years.
adopted.

Rev. Mr. Peii presented a report from the Committee
appointed to prepare a fraternal letter to the Methodist
Protestant church. He read the form of letter pre-

and a resolution to appoint Rev. Mr. Clossa
messenger to that body.

Rev. F. Reid said he wanted it understond, in adopting
this report. we propose no compromise of our principles,
no reced ng from our plans.

Dr. Deems said we all beld to old Methodism, and the
letter was written so that no misconstruction, of the
kind supposed, couid be placed upon it
Bishop Karly eriticised a remark made by Mr. Closs,
several days ago, to the effect that be hoped both churches
would becone one.

Mr. Closs replied that as he had been called by nawme,
bhe would make a few remarks. He meant just what he
had sard. He hopcd they wouid become one. The dis-
tinction was so small be boped it would be done away.
That he (Mr. Closs) bad said upon the Cooference floor
of that church that no man was better satisfied with his
church than he (Mr. Closs) wus. Still he hoped to sce
the union of the churches, although he should never live
to taste its blessed benefits, as 1t might come too late.
The report was adopted.

Rev. Messrs. Andrews and Jno. 8. Loug were ap-
gciainted an Auditing Committee on the aceounts of Rev.
r. Jones, Agent lor the Depogitory.

Rev. N. F. Reid presented the report of the Publish-
ing Committee of the North Carolina Advocate.

Dr. Deems offered an amendment which was adopted
by the Committee. This led to adiscussion of the * Ad-
vocate,” in all its interesis. The debate was conducted
by Messrs. Nicholson, N. F. Reid. Heflin, Dcems, Bar-
ringer, Closs.

The time was extended for Dr. Deems to finish his
speech. He had been ill during the night, but had come
to make this speech. He spoke at length, reviewing the
whole history of the publication, und offered the follow-
ing as a substitute for the report, which was adopted :

Moore, as agent of the American Bible Society, provided
he can get the appointment.

Rev. Mr. Heflin offered a resolution that Mr. Moore
be recommended to the Bible Society. It was with-
drawa.

Rev. Mr. Reid presented the report of the Education
Committee, showing a healthy and prosperous state of
the Colleges and Semiparies under the charge of the
Conference. I

Rev. N. H. D. Wilson was appointed Agent for |
Trinity College.

Messrs. W. O. G. & J. Foard offered to surrender to
'I'rustees appointed by the Conference, as soon as the
Conference shall have paid $12,000 ; that the debt is to
be binding on said Foards until paid ; that in proportion
as the debt is paid, the Conference is to be co-proprietor ;
and that until the entire liquidation they shall conduct
the school on prineiples promotive ol education in the
Methodist Church.

The proposition was adopted. Messrs. N. H. Bob-
bitt, M. C. Thomas, W. C. Gaonon, J. \W. Floyd, J.
T. Kearns, were elected 'I'rustees of Olin.

Cedar Grove Male Academy, on cundition of recom-
mending it, offered to give board and tuition for one son
of a preacher ol the Conlerence, for the first twenty
scholars ; one for the next ten, and one for cach five there- ]
after.

PexnsyLvania, ExecuTive UHAMBER,
Harrissura, Pa., Dec. 1st, 1859, I

Your letter of the 25th, having heen mis-sent to Har-
risonburg, Va., was pot received until this morning.—
OF all the desperad. es to whom you refer, not a man, so
far as [ can I;aru. was a citizen of Pennsylvania ; nor
was their rendezvous, which, you say, was * unobstrue-
ted by gusrd or otherwise,” in this State, but in Mary-
land or Virgina. In relation to them Pennsylvania
has done her duty.  Virginia has no right to anticipate
that she will not do so in the future. The information
you have reccived in regard to a conspiracy to rescue
John Browm will, undoubtedly, be found in the sequel
ntterly and entirely without foundation, so far as Pepn-
sylvaoia is concerned. Neor will we permit any portion
of our territory, along our borders or elsewhere, to be
made a depot, a rendezvous, or a refuge for “ lawless
desperandoes " from other States, who may seek to make
war upon our Southern neighbors. When that contin-
geney shall bappen, the constitutional and confederate
duty of Pepnsylvania shall be performed, and, under all
circumstance, she will take care to see that her honor is
fully vindicated.
