The Railroad. The proceedings ot the annual meet-
ing of stockholders in the Coal Fields Railroad will be
found in another column. Wc have not received a copy
of the President's Report, but the following facts from
it will be of interest to its friends.

Twenty-fou- r miles of the Road are finished and in use,
the transportation upon it now realizing about the rate
of $15,000 a year. The graduation ot six miles more
is completed, except half a mile. Over these six miles
the trains will pass by the 1st June. The graduation
of the remaining 11 miles is going on rapidly ; the iron
is on hand for the whole road, and most of the cross-tic- s

have been delivered. So that unless some unforeseen
difficulty should occur, the road will be completed to the
Coal Fields at Evauder M elver 's, 41 miles, by the 1st
of September.
, Difficulties in the graduation of the line in the sand-
hills, unlocked for by even the engineers, have protracted
the work and increased the cost. Instead of l003e sand
to be excavated, the toughest description of clay was
found, with a good deal ct quicksand. The excavations
were so long and so deep, that few hands could work in
them to advantage. The cost of graduation alone of
the 10th mile was upwards of $25,000, and of five con
secutive miles lurther on upwards of 80,000.

We refer with pleasure to the resolutions which look
to a speedy extension of the road to the N. C. road. It
is understood that some gentlemen along the line have
expressed a wish to take contracts for graduation to be
paid for in stock. And we learn that the face oMbe
country k believed to be such that the road can be built
(or $12,000 a mile. The iron will not need to be so
heavy, nor the grades so light, as on the Coal Fields
part of the road. Fayetteville Observer.
