Flour We have no change of importance to report in
the market for State brands. There is a fair demand at
present, but for the want of stock to operate upon, the
transactions have been limited. We quote only one or two
small lots as havirg sold at $6 75 per bbl. for superfine ;
this figure, however, is rather above the mark, and a large
parcel would hardly sell over $6 62, at which we quote the
market firm.

Guano Is in fair demand, and te supply in dealers'
hands is fully adequate for present purposes. We continue
former rates, at which sales have taken place from store
during the week : Peruvian $60, Reese's Manipulated $52,
American 40, and Sombrero $35 ; Superphosphate of Lime
$50, and Land Plaster $10, in lots of one ton and upwards.

Grain. For Corn the market has ruled rather quiet since
our last, though we have no material change to report in
prices. The arrivals for the week comprise only about
6,894 buBhela, of which 3,079 do. (from Baltimore)
Bold at 80, 82$ a 84$ cents per bushel closing at
lowest prices ; the balance has gone into Fiore. There
is a fair stock of former arrivals on market, and the
demand appears to have become somewhat checked, dealers
showing no disposition to operate further at present. We
quote the market quiet at 80 a 82$ cents, as in quality. The
parcels unsold at the time of closing our last review, were
disposed of as follows : 2,770 bushels at 82$ cents for Hert-foi- d,

and 2,176 do. at 80 cents for Hyde county. Oats.
Nothing has been done since our last except in the retail

way, and the market rules quiet. Two or three parcels
(about 1,000 bushels) have been received by dealers, which
have gone into store. Peas Of all kinds continue to
be brought in sparingly, and there is a very light stock at
present on market. We notice a fair enquiry tor Cow, but
in the absence of receipts no sales have taken place ; would
sell readily at 85 to 90 cents per bushel, according to quan
tity and quality. Rice In clean we have no change
to note in price ; there is a moderate stock in store, and we
quote small sales at 4 cents in casks, and 44 cents per lb. in
bbls. In ihe rough article we hear of sales during the
week of o'-l- 1200 bushels at $1 per bushel.

Hay The recent arrivals have somewhat replenished the
market, and in consequence it has not been so brisk during
the week just ended ; the stock in dealers' hands, however,
is only moderate, and fair quality sells readily on arrival.
The receipts comprise 176 bales Eastern, and 352 do. North-
ern, the former of which sold at $1 20, and the latter at $1
10 per 100 lbs., 90 days.

Lime There is only a retail demand for this art'cle, and
we notice a moderate stock of former receipts remaining in
dealers' hands. We quote sales from siore at $1 to $1 10
for common lump, and $1 35 a $1 40 per cask for white, as
in quantity. A lot of 900 casks was received on Monday by
a dealer, which has gone into store.

Molasses For Cuba there continues to be a fair demand,
and the market rules firm at former quotations. We notice
the arrival from Cuba since our last of three cargoes,
comprising 921 hhds., 46 tcs. and 21 bbls., which, together
with former receipts, is selling readily from wharf at 30 a
ii cents in bbls., 29 a 31 cents in tierces, and 27 a 29 cents
per gallon in hhds., as i quantity. The lot of 300 bbls.
New Orleans, reported in our last as received, has gone in
to store, and is selling at 51 a 54 cents, as in quantity.

of consequence coming to market . We quote at $1 30 to $1
55 per bushel, according to quality.
