Mr. PPierce was then declared unanimously nominated.
In the Cincinnati convention of 1850, four years ago,
there were but three candidates prominently voted for,
from first to lust. These were Buchanan, Pierce and
Douglas. The whole number of ¢lectoral votes at that
time was 296, a majority of which was 149, and two
thirds was 198,

On the first vote the South made a strong rally lor
Pierce, with whom, as President, that section had been
fully satisfied, thongh he be a New Ilampshire man.—
Ile received one hundred and twenty-two votes. The
North chifly concentrated upon Buchanan, who bad
one hundred and thirty-five votes and a ball. Douglas
B e e s during the four ballots

T were but slig i : '
suceeeding the ﬁm&mmli;‘? off from Pierce,
and two or three from Douglas, all going over to Bu-
chanan. On the sixth ballot twenty votes, originally
cast for the two former, went to Buchanan, giving him
155, six more than a majority. His vote slightly de-
clived on the subsequent ballots, until the fifteenth,
Pierce also gradually falling off, end Douglas increasing
to €3, on the fourteenth ballot. The fifteenth showed a
decisive change. Pierce went down ta 315 votes, and
subsequently disappeared altogether. Douglas went up
to 115, and Buchunan to 168. On the sixteenth ballot
Douglas reccived 122 votes, and Buchanan 168. The
former was then withdrawn, and Bachanan, who had re-
peatedly received a majority of votes, during the pre-
vious ten ballotings, but bad not come nearer than
within thirty votes of two-thirds, was unanimously nomi-
nated.

Tue LemoN Srave Case~The opinion of Judge
Denio, of the Supreme Court of New Yurk, in the Lem-
on case, has been published. ‘I'he leading peint of the
decision is that a Virginian coming o New York does
not bring the laws of Virginia with bim, and has no
rights here which do not belong to a citizen of New
York. 7o the clause in the Constitution which declares
that the citizens of each State shall be entitled to all
privileges and immunities of citizens in the several States,
Judge Denio gives the following interpretation :

A citizen of Virginia, having his home in that State and
never having been within the State of New York, has
the same rights under our laws which a native born citi-
zen, domiciled elsewhere, would have, and no other.—
Either can be the proprietor of property bere, bat nei-
ther could claim any rights which under our laws belong
only to residents of the States.  But where the laws of
the several States differ, a citizen of one State asserting
rights in another, must claim them accordfhg to the
laws of the last-tnentioned State, not according to those
which obtain in his own. The position that a citizen
carries with him into every State into which he may go
the legal institutious of the one in which he was born can-
not be sapported. A very little reflection will show the
fallacy of the idea. Our laws declare contracts depending
upon games of chanceor skill, lotterics, imaginary policies
ol insurance, bargains for more than seven per cent. per
apnum of intercst, and many others, void. In other
States such contracts, or some of them, may be lawfal.
But no one would contend that, if made within this
State by a citizen of another State, they would be en-
forced in our Courts. Certain of them, if made in another
State in conformity with the laws there, would be exe-
cuted by our tribunals upou the principle of comity, and
the case would be the same il they were made in Eu-
rope or any other foreign country. 'The clause bas
nothing to do with the doctrine of international comity.
That doctrive, as has been remarked depends upon the
usage of civilized nations and the presumed ua-ent of the
Legrislative authoity of the particalar State in which
the right is claimud, and an cxpress denial of the right
by authority is decisive against the claim. _

Then, according to the above decision, the clnu?e in
the Constitution relative to the rendition of slaves is of

no valuae.
