WasningTON, %17.-'1‘“ Japanese Eyibassy, proper]
attended by their officers and the Navul commission, 1e¥t
Willard’s Hotel about hali-past 11 o’clock, this morning on
their way to the Presideat’'s House. 'fhsy rode in open
carriages, with a force of 25 umiformed policemer in front
and the same number in the rear, while the marines ané
ordnance men marchel on each side of the vehicies to the
music of the Marine Band.

The chief Prince was arrayed in a rich brocade, purple
silk sack, with ample vverhanging sleeves, and flowing trow-
sers of the same color. The other two dignitaries were in
Freen of & similar texture and fashion. They wore caps like
nverted ladies eabas, fastened on the crown of the head b
strings passing under tho chin, They carried pikes, hal-
berds, and emblems oi their rank. The inferior officers
wore small hats with a round band, und triangular erowns.

The prominent points along the rouie were occupied b
Anxious spectators, the streets were crowded with the mul
titudes following to the President's Honse. Meanwhile,
in the East Room, there had assembied a brilliant company,
among whom were the New York Municipal Qommittee,
who came hither to invite the Japanese to visit that city.

Contrary to the programme aml expectation, there was a
large attendance of ladies, accompanied by members of Con-
gress and others holding promivent pnblie sositions.

The Navy oflivers forined in a line in the East room ; prom-
inent among them was Capt. Tatnall. 'The Army officers
formed another line ; Lieutenant-General Seott was promi-
nent, together with lis Stafl,

letween these lines there was an epen gspace about twen-
ty-five feet wide, which was to be the scene of the grand
prescntation, and the intercst was intense, and the usual stiy
chavacterized the preliminay procecdings,

The tolding doors were opened at noon, when the Presi-
dent of the United btates entered, sccompanied by his Cab-
inet efficers, and they took a positiun on the cast and facing
the west.

Secretary Cass retired to e ante-room and retuimed with
the Japanese Commissioners and their attendants, who made
several profound bows as they approsched the President
and his Cabinet. .
