appointed. It is about time that the attention of the

party was directed to this subject, in order that any de-
cision, when made, may be a deliberate one, and calcu-

lated to command the respect of the party, and reflect its
wishes. Shall we say for all District meetings not al-
ready held or called, SATURDAY, MAY 26TH?

B&yWe dislike exaggeration or misrepresentation on
one side or the other. Mr. Douglas has strong friends
in New Orleans—of that we feel assured ; but the at-
fempt to get up a meeting in that city to denounce the
retiring Louisiana delegation to Charleston, prior to the
return home of the gentlemen compoging that delegation,

On the contrary it was a failure, as we
learn from gentlemen who were there. There was an
ovation given to the delegation on its return.

What may happen again—what may, in fact, under-
lie all these superficial indications we cannot say.

The * big bugs" drink rice wine,
and would bardly appreciate the **corn juice” from
Cincinnati. As for Colt's pistols and Sharp’s rifles
they make them already. There is bardly a thing they
don’t grow or get up on their own hook, with the excep-
tion of raval stores. Neither Commodore Perry nor
Minister Harriss alludes to naval stores Let us ship
them some.

Avruvmisum.—This metal, which we have heard so
much of during the past few years, does rot appear to
be about to realize the brilliant expectations which were
formed at the time of its first successful production in
quantity, by St. Clare Deville. In its pure state, it ap-
proaches somewhat to the color of silver ; but it is found
nearly impossible to free it from certain foreign matters
which become alloyed with it during the process of pro-
duction, and thus greatly impair its lustre and whiteness.
These substances are iron and silicinm, which not only
change its color, but greatly affect its durability. The
specimens which so much attracted attention at the Uni-
versal Exposition of Industry in Paris, were found by
Mr. Repault, on analysis, to contain 6.50 per cont. of
cogl')er, 2.50 of iron, and 1.50 of sicilam.

the productions of the mineral kingdom. Exam-
ine one of the little ingots which the Parisian che-
mists manufacture. We see at once it is not sil-
ver—neither does it at all resemble tin, pewter, or
German silver. It seems rather like a mass of grayish
steel, polished but not burnished. It is hard, like steel,
and there is nothing of the soft, unctuous feeling which
i8 imparted by lead. You think it heavy, but are sur-
prised to find, on lifting the ingot, that it is lighter than
glass. This is its most wonderful property. A child
might lift a mass larger than a pig of lead, and carry it
with ease. Another curious property of aluminum is its
non-susceptibility to oxydation ; articles manufactured
from it does not tarnish, even though heated red hot and
exposed immediately to a current of oxygen.

Aluminum is now sold in London for about $15 an
ounce, being nearly as costly asgold, but in consequence
of its small specific gravity, an immensely larger bulk is
given in an ounce of aluminum than in an ounce of gold.
When aluminum becomes cheap, its non-tarnishing pro-
perty will briog it at once into varied and extensive use
for many articles of domestic economy—tea utensils,
spoons, knives and forks, door knobs, &c.
