He resides in Wilmington U a graduate of
the Baltimore Dental College, and his writings show a lau-
dable devotion to his profession, and en e'evated profes-
sional pride. It is the first North Carolina Treatise we re-
member to have seen on Dentistry, and the community
should encourage all such legitimate attempts to build up a
Dental literature in the State. It is a modest little work,
comprising forty-tw- o pages in pamphlet form, and intended
for popular reading. It treats in a brief and easy way of
those every-da- y practical questions relative to the teeth,
their irregularities, decay, extraction, filling, fcc, and
to mechanical Dentistry, pivot teeth, artificial teeth,
plating, A c. Dr. Small makes interesting statements in re-
gard to " Popular Errors " in Dentistry, and alludes in
truthful terms to the outrageous impositions of dental char-
latans that are prejing so numerously upon the public favor
and public credulity. He also gives valuable advice to par-
ents about the teeth of their children.

The author's views in respect to the use of chloroform and
ether, in dental operations, will be regarded as orthodox by
the Medical Profession generally. The time has been when
their use in such simple operations met with more favor
than now ; but experience in the use of these important
agents conaemns ineir employment in simply extracting
teeth. In Surgery they are one of the great boons of mod-
ern times, as Dr. Small admits, while objecting to their use
in his own profession.

If the Doctor over-estimate- s the influence upon the human
system of ba'i teeth, compared to other causes of disease,
it may be attributed to fondness for his profession. For in-
stance, we cannot agree with him when he endorses Dr.
Shepherd, (a dentist,) as saying that there is often more
poison generated in an unsound tooth in twenty-fou- r hours
than an individual woul inhale from the atmosphere, in or- -

ment an individual holding such obnoxiou sentiments, has
omitted a proper occasion to give an efficient check to such
sentiments, and in so doing has not truly represented the
opinions or wishes of the people of Georgia of either politi-

cal party.
This resolution was adopted in the Senate by a vote

of 48 to 0, a number of Senators refusing to vote, but
not enough to defeat its passage if they had voted against
it. In the House, the entire Report was adopted by a

vote of 101 yeas, to 41 nays.

Destruction of a Town Appalling Scenes.

The VdBtern papers bring the particulars ot the
the late town of Camanche, in Illinois, by

the terriie tornado on the 4th inst. A correspondent of
the Chi ago Press, who visited the spot, says :

The tornado struck the town a little past 7 o'clock,
and in Iss than ten minutes the whole was in ruins.
After i:had passed, the town was all afloat with water ;

all thatcould, began running from place to place scream-
ing at he top of their voices, calling for friends and for
children In every pile of rubbish, and from every hd

house, the groans of the dying and wounded
were l;ard, and as the sound came from every pait of
the torn, no one knew where to go first. The darkness
occas ned by the black cloud3, the air being filled with
rubbih of every conceivable character, and the near ap-pro- aa

of night, rendered the scene still more appalling,
and ftch a wail of lamentation, sorrow, and woe, never
went op from aDy place in the history of tornadoes, aa
did rom this rained and destroyed city. Nothing could
be f ond to bind up the wounds of the suffering, no med-
icine were to be got, and the wails of the mother over
her lead children, the anguish of a wife over the lifeless
reniin8 of a husband, the father over his slaughtered
chi Jren, hunting in vain for his wife all these were
sceies that cannot possibly be described.

'n one family all that was lelt were three little girls,
the father and mother and two children having been
instantly killed. We saw where a fence board had
ben forced clear through the side of a house, end
wys, and hundreds of shingles had forced themselves
clr through the clapboards of a house.

We visited the grave-yar- d, and saw twenty-eigh- t
graves side and side, all due;, waiting to receive the
rjugh boxes containing the remains of the slaughtered
iople. The whole atmosphere around the town is sick
ling, and a stench is pervading the whole path of the
itorm tnat is almost impossible to endure. The loss of
property is immense, and can never be known to its full
extent. Three of the men on the raft have mndp thpir
appearance. They state that they were blown from the
rait clear on to the Illinois shore bevond Albanv.
and for a long time were unable to move or stir, but
auer recovering trom the shock succeeded in crawling
to a house where they weie kindly cared for. They
liuuw noming oi me rest oi their comrades, not hav
ing seen them since thev were on the rait top-Pthp- r

In this vicinity, near Sterline. the wounded nrp. dvintr
almost every day, and every farm-hous- e is a hospital
ivk we ujujg aim wounueu.

Horses and cattle are lying in every direction, killed
from the effects of the storm. The buildings look as
though they had all been torn in small fraffmpnta Bet
tered over the whole country, and feathers from the bed- -
ciomes line tne ground, and then all had been over-swe-pt

with rushing waters. We went into one building where
were fifteen bodies, some maneled in the mnKt tnVhtfnl
manner, and only wrapped np in a sheet and put into a
rough box, ready for burial.

From Sunday evening to Monday noon, one physi-
cian had visited ninety-on- e wounded, and set twenty-the.brok- en

liDQos. We saw twenty-eigh- t dead bodies,
and there were eichtv-tw- o that rennirfi strict. mcv ro ht
tenaance, and as many more that are more or less hurtyet are able to be around. In addition to this number'
twenty-eigh- t were swept from a raft in the river thatwas passing at the time, and ten are yet missing from
the town, that are supposed to be buried in the ruins, or
were blown into the river and drowned. With the ex-
ception of half a dozen houses on the north side of thetown, every single building is either torn down, unroof-
ed, or otherwise damaged.

A worse sight no human eye ever beheld, and the
heart grows sick in seeing such a destruction of life and
property The town is entirely rained, and we do not
