by territorial legislatures, as is fully stated in the first
resolution of the adopted platform.  In vain should we
declare the former without iosisting upon the latter, be- |
cause, to permit territorial legislatures to prohibit or
establish siavery, or by uclriendly legislation to invali-
date property, would be granting powers 1o the creature
or agent, which, it is admitted, do not apyertain 1o the
priucipal, or the power that ereates ; besides which it
would be festering an element of agitation in the terri-
tory that must necessarily extend 10 Congress and the
people of all the States.
If the constitution establishes the right of every citi-
zen to enter the common territory with whatever proper-
ty be legally possesses, it necessarily devolves on the
federal government the duty 1o protect this right of the
citizen whecever or wherever assailed op intringed. —
The democratic party honorably meets this agitating
question, whic'. is threatening to sever and destroy this
brotberhood of States. It does not propose to litigate
for the extension of slavery, nor for its restriction, but
to give to each State and to every citizen all that our
forefuthers proposed to give, namely : perfect equality
of rights, and then to commit to the le, to climate
aud to soil, the determination as to the kind of institu-
tjuns best fitted to their requirements in their constitu-
tional "limits, and declaring, as a fundamental maxim
that the people of a territory can only establish or pro:
bibit slavery when they come to form a coustitution,

and barmony will be restored to our distracted country
