B&¥~ The popnlation of the « United Kingdom " of
Great Britain and Ireland cannot be less than thirty
millions. The population of France proper—the France
from which the military power of the Empire is sup-
plied can hardly exceed thirty-five millions—there are
some few more in Algeria, bat that colony rather serves

deal more than it has come to.

Why is it then, with a population bardly infericr to
that of France in pumbers, and certainly superior in
physical development of bone and muscle, there is in the
dominions of Queen Victoria such a chronic dread of
French invasion? Such a jealousy of French mililary
power ? ‘There can be only one reason forit. The
English people are uparmed and untraived. The En-
glish aristocracy and wealthier classes are jealous of an
efficient militia or volunteer system. They are unwil-
ling to arm the people. They are willing enocugh to
draw taxes from Ireland—-willing enough to enlist sol-
digrs there, but they will not authorize the formatien of
volunteer compaoies in Ireland, nor issne arms to them.

It is evident that the military weakness of England
does not arise from want of population, for, in that re-
spect, she is hardly inferior to the great military mon-
archies of Fraoce and Austria. It does not arise from
wani of means and resources, for there again she is not
only not inferior to any of her rivals, but she possesses
wealth and credit superior to any or all of them. Her
weakness as a military power arises from the distrust of
the people which is entertained by the governing class-
es. 'I'he army is wholly hireling and mercepary. It is
neither called into existence by decree for the public
safety, nor by enthusiasm for the public good—it is not
sought as an honorable employment, save in its higher
grades, for from the ranks there is no promotion. There-
fore it is that it cannot be swelled to meet an emergen-
cy—that it has wo expansive power --no adaptibility.—
That it is found generally faithful esough, but not ready
nor intelligent, in presence of an enemy—not al first.
certaioly ; but it is the most reliable military force in
the world, when called upon to act sgainst its own peo-
ple, for the soldiers are separated in feeling from the
people. British goldiers would pever dream of [rater- |
nizing with the people.

The strength and the weakuess of the British govern-
ment have bad their origin in the same causes,—u. e., the
separation of the governed from the governing classes—
of ¢ivil life from military lite, of 1he army from the peo-
ple. The people are vot dangerous to the governing
clagsug, nor yel are l[u&us strong as they ought 10 be
against forcign aggression. 'T'be army is a certain pro-
tection against the populace,—whether it will be lound
cqually efficient when called upon to afford projection fo
the people against invasion, remaips to be seen.

Deny it who will
the position of the Republican party is no longer one
concerning slavery as its effects the Territories, but it
is slavery as it exists in the States. And now we
desire to know, becausesthe acceptance of the doc-
trives of the uniformity of the institutions of the
American Union advanced by Mr. Lincoln, and the
“irrepressible conflict” views as promulgated by Senator
Seward, universally by the Republican organization ren-
ders it their faith too, what ipterpretation we can give
these declarations. We conceive that the individual
who examines them carefully with an intellect unbiased
by partisan prejudices must admit that they mean that
this gystemalic warupon slavery must continue; that
the agitation, which was created unnecessarily and for
the advancement ol the interest of the Republi-
can party immediately after the repeal of the Mis-
souri Uompromise, must rage with increased fary
until freedom is triumphant and slavery is humiliated
before the agitating elements of the North.
