Burning of the Steamer Connaught.
The Steamer Connaught, ,Capt. Leitcb, touched at

St. Johns, on the 3d inet. trim Galway, Ireland, and
left lor New York ou the same day. On the Saturday
following ehc pprung a leak, aod on the next day caught
fire when about 150 miles from Boston light.. The pas-
sengers and crew were all eaved by (he brig Minnie
Schatfer, which has arrived at Scituate. A steamtug
was sent down to tow the. brig up to Boston.

Ijeifth reports that --on the 6th instant, at 8
o'clock, P. M., when one hundred and .fifty miles east of
T A 1 a 11iusion, me steamer sprung a leaa m iiie engine room.
1 nu crew succeeded Hi KCCDlUff the water OtlOW the urea
tin 1 0 eiock on Sunday morning, hen it trained ranid--
ly, extiuguishinir the fin-a.- "At 930 discovered smoke
issuing from the aft stock-hol- e, and notwithstanding the
utmobt exertions the Ore gained, and soon drove the
cabin passengers on deck. The watev and fire were now
both gaining, nd thi boots were got ready.

A heavy sea was going and the first boat lowered was
stove. Six others were lauuchcd saccessfulJy and foiled
with passengers. About 12 o'clock the brig Winnie
SchritltT sat? our signal and bore down. About 7 o'clock
in the euTiit.ig rojiituenced embarking passcrjgers, the
brig having a huweer attached to the steamer. The
starboard side was row very hot, but by 9'J o'clock all
the passengers were on board the tug. The mails were
also paved. Capt. Lcitch was the laat to leave the wreck.
The weather waa-'pleasau- t after leaving St. Johns, on
Wednesday last, at 2 o'clock P. M., until Saturday,
when it blew very hard from the southwest.

I he last seen of the Connaught was at two o'clock on
Monday morning, when she was one mass of flames.
There were fifty eabin passengers, Jour hundred and
seventeen in the steerage, and one hundred and twenty-fou- r

of the crew, in all 591 souls, all of whom were saved.
The passengers eaved nothing except the clothes in which
they stood.

It is supposed that the fire had been smouldering a
long time, from the repid progress which the flames made
alter being discovered. The captain is unable to account
for the leak, which filled the vessel rapidly against ail
the efforts to free her with the pumps. The (Jonnauglt
is valued at 120,000, and is fully insured in England.
She was of irou, and was lauuehed at Newcastle-on-the-Tyn- e,

in April last. She was over 4,000 tons burden,
aud had five water-ligh- t compartments.

The Connaught had 10,000 sterling in gold, govern-
ment money taken ou board at St. Johns, which Avas
lost with the steamer.

Three hundred of her passengers have been forwarded
via Fall Kiver lor New York. The remainder are be-

ing taken care of by their friends.

Horrible Murder in Calhoun CoAiily, Fin. The
County In h state of InnnnccOon The Law Viola-
ted and Oilltfcis stt at Defiance.
The M arianna (Fla.) Patriot of the 2Clli ult. says :
" Yesterday a party in Calhouu, styling themselves

' llegulators,' went to the house of one Jesse DurdeD,
and we learn shot him, giving him a mortal wound.
They then met and shot Willis Musgrove from his-hors- e,

who died iustautly ; also mortally wounding Larkin C.
Musgrove. These are the facts, as far as we have been
able to gather them, but it is believed that last night
another battle was fought between the Regulators and
the Durdens. All this happened near Abe's Spring
Blatr, iu Calhouu Co."

From advices received by telegraph from Marianna
yesterday, we were apprised that Geu. Win. E. Ander-
son had ordered out the First Brigade Florida Militia,
and they are ere this at the scene of tumult.

It is believed that persons from other States are en
gaged in the commissiou of open hostilities against the
good citizens ot this Stale, and m violation ot the laws
of the United States.

As Deputy Marshal, you are hereby required to be
at my office, in Calhoun county, that you may without
