The Sleeting Lat Wight. A Mere Matter of Time.

Large as was the meeting held in the Town Hall on

Tuesday night, that held in Thalian Hall last night
was still larger in fact, the Town Hall could not have
contained the multitude that gathered in the other end of
our municipal building. The truih is, that the vast assem-

blages in both cases, crowding the two largest halls in
the State, bear testimony to the deep interest felt by
our people in the issue now, pending before the country.

Never before, save once, did Thalian Hall enclose bo
many people, and that was on the occasion of Mr. Ev-

erett's oration upon Washington, and it was scarcely
fuller then, although then a large proportion was com-

posed of ladies, while last night the ladies, although
fairly represented, were a beautiful, but very decided,
minority.

The meeting, called by the Cape Fear Minute Men,
was addressed by R. H. Cowan, Esq., of Wilmington,
and John A. Dickson, Esq., of Burke.

Mr. Cowan made a most thoughtful, well-consider-

speech of about an hour and a half in length, in which
he contended with much force and ability that the hon-

or, the interests, the safety of North Carolina and the

South, demanded a severance of the ties that now unite
them with the States of the North. He contended that
the option no longer remained with us. Oar only
choice was whether we would take and exercise this
right on our own terms, or wait until forced to do so by
our enemies, and on their terms. He contended that in

truth there was little difference between his position and

that assumed by hi3 "Union" friends at their meeting of

tffe night before, or at any other meeting held by them.
He was a3 willing as they to abide by the Union, if our

Constitutional rights could be secured under it. lie
revered the Union as it was framed and designed to be,
but not such an " Union" as abolitionism offered to us.
He, too, might be willing to " watch and wait," if he

did not know and feel the worse than folly of doing so.

If he did not know that the election of Lincoln was a
step towards the carrying out of a plan in which our
abolition enemies would inevitably persevere to the bit-

ter end.
Mr. Cowan referred to the sneers at South Carolina.

He spoke of the position of that State in former times
of her desire for of her forbearing from

action out of deference to her sisters of the South, and

from a desire to obtain their sympathy and countenance,

which sLe did not obtain. She had time and again de-

ferred to the wishes of her friend3, but never backed

down before the menace of a foe.

He was for decided action because he thought that
honor, duty, patriotism, as well as a regard for our own

best interests demanded it, but by that he did not mean

that we should secede to-nig- ht or 'v morning, or

next day after, or next week. He would watch and

wait with and for North Carolina and abide her de

cision.
Mr. Dickson of the Mountain district was then intro

duced to the audience, lie alluded to the able and elo

quent gentlemen who had spoken at the Union Meeting

of the night before. II one of those gentlemen especially,

had fuikd to convince him of the wisdom of the " watch
and wait policy " it was surely the fault of that policy,

and not of its able and eloquent advocate.

Like the gentleman who had so ably preceded him,

he (Mr. Dickson) looked back with pride to the glori

ous memories of the revolution. lie reverenced the he-

roes of that great struggle ; he sought to be actuated by

their spirit, and he felt how little that spirit would ac-

cord with a tame submission to the decrees of a fanati-

cal abolition majority. It was folly to talk of fighting

in the Union. All peaceable means in the Union had

been exhausted. We must now treat with the North
separately and independently.

The men of the Cape Fear had never been backward

in other days, nor would they be now, when danger came ;

they did not need that any man should come from any

other section to stimulate their patriotism or excite them

to action. They would act properly and at the proper

time, and he could assure them that they would be sus

tained by the true hearts and strong arms of the men of

the mountain district, and he knew that district well.

He, as well as Mr. Cowan, argued that but one course

was open to the South, if she would be true to herself

to her words to her history. She must now redeem

these words by acts she must vindicate her history by

guarding her honor.

After the conclusion of Mr. Dickson's remarks which

were more brief, but not less appropriate and ac-

ceptable, than those of Mr. Cowan, three hearty
cheers were given for the Mountain District, and the

Meeting adjourned. Both speakers received warm and
well-merit- ed applause during the whole course of their
remarks, but still the applause was rather earnest than

noisy. The whole feeling is earnest and thoughtful

rather than demonstrative.

It is now a question of time. Our people here are

much nearer unity of sentiment than even they them
selves think. The most decided secessionists difler from
the resolutions of the Union Meeting of Tuesday only in

a matter of opinion with reference to a fact which will

soon develope itself. The Union men, if they admitted

that every effort for the preservation of the Union con

sistent with our safety and honor had been exhausted,
would go for immediate secession. The secession men

if they thought that every effort had not been exhausted,
would be willing to " watch and wait." We have no
dissolutionists for the sake of dissolution, nor do we

think we have any submissionists for the sake of submiS'

sion. Let us bear and forbear, and we will all be to
gether. Whatever may be said to the contrary, we are
getting together fast. Events are bringing us so. We
are far less apart than might be supposed. When
the time comes we will be one. We are one on
all essential points. We all demand a Conven
tion. We all go for arming the State. We all
recognize the necessity of having an understanding with
our Southern brethren we are all agreed that this
thing must be finally settled now we all agree that the
signs of the times are such as to show that secession
may shortly become a matter of practical necessity.

We are compelled to agree with those who believe
that every effort has been exhausted. We know that
our Representative in Congress, Hon. Warren Win-slo-w,

a cautious, prudent, conservative man, who never
before would allow himself to believe that there was im
mediate danger to the Union, now since he has beej on
to Washington, and especially since he has been cn the
committee of thirty-thre- e, is compelled to say that ihe
thing is hopeless. There is no compromise or concession
in the Republicans, but the reverse.

Let us have the State Convention anil Ka nrtmariil
and we feel satisfied that at the proper time for action,
we will be as one man. Let us not criminate or recrim-
inate. Let no creep in no harsh expression
be allowed to escape.

Wiiat's the News? Really, we don't know that
there can be said to be any news, if by news we are
to understand any such striking event or marked
change as could be regarded of sufficient importance
for separate mention. Some Union meetings have
been held in New Jersey, and in Philadelphia, the
nature of which, and the character of the resolutions
passed by them, has already been sufficiently indicated
by the telegraph. George William Curtis, the Aboli-
tion Lecturer, was prevented lecturing this week in
Philadelphia by those glorious advocates of free labor

Relations, unable to concur in the views of the majority,
submit the following repoit :

The convention is proposed to be called, in the opinion of
the minority, at an earlier period than the exigencies ot the
occasion demands. It is declared i;i the bill that the pur-

pose of the convention is to consider all gri vaoces impair-
ing or affecting the equality aud rights of the State of North-Carolin- a

as a member of the United fcitat.es, and determine
the mode, measure and time of redress, and delegates are to
be chosen on the 7th and assemble in Raleigh ou ti.e 18th of
February nt xt. As the bill and report of the majority do
not indicate any specilic grievances, the minority of your
Committee on Federal Rel .tions are naable to determine
wtiether it is intended to make the impr.'S-iio- n that the Fed-er- a'

Ooveriiment has recently assume.? any unusual and
menacing attitude towards Norih-Cavoliu- a, affecting her
equality and rights as one of the United states. Exercising
tbe right of conjecture the minority ot your Committee sup-
pose that the grit vanccs complained of are the persoiial hb-eit- y

laws enacted by some of the northern States, hindering
the proper execution of the Fugitive Slave Law. It the mi-

nority of your Commit ce be not mLtaktn in th s conjecture,
they would respectfully suggest that, inasmuch as these
grievances have existed tor a time under the present and
former administrations ot the Federal Government, which
admiListratiou have met the approbation of a large m jority
of the people of this State, they cannot now constitute a very
urgent reason for the present legislature to call out the citi-
zens upon 6uch short notice, at an unusual and inclement sea-
son ot the year to vote tor delegates to a State Convention
called, as it is, for the purpose of changing the relations ofthe
State to the Federal Government. The laws complained of are
not tho acts of the General Government, but of particular
States, and being unconstitutional, are null and void. If, how-
ever, the grievance complained of and not disclosed n the
election ot Lincoln to the Presidency au election effected by
a minority vote, in consequence of divisions among his oppo-
nents it is, in the opinion of the minority, au inadequate
cause for calling a Convention so hastily, with extraordina-
ry power, which may place North Carolina out of the Union
before the 4;h of March next, and before the country can
be officially informed ot the policy of the incoming adminis-
tration. W ould it not tie more prudent to abide the deter-
mination of the great eCbits now being made a Washington
city and elsewhere by patriotic men, to compromise ail dif-
ficulties, ant! obtaiu more secure guaranties against the un-
friendly legislation oi certain Northern States. Let the peo-
ple hae time to deliberate, ttiat North Carolina may not be
precipitatea out oi tne union, aua her inuuence as a peace
maker between the N nh aud South utterly destroyed. It
is further objected to the bill, as reported, that it is not in
accordance with the provisions ot the Constitution of the
State and the usages of the Legislature The first section of
the fourth article of tin; State constitution provides that no
convention of the people of the State shall be called bv the
General Assembly unless by the concurrence of two-tuird- s

of all the ruembe:s ot each Hou e of the General Assembly,
and the latter pait of said sec ion provides t r amendments
by the General Assembly. The act of 1 oG-'o7 i f tiie Legis
lature, amending the Constitution, iiiiineuiaiely loilowing
the euacting clause, has the words, (two-thiid- s of the whole
number ot each House concurring,) and the minority of your
Con mittee, entertaiuiutr no doubt but that a concurrence of
to-third- s of all the member-o- f each House is demanded
to call a Convention of tht people, recommend that these
words be insvited immediately after the enacting clause of
the first section of the reported bill, and in conclusion the
minority of your Committee respectfully suggest that meas
ures be taken to procure a Convention of all the Sta es of
the Union, with a view to a final settlement of all subjects
in controversy between tbe io;tliern and Southein States
hud if such final settlement cauuot be satisfactorily made,
that a peaceable sepatation ot the States and an equitable
distribution of the property of the Federal Government
among all the States, may be brought about, and the minor-
ity further recommend mat the bill reported by the majori
ty uo not pass.

In the Senate on Wednesday last, the 12th inst., Mr.

Taylor presented the proceedings of public meetings
held in the couuties of Columbus and Brunswi k, urg-

ing upon the Legislature the necessity of prompt and
decisive action in view of the threatening position of our

Federal Relations.
Mr. Stowe presented the proceedings of a meeting in

the County of Catawba.
Mr. Moreluad of one in the County of Guilford.
Mr. Avery, from the Judiciary Committee, reported

a bill to prevent the emancipation of slaves by will,

recommending its passage.
Resolutions previously offered by Mr. Brown of Cas-

well, for tbe appointment of delegates to sundry States,
were debated lor some time, and marie the order of tbe
day for Thursday.

In the House on Wednesday, reports were received
from different committees, generally upon matter? of
minor importance. We note that Mr. Fleming, from

the committee on internal improvements, reported back
the bill to amend the charter of the W stern N. C. R.
Road Company, with a substitute as an amendment, and
recommended its passage. Mr. Person, from the com-

mittee on the judiciary, reported the bill lor the relief of

the people, with the recommendation that it do not pass.

Kevr Jerat y Slate Convention
Trenton. N. J., Dec. II. The Convention to con-

sider the dangers to the Union was largely attended.
Col. Wm. C. Alexander was elected President. Com.
Stockton, chairman of the committee on an address, pre
sented an address and resolutions, both of which were
adopted amid much confusion. This address declares
that the North has committed great wrongs and must
retrace her steps by repealing all laws preventing the
excecution of the fugitive slave law, and allow citizens
of Southern States to travel North with their property.
All this the South has tbe clear right, and looks not for
indemnity for the past, but for security for the future.

A Northern Republican Senator Rebuked.
The Philadelphia Inquirer, a Republican journal, refer
ring to the speech of Senator Hale of lew Hampshire,
in the United States Senate, on Wednesday, declares it
" indiscreet and irritating," and then rebukes him in the
following strain :

" This gentleman has, by some unaccountable freak
of the citizens of his State, got into, aud kept in a seat
in the Senate of the United States, when his true posi-
tion would be in the saw-du- st of a circus, crowned by
the jester's cap and bells. He is the mountebank of
the Senate, possessing neither dignity, prudence, nor
proper appreciation of his high duties."

Arrival of the California Poney Express.
Fort Keai net, Dec. 13. The California pony express
of the 1st inst. has reached here. The secession excite-
ment was the question in California. Some
of the Breckinridge papers were publishing care'ully
written articles favoring the formation of a Pacific re
public, but they attracted little attention. The repub-
lican papers are urging the selection of a Californian in
the formation of Mr. Lincoln's cabinet. Also a che nge
in the judiciary system, so that the United States su-

preme judge shall preside at the Circuit Court on the
Pacific coast.

The leaders of the negro riot at Victoria have been
tried and acquitted, the disturbances not being premedi-
tated.

Advices from Japan state that the brig-of-w- ar Ca-
milla, which left Hakohbadi Sept. 7th, was lost in a
typhoon off Kanajaka. All hands perished.

Most of the storehouses at Yokahawa were destroyed
by the same typhoon.

Advices from China to the 8th of October had also
reached San Francisco. It was reported that the allied
fleet was within sight of Pekin, and that the Emperor
had fled.

The steamer Cortez left San Francisco on the 1st
with $1,250,600 in specie for New York.

Meeting In On slow.
The largest and most unanimous meeting ever held in

Onslow, assembled at the Court House in Jacksonville,
on Saturday, the 8th inst., to give an expression of their
opinions in relation to the proper policy to be adopted
by our people in v'ew of the present political crisis in
the country. The meeting was called without regard to
party or opinion, and was participated in by the most
intelligent and reliable men of Onslow. It was organ-
ized by calling Owen Huggins, E?q., to the Chair,
Harvey Cqx and D. W. Simmons, Jr., acting as Sec-

retaries. On motion of Col. E. W. Montfort, a com-

mittee of ten, one from each district in the county, were
appointed to draw up resolutions. The committee, con-

sisting of the following gentlemen : M. L. F. Redd, H.
Sandlin, Dr. E. W. Ward, D. H. Rhodes, E. S. Giles,
A. J. Murrill, Jasper Etheridge, S. Gornto, D. A.
Humphrey, and T. Uaskins, retired, and, after a short
interval, returned, submitting through their chairman,
the following preamble and resolutions, which were
unanimously adopted :

deal by far more trying and heart rending than any she has
heretofore uudergone, caused by repeated infractions upon
the Constitution and by a disregard of the laws enacted
by the constituted authorities of "the government ; by the
enactment of " Persona! Liberty Bills," thereby setting at
naught the obligations of the Constitution of our fathers ;

by the recent tiiumph of a sectional party, whose avowed
object is aggression upon the rights of the Southern people ;

by claiming exclusive control in the organization and gov-

ernment of the Territories, which belong in common to all
of the States in the Union : and whereas, oar patriotic breth-
ren throughout the South, are determined to resist with
manly independence, that domination which thus tramples
upon the Constitution of our common country ; therefore,

Unsolved, That it becomes our duty as citizens of the U-
nionas citizens of the Sovereign State of North Carolina
so proclaim to the world our devotion to that Constitution,
which is the resnlt4of the compromising spirit of our fathers,
and our cordial and active sympathies with our brethren
everywhere, who are determined, at ail hazards, and to the
last extremity, to resist all encroachments upon that Bacred
instrument.

Besotted, secondly, That we still love that Union which
was cemented by the blood of our fathers ; that we yet
hope it may be perpetuated and our rights maintained with-
in it, and that a returning sense of justice and faitb, that the
1 eritage of a common aud glorious ancestry may operate
upon our Northern brethren, and induce them to yield to us
equal lights in the territories, and to repeal their obnoxious
" i'ersonal Liberty Laws."

Resolved, thirdly. That we are in favor of a Convention
of the people of this State, aad a Conference of the Southern
States for the purpose of publishing a declaration of our
grievances, and of demanding of our Northern brethren that
they desist, from any further aggressions upon tae Conbtitu
tiou nd the rights of the people of the South ; that they re-

peal those laws which nullify its obligations, and that they
recognize equ-.- l rights and protection in the Territories ; and
that if they shall refu e and reject these just demands on our
part, then we will strike for equality aud independence out
of the Union, and make ours a common destiny with our
Southern brethren.

Resolved, fourth, That we are in favor of the passage of
a law bv our 1 egislatura to orgautze the militia, aud to en-

courage the formation of volunteer companies throughout
the Mate, and that an appropriation of money be made suf-
ficient to arm the State and place her in a position of main-
taining aud defending htr sovereign rights, and the rights
and libf rues f her citizens.

Resolved, fifth, That a copy of the foregoing preamble
and resolutions be forwarded to each of our representatives
in th Legislature, and by them submitted as they may think
proper;' and a'so to the Wilmington Journal, Raleigh Regis-
ter and Newbern Progress, with request for publication.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.

That Congress shall not interfere witn
slavery in the District of Columbia unless desired by a

majority of the people, and that then compensation shall

be given to the owners.
Congress to be prohibited from ever touching the

slave representation or the inter-Stat- e slave trade, coast

wise or inland.
Mr. Johnson also introduced a joiut resolution to

amend the Constitution, so that the selection of Presi

dent shall alternate between the North aud the South ;

that the Supreme and District Judges sha'l hold office

for twelve years, etc.
Mr. Powell's resolution was debated, and the Senate

adjourned until Monday.
