Massachusetts Legislature. Boston, January 23.
The Senate committee on federal relations reported

that a law to prevent search for runaway slaves in
Massachusetts would be in violation of the constitution
of the United States. The same committee reported
that the militia laws of the Commonwealth were in con
foimity with the federal laws.

Governor Andrew sent in a message to the House en
closing-- communication from Col. Joties, ot the 6th re-

giment, tendering the services of the regiment to the
government ; also a similar oiler Jrom Major general
Sutton and staff. The Light Artillery, National Lan
cers, and numerous other efficient military corps of the
city and State have voted nearly unanimously to respond
to a call for active service.

brethren ol the South, will resist such invasion of the
soil of the South at all hazards and to the last extremity.

The South Carolina Fentry Fire into a Boat. One Man

Badly Wounded.
Charleston, Jan. 23. The battery on the beach, at

Sullivan's Island, fired into a boat from Fort Sumter
on "Monday night. Three men were in the boat, and
it approached the beach with muflled oars. The sentry
hailed them and warned them off. Failing to obey,
the sentry fired a volley of musketry into the boat, when
it turned around and went away. The sentry soon
after heard a noise like the hauling up of a boat at
Fort Sumter. One of the men who was in the boat is
said to be woundid badly. Their object is supposed to
have been desertion. Some say it was a desperate effort
to run the gauntlet of the sentries and spike the guns of
the battery.

Trenton, Jan. 21 j A great Union demonstration

was held here to-nig- ht, at City Hall. Resolutions were
adopted deploring the state of the country, and recom-
mending, as a nieaus of settling the difficulties, the adop-
tion, by the people, of the Crittenden resolutions, or
some other pacific measures, with such modifications as
may be deemed necessary. They also recommend the
Legislature of New Jersey to pass a law authorizing a
vote to be takeo by the people on the Crittenden reso-
lutions. They approve of the course of the Virginia
Legislature iu appointing a commissioner to go to
Washington, aud recommend the New Jersey Legisla-
ture to do tli3 same.

Saml. B. Price, Esq., was called to the chair, who briefly

announced the object of the meeting. L. A. Galloway and
Jos. Davis were appointed Secretaries.

Msg. J. J. Hedrick, Adjt. Geo. Wortham, and Captains W.
C. Fergus and S. D. Thruston,-wer- e invited to take seats on
the right and left of the Chairman, and being cal'ed on for
speeches, they responded in very happy efforts, which were
greeted with frtquent burets of applause.

The following resolutions were then submitted to the
meeting, andthey were unanimously adopted :

Whkkkas, A portion of the Cape Fuar Minute Men of
Wilmington gailautly came to the assistance of our fel ow- -
citi7f-Ls- , who had taken possession of the foits iu our har-
bor immediately on receiviug intelligence that they were
about to be garrisoned by Federal troops ; and whereas, we,
the people of Smithville, believe that the circumstances un-

der which this step was taken fully justified it, and that
those who took the forts, and those who reinforced them,
were actuated b the noblest patriotism, ai.d by a laudable
fidelity to the interest-- , the institutions and rights of North

That to the fiiceis ai:d members of the Cape
Fear Minu'e Men, who so boldly and readily reinforced our
tellow-citizen- s from tmithville, our warmest thanks are due,
and are hereby most cheerfully tendered; that we will ever
hold them in grateful remembrance, and feel a proud assur-
ance that no cause, requiring patriotism and honor and
courage, will ever sufl'er in their hands

Jiesulved, That howe ver much their course may be now
deprecated by some, yet we believe the day is not distant
when it wi:l be properly appreciated, and they w ill receive
the plaudits ef ail true-hearte- d North Carolinians.

Short-Slghte- d.

The New York World glories over the stoppage of

some arms shipped on board the steamer Monticello,

from New York for Savannah. These arms were stop-

ped under the charge recently delivered by our small
friend Smalley, of the U. S. District Court in New
York City, the whole charge being untenable, in the
opinion of the best jurists.

But letting that pass, the World and other papers of
the same stripe rejoice because that certain Northern
Legislatures and other authorities have taken steps to
stop the shipment or supply of arms or munitions to the
South. It says, and sajs truly, that the cotton States
are not and have not been manufacturing States. I hey
have been largely dependent for manufactured goods and
the products of mechanical industry upon the Northern
and E: ' thus giving' to the manufacturers
and mcc-aiii- cs ol such States their best markets.

Now let affairs take such a turn as shall compel tie
South to depend wholly upon herself for any one branch,
and her resources in that way will very soon be brought
into play, and the example of success in that branch
will be felt in all others, and thus commercial independ-

ence be achieved, to the great benefit of the South and
to the comparative loss of the North, which will then
lose its best customer.

As the Woild says, the Wilmington Journal deploreB

this commercial dependence of North Carolina de-

plores her lack of establishments where her own wants
in the way of arms and other military stores may be
made. This is a lack that can be compensated for or

ply to those who act towards us in good faith.

We will
go farther and say that there are thousands of other
things in the way of clothes, shoes, boots, leather, etc.,
etc., tha can be made just as well here as elsewhere, and,
we think, better. We would prefer to purchase from
establishments at home goods made at home. Of course,
no body expects to reverse the laws of trade. Men will
try to lay out their money to the best advantage, but it
is not bo certain that they always succeed in doing so
by sending North for goods they might get at home.
One thing is certain, they cripple the prosperity of home
establishments, and, consequently, their power to serve
the community, by diverting into other channels that
trade, the whole of which is necessary to build such es-

tablishments and enable them to compete with Northern
rivals, in their several branches.

" What's in the Wind," says the Goldsboro'

Soon after my arrival here, upon an accidental meet-
ing and introduction, and casual conversation in relation
to Florida, I remarked that 1 did not think immediate
and separate secession had been the general sentiment of
the people, and that a simultaneous movement of all the
Southern States would have obtained their univei sal as-
sent. My remarks were general in relation to all the
recent events there transacted, thrown off carelessly,
withont deliberation. I certainly had no intention to
excite, and have no hesitation now in disclaiming any
intention to offend, in what 1 may have said.

This, like all the conversations I have had, was casual,
and, having taken no part in the movement of Florida,
little importance, under the circumstances, was to be
attached to what I did say.

Though I have hitherto been compelled, ' consistently
with my own views, to differ as to many features of the
present struggle, it may save misconstruction and im-

proper inferences to say, that very recenrdevelopments
constrain me to yield my individual opinions, and take
my stand with those with whom my lot has been cast.
