The Pence Conference.

Report of the Commissioners from North Carolina.
We present as follows, the Report of Hons. Daxres
M. BagriNger, Davip S. Remn, George Davie, Tuos,
Roerriy, Jaxes M. Morenrap, Commissioness to the
Peace Conference from North Caroliva. The Commis-
| gioners content themselves with givioyg a mere statement
{ of their own action, leaving the details to be gathered
| from the jourpal of 1he Conference, which will be print-
¢d in a few days, and from which we will publish exten-
 sive extracls when it reaches us. In conpection with
this report we give the proposed amendments adopted
by the Confereuce, with the vote on each article sepa-

rately. The report is a8 follows :

Str : Under the appointment of the General Assem-

|appointed, viz : the 4th day of the present month, and

Journment on this day. The Convention sat with closed
| doors, but a journal of the proceedings was kept, and
' oue of the last acts was to remove the injunction against
| ts publication.

In the progress of the meeting representatives from
\ twenty-oue States came in ; snd after much discussion
and long deliberation the cousultation resulted in the
| adoption by a majority of the States of seven sections,
as amendments of the Constitation of the United Statea,
| aud presenting them to the Covgress now in session, and
' requesting that body to propose them for adoption by
Convention in the several States, in sccordance with
| the provision iu the Counstitution oo that subject. A
priuted copy® of the ameudments is enclosed for the in-
tormation of the people and suthorities of North-Caro-
| lipa.

Upon the fioal gqu stion of adopting them, the vote of
the Stale was giveu ucsuimously for the third and fourth
sections. Upun the others, there was a difference of
opinion. A masjority ol the Commissioners, viz : Messrs.
Reid, Barringer and Davis, were of opiaion, that those
| sections ought not to be and would not be satisfactary

to North Carolina, and therefore felt bound to cast the
vote of the State ageinst the first, second, fifth, sixth
(and severnth sectious—while the other two Commission.
ers, Messrs. Ruffin and Morehead, thought it their daty
pot 1o reject absoluwely any guoaranties, which the non-
|siu\'ui'.ui:iir.g States wmight offer for the secarity of the
slaveholding States, but to submit them to the people of
| North-Uarolina for scceptance or rejection upon their
own deliberate judgement, apd therefore they feit bound
'uot to ubstruct the adoption of these scetions but to
give their voice for them, though not comiog up fully
 to what they or the people might deem right or proper.

‘I'be journal of the Conventior is not yet printed, but
it will be in a fow days; and the uniersigned have or-
dered that several copies of 1t should be sent to your
Excellency, that the various and numesous proposicions
under the consideration of the Convention may be seen
aud undersicod, and particnlarly the voies cast on them
by Noith Carolina.
| The undersigued cannot aaticipate what disposition
| Congress will make of this matter, but a few days must
determive it.  Nor do the undersigned possess any au-
thentie iuformation upon the question, whether, should
Congress prepoze these amendments, they will fail be-

‘T'ne Peace ProrosiTion.—The following is the com-
prowise adopted by the Peace Conference, and recom-
mended by that body to Congress as amendments to the
Counslitution. In connection with this we give the vote
on each section sc}}araluly.

Bection L. Ip all the present territory of the United States,
north ol the parailel of thirty-six deg-ees thirty minutes of
porth latitode, involuntary servitnde, except in punishment
of crime, is prchibited. In all the rresent territory gouth of
that line the status of persons held to involuntary service
or labor, a8 it now exists, ehall not be changed. Nor ghall
any law be passed by Congress or the Territorial Legislature
to hinder or prevent the taking of such persons from any
of the States of this Union to said Territory, nor to impair
the rights arising from said relation. But the same shall be
subject to judicial cognizance in the federal courts, accord-
ing to the course of the common law. When any territory
north or south of said line, with such boundary as Congress
may prescribe, shall contain a population equal to that re-
quired for 8 member of Congress, it shall, if its form of gov-
ernment be republican, be admitted into the Union on an
equal footing with the original Btates, with or without in-
voluntsry servitude, as the constitution of the State may
provide.

J. Hemby, Orderly Sergeant ; Daunl. Venters, Ensign ;
Dr. M. L. Bolton, SBurgeon. The Company nambers
thirly-two. The formation of the Company is for the
purpose of tendering their scrvices to Gov. Ellis ; pro-
vided, North Carolina takes a position with her sister
Southern States ; and in the event of her failure to do
30 by Convention, (it we have one,) they have pledged
themselves to offer their aid to Jullerson Davis, Presi-
dent of the Soutbern Uonlederacy, and to fight if need
be under the flag of the new coniederation, or die in the
cause of Southern rights and Soutbeérn homes. The
members of the Company are all young men, and with
one or two exceptions, are not married, and are rcady

WasnixgToy, March 5.—Maj. Anderson, up to the
4th of Mareh, has continued to spesk of bis condition
as sofe, and expressed the opinion that reinforcements
had beiter not be sent him.

We knew Mr. Coleman person-
ally, and admired him for his high intellect and ability.
The writer ol thig was, perhaps. more intimate with him
than &ny one not e relative. A few months s30 we
parted with our friend, then in full fush of youth and
expectancy, looking forward to Florida as his home, and
intending to make it bis permanent residence.”
