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No Convention.—What Then ? .

It is definitely ascertained that we are not to
have o Convention now. A despatch from Raleigh last
evening says that 79 counties officially heard from give
over seven hundred majority against Convention. The
other counties "viii hardly vary this result much.

So, for the present, the long agony is over. Bat cir-
cumstances are compelling the people to reconsider their
action. Any man at all acquainted with the people in
this section knows how much stronger Convention and
Secession are to-day than they were a week ago ; knows
that prominent * Union ™ men a week since are active
Secessionists now. Nobody can mix at s!l with the
people, without being able to name changes within his
own circle, effected even within the last week. If the
election were to take place ou Thursday of next week,
instead of baving taken place on Thursday of last weck,
few intelligent and candid men but will freely admit that
the result would be different from what it is.

The question is asked—what are we going to do now
that the State has voted against a Convention? Are
we to fold our arms, and, spite of all that kas occurred
or may bercafier cccur, are we to tamely submit—aban-
don our principles and disband our organization, if an
organization it can be called, where really there was no
organization worth naming ? We think not. We know
that there 18 a spirit abroad that will submit to no such
arrangement,

Who ever heard of people really in earnest abandoning
any great caunse at the first ch;sck—yiei_iiug to the first
adverse inflacnce 7 What great measure even would be
carried in that way? "Who supposes that becunse Con-
vention has been defeated by a nominal majority, the
State will remain prostrate at the feet of Lincoln and at
the disposal of his partizans and apologists? 1f there
be apy who suppose g0, we are not among them.

Looking at thinge calmly, we see at once that there
is no ground for depression, but on the contrary, every-
thing to inspire confidence in the ultimate course of the
State.

North Carolina is proverbially slow to move. Why
she ia 80, or whether this very slowness may not be an
advantage, we will not now stop to discuss. We con-
tent ourselves with stating an adwmitted fact.
distinetive secession meeting in the State was held in
the Conrt House in the town of Wilmington, little over
three months since. The issue was a new and startling

In many counties no gpeech was made—no meet-

ings beld— no newspapers read but such as sung peans
to the Union and assured the people, as Abe Lineolr:
does, that nobody is suffering—that nothiog is wrong.
After the Legislature had passed the Convention Bilk
there wasJittle or no time for a canvass—none adequate
to the requirements of the case, which was a new ope.
Yet,in view of all thege circumstances, and in spite of
them, nearly fifty thousand votes were polled for Con-
vention, and this party of only ninety days old, almoest
equally divided the delegates to Convention.

We say that the rapid growth and amazing strength
developed by the secessivn party of North Carolina, is
one of the most surprising political phenomena of the:
day. Tt is without u parallel in the history of the State,
and its steady growth must soon carry it forward to the
realization of such undisputed supremacy as will bring
about the holding of a Convention in spite of a!l cbsta-
cles. And all this can be done fairly, legally, constita-
tionally, and we have no doubt but it will be done. 1f
the people rise in their might to demand a Convention
or to demand another chance for the expression of their
will upon that subject, why should not their demand be
complied with ? Why, indeed! There is a fair, legal
and proper way of making the demand, and of comply-
ing with this demand also.

How this is to be done will be hereafter considered.—
The first thing to be discussed is the course now to be
pursued by the States’ Rights party of North Carolina.
‘We need not say that that course is ncither one of fac-
tious opposition nor of tame and spiritless submission to
defeat. 'The simple fact is that the election was lost for:
want of a canvass, A fair and full canvass will more
than restore it—WAI carry the State irresistibly, amnd
wipe out the imputation of submissionism which the re-
sult of the vote against Convention appcars to have cast
wpon her. We know of no cause that has gained so
much by discassion as this. Let it therefore be discus-
sed—truly and candidly discassed—let the facts and the
figures, the istory and the arguments be placed before
the people by the printed page and the spoken word.—
It only requires that these things should be brought
home to the people ard made familiar to them.

Let us waste not time in bandying abuse or retorting
the impotent threats of those who stigmatize all who
differ from them on this poiut as traitors and oligarchs,
and all that sert of stull.  These threats and abuse are
alike idle. Plain, short pamphlets, setting lorth plain
facts, with the authoriticy and references that cannot be
disputed, will do muck. Weknow that such pamphlets
bave cfiected important changes in our own section.—
Now that the immediate excitement of the contest is
over, the truth will be more attentively examined and
allowed 1o exert a greater influence.

For the sake of the State and every man in it, rich
or poor, slavehalder or non-slavebolder, truth and reason
must be used to combat and arrest the tendeccey to array
one cluss against another—the non-slaveholder against
the slaveholder, or the reverse, us the case may be. It
requires only truth, fairly and rationally presented, to
do all this—to show that the interests of all classes are
the same—il, indeed, there can be said to be such a thing
as classez, where a constant change is going on as it
is always doing with us, whereby the non-slaveholder of
to-day may be the slaveholder of the next day or the
next year. There is nothing more susceptible of de-
monstration than the close connection of all the inter-
ests ol our people, nor anything than can be more plain-
ly shown than the fact that in all probability an attack
successfully made upon the institution of slavery would
be more sepsitively felt by the non-slaveholder than by
the glaveholder. 'This baviog been shown to a demon-
stration, the history of recent events will easily prove
that neither the interest of the South in this institution
—the equality of ber States in the Union, nor the honor
nor safety of her people and ber property are any longer
safe while the present connection is maintaived with the

“Free Soil North.

Uirculate the documents. ILet the people hear and
read both sides for themselves, and the result will soon
be apparent in a simultaneous and nearly unanimous
uprising of the people. Abe Linceln will be very apt,
in carrying out his own programme and that of Salmon
P. Chase, the ma of most character and nerve in his
cabioet, to make this demand imperative on the part of
the people of North Uarolina at an early day.

What course the Governor would take was neither
stated nor indicated in his speech made e few days ago
in Wilmington, but we presume that while no Governor
could be expected to convene the Legislatare for light
or trivial causes, certainly the circumstances might be
80 urgent, or the demand 50 general, as hardly to leave
him any option in the case, and the same causes might
press 80 strongly on the General Assembly as to. canse
it to again call a Convention. We feel assured that the
current of events will bring all this about before any of
ug are much older.

All that is necessary is to irform the people and keep
them informed upon the topics of the day and upon the
