Peculiarities of the Blind.
Those who have closely observed the conduct of the

blind must, vie imagine, have been sometimes startled
with the precise knowledge they appear to possess of
what ia going on around them. It would seem as though
eome new stnse had stepped in to supply the want of
ne lacuity wnicn they have lost or never possessed.

We know that this is not the case, and that the ready
powers of perception and appreciation which sometimes
astonish us are the results of that finished education of
the other senses, wl.icb is in a manner enforced upon
those who live in perpetual darkness. We shall jot down

tew instancfs which have come withio our owu ob--
seiTatioj and knowledge, and which, while interesting
n themselves, will serve to illustrate the operation ol

what some writers, in alluding to this subject, have
wrongly termed tne sixth sense.

A poor blind pensioner, who travels London daily to
call on his patrons for their contributions, and whose
rounds are not much short of a hundred miles per week,
on being asked bow he finds his way about, tells us that
on starting trom home ne counts the turnings and cross-
ings, however numerous they may be, (perhaps over a
five miles' route,) until he arrives at the street or row
of buildings which he wants. He then " sticks it," or
counts the houses by their entrances with his stick, un-
til he comes to the right dwelling. This once certified,
is never afterwards forgotten ; for, if he should chance

tne ciinerent shape of tne bell handle, the knocker, the
railings, or some trifling peculiarity in the door-ste- p, etc.,
wnicn, tnougn tney might escape the observation ol or
dinary persons, are obvious enough to the blind. He
knows his friends, as they approach him by the sound ol
beir lootlall, and will not allow them to pass him without

giving them the" good day." He can always tell when he
is passing a house or hous-- s ot two, three or Jour stories

ifch, by the difference in the sound of his own step, or
ol the touch of his stick oa tl.e flasrs. He knows the
trees by their odor. A grocer's sbop, a chemist's shop,
a leather-cutter'- s or a butcher's, is as palpable to him as
a mile-ston- e to a traveler, or a light-huus-e to a sailor.
If Ik is ever put out of his reckoning, it is through meet-
ing a friend and having a gossip uutil be forgets him-
self ; in this case he has either to go back or lorward,
" sticking it," until he has recovered one of his land
marks. This poor fellow has perambulated London
alone for twenty years, in all weathers, with no other
guide than his stick, yet is never known to lose hi3 way.
it the reader wul compare these facts with his own ex
perience in the dark, or with the cases of persons who
lose themselves in a London fog, in neighborhoods with
which they have long been welt acquainted, he will see
sufficient cause to marvel at the resources of the blind.

A friend of the writer, atteuding church on the Sun
day morning in a village where be had arrived the day
before, encountered a blind man groping at the principal
door, which, for some cause, happened on that day to
be closed. Uur mend took him by the hand, and Jed
him in at a side door. After the service he led him out:
but the blind man was quite nonplussed, and did not
know in what direction to go. "Will you be so good as
to put me where you tound me hist f he said; and he
was conducted back to the front door. Having certified
himself of his position by a touch, he at once set off lor
his home, which lay at three miles distance our friend
accompanying him part of the way. When they Lad
walked something more than a mile along the road, the
blind man stopped.

VV nl you have the kindness, he said, to put your
band behind that hurdle in tLe hedge, and lift out my
walking-stick- ? I always leave it there when I go
to church." Now the man had been talking all the
way f rom the village, and he could not have been count
ing his steps or ins m visible land-mark- s, and there ap-

peared to be nothing whatever in the level road which
could have indicated to one stone blind the exact spot
on which Le stood. As our lriend lifted out the stout
cudgel, which certainly did not look at all like a church-goin- g

article, he asked hirn how he could tell so precise-
ly where he was. " There is a tree in the hedge," said
the blind man, and tV:at causes a lull in the air, because
it stops the current ; I always know when I come to the
tree."

Not many months back, a traveler was riding, ou one
of the bleak and stormy nights for which the past year
wiil long be remembered, over a dreary district ot hill,
down aud dale, in central Yorkshire. He had a wearv
way to go, and his whole route lay in the teeth of the
wiud aud tempest, which threatened to sweep him from
the road. As he struggled on, the night grew dark and
the storm lurious. Not relishing the idea of being be-

lated on that wild spot, he set spurs to his steed, and
trusting to the animal's instinct and sure-footedne-

galloped through the darkness towards his destination.
lie had reason to repent of his precipitation, ibr the
horse diverged from the track, and became entang'ed in
a clump ot gorse and scrub, and he himselt was thrown,
but, lortunately, without any serious injury, lie was
able to mount again, and to recover the patb, and, pro-
ceeding more cautiously, arrived at the village inn,
where he intended to put up, about midnight, llenj,
cn dismounting, he discovered that he had lost his watch,
which had been severed from the ribbon that served as
a guard, and had most likely fallen to the ground among
the gorse where he had been thrown, lie grieved at
the loss of a valuable time-piec- e, and bemoaned his mis-lortu-ne

with the landlord.
There was a poor blind man sitting in the bar, who

immediately rose and volunteered to go in search of the
missing watch. The case appeared hopeless to the trav-
eler, who could scarcely describe the spot where his mis-

fortune had overtaken him, and who deemed the attempt
to recover it on the part of a blind man as supremely
ridiculous ; and, indeed, he hinted as much. In spite of
this discouragement, however, the blind man seized his
stafi aud set forth in the midst ot the wiud and pouring
rain. He knew the district better than the traveler did.
He traversed the six miles ot stormy heath and moun-

tain, and, heediess ot the driving scud, commenced his
search. Having arrived at the spot, he set his ear to
the ground, and groped through the gorse in ail direc-

tions ; the wind howled, and the long grass whistled
aruuud him, but amidst those wild and melancholy
sounds he was able at length to identify the still small
ticking ol the watch, which he recovered, placed in his
bosom, and brought back in triumph. Here is an ex-

ploit rivalling almost the fairy feats of Fine-ea- r himself;
it is one, however, lor the truth of which we can vouch,
while it is one which it is most certain that none other
than a blind man could have accomplished.

It is probable that, in most blind persons, that faculty
of the mind which phrenologists have supposed to be
demonsrtated by the organ of locality, must be exercised
and perfected to an extraordinary degree. A blind
workman, if he use a score or more of tools, always
places his hand on the right one when wanted, and will
tell in an instant, and even alter a considerable lapse of
time, whether his tcol-bo- x had been tampered with, or
the arrangement of the implements altered. The per-
fection of this faculty is sometimes exhibited in blind
chess-player- s, who generally attain to remarkable pro-
ficiency in the most complicated of all games. We have
seen boys of tender age, and who were born blind, play-
ing this difficult game in a masterly way, and generally
checkmating their more mature antagonists. Their
sole guide is their sense of touch; and it is astonishing
to note with what rapidity they ascertain all they want
to know by this means. By merely laying the palm of
the hand and the finger-tip- s on the pieces as they stand,
they master in a moment the position of the contending
forces, and, without being informed of the adversary's
moves, make the necessary disposition to deleat them

From the Baltimore Sun.
The Northern Mind.

We look in vain for any evidences on the part of the
Northern pi ess of the slightest recognition of the rights
of the South ; and in view of the prevailing sentiment,
even in what is regarded as moderate republican circles,
there is nothing before us but an unyielding hostility.
It is an unwelcome conviction, but an irresistible one.
A n instance is before us of very recent date, being no
other than a deliberate arraignment of the border States,
by one of the most professedly conservative of republi-
can journals, on Saturday afternoon last the New York
Commercial Advertiser. That paper, originally whig,
and a very cautious auxiliary of " Americanism," is
now a " moderate " of the republican party. Yet, if its
views are the reflex of moderate republicanism, it exhi-
bits nothing but the toleration of a superior for a wrong-
ed and troubled and suffering subordinate. The tone
and feeling indicated by that journal are well calculated
to embarrass and perplex us with something more than
doubt as to the relative position we occupy in the esteem
of the dominant party at large throughout the North-
ern States.

The article to which we allude has the interrogatory
caption " Are the Border fctates Loyal ?" and it pro-
ceeds to discuss this question after the following style :

" There has been great anxiety and corresponding ef-

fort to ensure the fidelity of the border slaveholding
States to the Union. The voices of their Senators and
Representatives have been listened to with marked de-

ference ; the summons issued by Virginia for a conven-
tion of commissioners for the several States was prompt-
ly and favorably responded to ; time, l.ibor and p .tience
were bestowed in that convention upon every proposi-
tion that seemed likely to find favor with the border
States, and the conservative portion of the republican
press bespoke favorable regard for their deliberations.
As a reason or motive for this conciliatory course to-

wards these States, it was earnestly and persistently al-

leged that their people were at heart loyal, that they
needed only an assurance that their rights would be pro-
tected under the new order of things, o declare boldly,
unequivocally and without further condition their de
termination to stand forth as friends and defenders of
the Union, and of the authority of the federal govern-meL'- t.

That assurance being given, not, we aie free to
say, so much as the citizens of the border States them-
selves as by others in their neme and behalf, was the
reason that their allegiance was so perskten'ly labored
for."

Had this languiige been designed to inflict mockery
and insult upon the border States it could scarcely have
been better chosen, for while of that character, it is dis-

guised by an assumption of consideration and tolerance
which we had no right to expect, and should be duly
thankful for. It is pretended that the proposition of
Virginia which resulted in the " Peace Conference," so
called, was promptly and favorably responded to ; that
' labor and patience were betowcd upon every proposi- - i

tion that see ed likely to hnd tavor with the border
States," c, but the lact i3 quittly igLored that no one
proposition securing any right or tending to any equita-
ble adjustment of the difficulty was approved by the re-

publicans. The; Commercial goes on to say :

" By loyalty to the Union we understand the main-
tenance of the territory of the republic unimpaired, the
perpetuity of the contederacy of the States, and the sup-
port of the federal government in the enlorccment of the
federal authority and laws, and of the obligations indi-
vidual States owe to the confederacy.'-

That i3 to say, the test of loyalty in the border States
consists in adopting the coercive policy of the republi-
can party with respect to the seceded States, aud at
once giving an unqualified allegiance to the Lincoln ad-

ministration. And this, alter having been treated with
disdain and suffering the rejection ot their moderate de-

mands in the I'eace Conference and by Congress.
That we have not misunderstood the Commercial, or

in any wise misrepresent its views, there is additional
proof in i'.s comments upon the sentiments expressed by
the Richmond Whig, which claims to be a Southern
Union journal, and is so under the non-actio- n policy of
the border btates. i he Commercial thus deals with
our southern cotemporary :

" 1 he Richmond Whig, for instance, calls upon the
Richmond convention ' promptly and explicitly to de
fine the position of the State on this subject, and make
it known to Mr. Lincolu and h;s administration that
any employment ot force againstlhe seceding States
will be met by V lrgiuians with instant and determined
resistance.' It also says that ' the lederal government
should forthwith give up the Southern ports, as the only
hope of preserving the. peace, preventing civil war aud

constructing the Union.
" We must say that this is a queer kind of loyalty to

the Unten, and very different from what the country ex
pected when it made such mvgnanimous and persistent
efforts to conciliate Virginsa aud the other border States.
Similar sentiments i.ave f'ouud public utterance in the
conventions and Legislatures of the other border States,
and we have no hesitation in saying that such declara-
tions ore entirely at variance with these professions
which have been made by or on behalf of the border
States."

There i3 no misunderstanding th'13 spirit. Th word
" magnanimous," which we have italicised, is m )si ex-

pressive aud significant. And the idea conveyed :'s sim-
ply that we have been treated with magnanimity when
we might have been scourged, and all because it was
supposed that we should ultimately consent to scourge
our southern brethren. The Commercial closes its? arti-
cle with the sagacious conclusion :

" Until a better mind comes over the people of the
border States, it is useless to look for their assistance in
the preservation ol the Union, and the feeling will grow
in the public mind that they are playing false to their
friends at the North and only gaining time to join the
rebels of the gulf States."

The suggestion which has somewhat prevailed in the
North to submit the propositions of the " Beace Con-
gress " to a vote of the people, is thus treated by the
Evening Post :

" It is little more than four months since the people
of this State, (New York,) by a majority ol fifty thou-
sand, gave a decision, solemn as it was emphatic, against
the doct.-in- e that slavery is to be extended or in any
manner fostered by the national government. The pro-
positions of the Peace Conference, adopted only by a
mistake, and rejected by a decisive vote of Congress,
propose, to a certain extent, to reverse the decisions ot
the people ; and the common council wish to give the
citizens of this State an opportunity to declare them-
selves arw on questions which they have decided over
&ud over again at every election for the last five years."

Bat tb?3 Post objects to a reference of the subject to
the people, and is thus close hit by th Express, which
in this lamentable crisis has proved thoroughly conser-
vative. It says :

" Oh, how lrightened certain republicans are of the
people 1 Why thus tremble, when the ballot is invoked,
before we are precipitated upon the bayonet and the
bullet?"

The New U. S. Tariff. The Morrill tariff is
creating mach dissatisfaction abroad. The Paris
Moniteur, speaking of its provisions, says :

" This retrograde reform has been very badly received
in England, and will be no better liked in France ; for
our silks, which used to pay nineteen per cent will
pay a tax varying from twenty to thirty per cent., and
our wines, taxed at thirty per cent., will be assessed at
33 percent. It a reconciliating should be effected in
the United States, which does not yet appear to be be-

yond hope, it is proper to surmise that the abolition of
this tariff will be one of the compromise clauses obtain-
ed by the South. If the Union be not tbe
programme of free trade proclaimed by tbe South will
open to our trade and agricultural a road to fruitful in-

tercourse and large returns." -

Secession or a Eivee. The New Orleans Delta
says the communication between the Red river and the
Mississppi ie beiDg gradaally cut off. The former is ta-

king itself ;ff to the Gulf by way of Atcbafalaya into
Berwick 'a Bay., Unless something is done to prevent
the Rd river from seceding. New Orleans will lose a
large amount of valuable triffic. A company is talked
of to keep the channel open. It is thought it will cost
$2,000,000. jv '

; Shoemakers Again ox a Strike. The bootmakers
of East Stoughtoo, Mas3 met on Saturday evening to
consult .with reference to a strike. The meeting was
full, and was addressed by Gideon Howard, of Randolph,
who urged a strike, after which the matter wa3 discus-Be- d,

Esplnosa, lhe Dancer. .

Many of our readers doubtless remember a very supple
young man, with a very large nose, named Lspinosa,
who traveled through- - thi3 country some years ago
with the Ravels, we believe in the capacity of a dan
cer. A late number of the London Era contains a
sketch of his life, which contains the fallowing veracious
episode :

At last an American manajrer, hearing of
growing fame, crossed the Atlantic, and steamed him
away from the Parisian stage, at a salary of 1,000 for
twelve months I Jb rom tne year 1850 to 1857, (when
he returned to France.) his lifo was one of continual
succcss. triumph, accident and adventure, lie comic--
danced in Mexico, over India and thrnnrrrirnit Chinn.

At Hong-Kon-g, Sjd".ey, Madras, Bombay and scores
of other Indian cities and towns, his success was im-
mense, but the result was more to the honor of his artis-
tic fame than the filling of his exchequer.

One day California, with its golden prestige, fascina-
ted our hero's mind, and forthwith he dreamed of noth-
ing else, save artistic glory, ornamented with gold, and
in the hope of gathering the same, he embarked for the
Pacific ocean. Crossing over the Rocky Alountains he
fell into the hands Oi a gang of cannibal robbers, who
relieved him of ell he possessed, and kept him a close
prisoner for three months. Here he was destined, after
having been previously " fattened up," to be roasted
and served up at the table of the cannibal chief at their
next grand solemnity ! But spinosa would not "grow
fat" for the grand cannibal display ; so, when the day
did come, he was tied, as useless flesh lumber to the la-t- al

tree, there to be tortured to death, " the obstinate
pale-lac- e !" The last savage dance had already Veguu
around him, but the " pale-fac- e " stood and looked un-
dismayed, von timco, scd fpero thought he.

During his captivity he had learned enough of the
savages' dialect to muke himself understood ; so, a3 the
cannibals jumped and frisked around him, he sueldenly
exclaimed : " Oh 1 ye accursed red-ski- 1 call ye that
dancing ? Loose my cords and I'll show ye what dan-
cing is how we pale-face- s' dance 1 Pierce my body
with your arrows, aud devour it afterward, if you will,
but let me show you what dancing is." He wu3 silent,
and the capering red horde stopped suddenly short. The
chiefs moved to a short distance, and held u conference !

" Conticuere omites, et vulgi staute corona '" The re-
sult of which conference was, " Be it as Lhe pale-fac- e

hath spoken ; let him dance," spoke the principal chief.
Amid a yell of. infernal noises, a ring was quickly made,
and Espinosa, loosed fmm his bonds, jumped into the
middle of it with a pirouette so moribolaut, so fantas-
tic, yet so outlandish and extravagant, that the red-skinn- ed

squatters giggled, ami grinned ; and chattered
like monkeys.

He tuen gave them a Jance of the regular gr.mtn dc
Paris style. He vaulted head over hce.'s a la Gi unaldi,
pirouetted round the savage inclosure, withiu and with-
out, aud enraptured one and all. Finally, sjcing the
favor he was " stepping " into, he began the popular
Paris dance, called La Savate, and through it ho went,
cab amoreet pcdibus, right and kit, backvvard and for
ward, dispersing ma audience on all sides, surprising
them, delighting them, mesmerizing aud entrancing them

says, a part of Lis system !"
But when the entranced savages saw him fly quickly

fly and scud through the sir, and when they lost sight
of him in toto, feelings of rage id vengeance succeeded
admiration and delight, And, yelling out their war cry,
the best riders jumped on their steeds in pursuit of the
" Pale-fac- e Devil !" But " fortune lavoied the brave,"
and Espinosa ne'er saw the Billy red more. What
a dance he had of it on hi3 " borrowed courser !" Yet
'twas only when his pnrsuer3 from afar saw him arrive
in sight of a numerous and well-armi- d caravan that they
gave up all hope of recapturing their fascinating fugi-
tive daucer ; aud as a desperate signal ot rag'j and ven
geance, they bred off at him a shower of poisoned ar
rows, wuil he rode, under safe convoy, towards San
Francisco.

COMMON SCHOOLS.
THE attention of the District Sclwol Comrniltcnncn U

to the following bection of the late Act, con-
cerning CommonScIfools :

Beo. 2. Be it further enacted, That the district commit-
tees of common schools, to com-ib- t of three persons, as
heretofore, and each ot whom shall bo a qualified voter of
the State, shall be appointed in the following manner, to
wit: The board of county superintendents ol each county
shall annually meet on the third Monday in April, aud telect
committees for the several districts of their respective conn-tie- s,

in all cases where they have not been designated in the
manner hereinafter provided. And it may be lawful for a
majority of the parents anguardians ol the children enti-
tled to the benefits of the common school land, and of the
legal voters of any district, to designate, by written peti-
tion, such persons asthey desire for committeemen. When-
ever a majority of the parents, guardians and qualified vo-
ters, without children, so agree upon one or mre members
of the commi'tee for any district, and state their preference
in writing, signed with their names, and present said wri-
ting or petition to the board of county mperintendents, on
or before the 3d Monday of April, the board shall appoint
the persons so designated, and if there be not three ho 11 t-

imed and preferred, thall HPlect ti e others, buh petitions
most be signed by a majority of those who constitute the
whole i.umljer of parents, guardiai s and q'aliried voters of
the district, each person tigning as parent, it he have chil-d- i

en of the age to be entiiied to the benefit of the school
lund, or as guardian, if he be such ; and if he have no chil-
dren, and be not a guardian, as voter ; no one being entitled
to sign his name more than once. If the children have no
father living in the district, the mother or guardian may
sign such petition ; and it shall be iucarnbent on the peti-
tioners, or some one of them, to prove that they constitute
a majority of the persons entitled tj petition in the district.
The board of tuperintendents shall appoint in all o.her ca-
ses ; and when vacancies occur in tiie committees after the
annual meeting of tbe board, the chairman may fill them
until the next annual meeting.
