Stores have sprung into existence all over the country
or the sale ot it, and newspapers contain naming adver

tisements of a " full set of jewelry for only one dollar,
being the stock of a large manufacturer " (or merchant,) so

who is obliged to dispose ol his stock on account ot
the panic." It is a French discovery, and is called by
the t rench gold oriede. It is manufactured to a large
extent in Waterbury, Connecticut. It bears a very

ofclose resemblance to goid in color, density, and fine
ness of grain ; so close that it deceives every one but
practical dealers or experts. Its component parts con
sists of pure copper, 100 parts ; zinc or (preferable) tin, or
17 parts ; magnesia, 6 parts ; sal ammoniac, 3.6 parts ;

quicklime 1 8 parts ; tartar of commerce, 9 parts ; are to
mixed as follows : The copper is first melted, when the
magnesia, sal ammoniac, lime, and tartar in powder are
added little by little ; the crucible is now briskly stirred
for hall an hour, so as to mix it thoroughly ; and then ty
the zinc is added in smail grains by throwing it on the
surface and stirring n till it is entirely fused ; the cruci-
ble is then covered and the fusion maintained for about
35 minutes. The surface is then skimmed and the alloy is
ready for casting. The fineness of grain in this alloy gives
to those objects ol art composed ol it a delicacy and a pun
ty of detaif that cannot be obtaind Irom bronze, lhe al
loy is essentially ductile and malleable, and can be cast,
rolled, drawn, stamped, chased, beaten into a powder,
or leaves or treated in any ether way the artisan may
desire. The discovery of the new alloy is really wonder
ful, its use will have a tendency to place within the reach
of all the useful, ornamental, and higher products ot art
An immense number and amount ot articles are manu
factured cut of this alloy and sold South and West, and
none but excellent J udges can tell it from gold.
