npon the grounds that they were the true onesi to in-
crease the revenue, and as corresponding with our small-
est denominations of coin. The increase of postage
over the three cent system of the late UnO States, is
to be paid, not out of the Treasury as heretofore, but by
those who use the mails for their convenience and busi-
ness. The franking privilege, too, is abolished, whereby
the revenue will be largely increased in varWus ways.
As a consequence of thi3 abolition, while those who
have heretofore sent their mail matter free, will confrib-ut-e

materially in the way of postage, the contractors
can afford to carry the mailj cheaper, being relieved from
the heavy burden of free matter. We might add, too,
that Congress will not print a tenth portion of the doc-
uments as in times past, and thus save to the treasury
of the Confederacy hundreds of thousands, if not mil-
lions of dollars.

The postal committee, however, did not rest solely
upon the increased rates of postage on letters and print-
ed matter, and the abolition of the franking privilege to
render the department They knewthat
these changes alone would not be sufficient. Their
views were more practical and comprehensive than those
which have governed the cheap postage advocates of
the Northern States of the old Union. They addressed
themselves to tne important enquiry as to what saving
can be effected without any material disadvantage to the
public convenience. Their able report suggests four
ways of doing it, which will receive the immediate at-

tention and persistent effort of Postmaster-Genera- l
Reagan. The committee believe that over a mil-
lion of dollars can be saved in the Confederate
States, by abolishing numerous Post Offices that cost
more than their receipts and convenience ; by discon-
tinuing sundry mail routes whose cost is greatly dispro-
portionate to their convenience and the receipts ot the
Post Offices supplied ; by changing the service on sun-
dry routes (daily to y, tri-week- ly to semi-weekl- y,

semi-weekl- y to weekly ;) and by reletting all the mail
contracts, strictly upon the " star bid " system that is,
allowing contractors to adopt any mode ot conveyance,
provided they carry the mails with " celerity, certainty
and security." With the increased rates and these re-

commendations faithfully carried out, we may bid good-
bye to deficits in our postal service.

The data from which the committee ascertained the
postal receipts and expenditures in the Confederate
States, was not exactly correct, although prepared un-
der the direction of Mr. Holt, late Postmaster General
of the United States. It charges too much to the ser-

vice in those States, and thus the deficit appears much
larger than it really is. As an instance, take the State
of Louisiana. The deficit here is stated at $465,000,
while among the expenses of mail transportation are

286,000 for mails to California, and $105,000 for river
mail to Cario, 111. The whole cost of these lines is
charged to Louisiana, while but a small portion of it
only should be. But so much the better for the pros-
pect of our system paying its expenses ; a large margin
is left in our favor then, for contingencies.

Correspondence of the London Times,
tiaeta after lta FallThe Terrible Kflects of War.
Gaeta, February 23. I went yesterday,

for the last time, to take a long aud minute 6urvey of
the battered place. I had hitherto found pleasure rather
in viewing batteries, roads, trenches and parallels, than
in contemplating the havoc and desolation which were
the result of those ingenious contrivances. I went over
the ground with all diligence, nevertheless. Gaeta ia
not Gibraltar, the hill is not so steep, the rock not so
firm, the batteries not so cunningly screened from view

above all things, the isthmus is not so loDg-- , the point
of attack not so lar removed, yet there is not enough in
the insulated ground, in the cramped up town, in the
sandy isthmus, in the general look of one place to re-

mind one of the appearance of the other.
No part of the whole mass of town, fortress, and hill

has entirely escaped the ravages of the artillery which
thundered at it from the land side. V here the cannon
ball did not hit point blank, there the bomb shell fell
with dire effect. The besiegers reckon they fired, during
the whole siege, about 56,000 shots ; 13,000 in one day
alone, the 22d of January. 1 1 is hardly an exaggeration
to say that you may almost tell the effect of each pro-
jectile ; you almost come to the conclusion that not one
of them has been hurled in vain. The siege of Gaeta is,
I believe, the first instance in which rifled cannon has
been applied on a large ecale to the batiering of walls
and bastions.

The Piedmontese, a3 I told you, had reared 80 of
these new war engines on their batteries, and no man
who has not seen it can believe the havoc they have
caused. I already described to you the condition of
that part of the town I had already visited, that narrow
slip stretching from the town gate to the Royal Palace.
The houses in this part may be said to be either alto-
gether blown away, or struck up all of a heap ; the bat
teries lining ine sea, oeiore these houses, anu even, in
some instances the casemates under them, are a mass of
rumbling ruins. The Royal Palace, and the higher and
ower town before it, are still standing, but there is hardly

a building, lofty or lowly, whether juttiDg out or shrinking
DacK, that may be said to be unscathed. I saw several
villainous holes through the roof of the Catholic Church,
and more than one of its windows smashed out of all shape.
as x ascenaea me mn, tne road, tne ground, the fencing
walls, the whole mass nearly up to the summit was, here
and there, ploughed up, levelled down, torn asunder, de-

stroyed, with a violence exceeding all I could imagine
as the effect of mere human contrivance. The whole
hill, up to the foot of Rowland's Tower, was strewn
with projectiles. J he round tower itself was hit in
more than one spot, and, although a small battery of
four rifled cannon, reared by the Neapolitans on the hill
crest, had not sufiered, yet there was no evidence
hat no inch of ground within the peninsula of

Gaeta might be considered as safe from the ene-
my's fire. I walked half way down the hill to the
Queen s battery, and there I may say one out of four of
them were dismounted, and the parapets were every
where grievously damaged : but I proceeded to the low
er bastions, which had evidently borne the brunt of the
attack, and there is no exaggeration in saying that the
original design of the works is scarcely any longer to be
recognized, so miserably gabions, sandbags, walls, para
pets, cannon, auuts, and the ground they stood on, have
been blown, and, as it were, winnowed together. I have
seen such havoc caused in an Italian vineyard or garden
by some lurious hailstorm, where a few stumps of tress are
all that remain of what was half an hour before a rank
mass of luxuriant vegetation, but could not, I repeat, be--'

leve tnat a iortres s or part oi it could be "crumbled up
as an old piece of paper," as I Baw Gaeta yesterday.
There is something bewildering, appalling in the sight
of so extensive a wreck; the buildings, store houses,
barracks, sheds, chapels, fountains, small suburbs, con
vents, and churches, which are scattered here and there
between and behind these lower bastions have been, in
maoy instances, not only crushed and pounded to mere
shapeless fragments, to atom3, but they have been actual-
ly swept away. Stone or brick, iron or iaud,the hardest
or the softest material, equally gave way ; the projectile
seemed to bring destruction with it in the very wind
that encompassed it. Its effect was not battering mere-
ly, but blasting.

From the Montgomery Advertiser.
Postal Policy of the Confeittiate Stattfc.

Time and experience will demonstrate the wisdom of
the postal policy adopted by the Congress of the Con-
federate States. The sound practical sense of the com
mittee, as well a3 the weil knowa failure of the cheap
postage system in the United States, suggested the idea
of making the Postoffice Department of the Confedera
cy self-sustaimn-g. Cheap postage was inaugurated in
this country in 1845, when the rates were lowered to
five and ten cents. Its working did not realize the con
fident predictions of its advocates. Large deficits oc
curred every jear, for which provision had to be made
from the general Treasury. Il, with the continuance of
those rates, several other necessary changes had been in-
troduced, the receipts might have equalled the expenses.
Casting about lor excuse in view oi the deficits, the
friends of cheap postage contended that the rates were
still too high, and clamored for their reduction to three
cents, as the rate wuich would so materially increase
correspondence as to produce a surplus. Congress
yielded to the pressure and adopted the three cent rate.
N ow, it became apparent within the first year thereaf-
ter, that the point reached was entirely too low, and
that the department would become a heavy drain on the
Treasury. The cheap postage advocates reasoned from
wrong premises. Because cheap postage had finally
triumphed in Great Britain, of course it must do so
in the United States. In their zeal, they had over
looked several material points of dissimilarity be
tween the two countries ; the difference in the
aiea of territory, the extent and distribution of
population, the occupation of the peoples, and
the expenses of mail transportation. The failure of the
three cent rate to realize sufficient for the expenses, much
less the surplus predicted, should have abashed the in-
novators. The deficit annually erew larger, until in
1859, when it reached the sum of nine millions of dol
lars. In ten years, from 1850 to 1860, fifty
millions of dollars were appropnattd from the treasury
to meet the deficiencies arising in the Postoffice Depart-
ment. The friends of the measure, instead or being
abashed by thi se startlmg arguments against them, then
took ihe broad ground that the Postll, o more than
the Army nd Navy Departments, should be expected
to sustain itselL They were tnus driven to the wal
and compelled virtually to acknowledge the failure o
their pet cheap postage policy.

ine first reduction, it maintained and accompanied
by several other changes, might have afforded cheap
postage to the public without being a burden on the
treasury. This was the view taken by cur postal com
mittee, who, in connection with the act fixing the rates
of postage, recommended a policv for the guidance o;

the Postmaster General which will insure a self-susta- in

COMMON SCHOOLS.

rpHE attention of the District School Committeemen is
JL called to the following Section of the late Act, con-
cerning Common Schools :

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, That the district commit-
tees of common schools, to consist of three persons, as
hf retofore, and each ot whom shall be a qualified voter of
the State, thail be appointed in the following manner, to
wit : Ihe beard of county superintendents of each county
shall annually meet on the third Monday in April, and select
commiitees ior tne several districts ot tneir respective Conn
ies, in an casts wnere tney nave not been designated in the

manner hereinafter provided. And it may be lawful for a
majority of the, parents and guardians ot the children enti-
tled to the benefits of the common school fund, and of the
legal voters of any district, to designate, by written peti-
tion, such persons as they desire for committee men. When-
ever a majority of the parents, guardians and qualifled vo-
ters, without children, so agree upon one or more members
of the commi'tee for tiny distiict, and state their pref erence
iu nuuug, oiutu mui mcir names, uuu present sia wri-
ting or petition to the board of county superintendents, on
or before the 3d Monday of April, the board shall appoint
the persons so designated, and if there be not three bo na-
med and preferied, shall select the others. Such petitions
mast be signed by a majority of those who constitute the
whOie Lumber ot parents, guardiai s and a alitied voters of
the distiict, each person tigning as parent, if he have chil- -

dieu ot tne age to be entuled to the benefit of the school
tund, or as guardian, if he be such ; and if he have no chil-
dren, and be not a guardian, as voter ; no one being entitled
to sign his name more than once. If the children have no
father living in the district, the mother or guardian may
ign such petition; audit shall be incumbent on the peti

tioners, or some one of them, to prove that they constitute
a majority of the persons entitled to petition in the district.
ine board ot superintendents shall appoint m all other ca
ses ; and when vacaucies occur in the committees alter the
annual meeting of the board, the chairman may fill them
until the next annual meeting.

Collection of Customs in the Confederate States.
U. G. Mt'mmiijfft'r, Secretary of the Treasury ot the

Confederated States, Las issued circular instructions in
relation to the ceilection of customs. Revenue stations
on the railroad lines catering the new Confederacy, where
all gooas are to be subject to examination, and the
trunks and personal baggage of passengers will be sub- -
eet to the following supervision :

Passenger Baggage.
The baggage of ali passengers passing over the rail

road routes before named, on arrival at the aforesaid
reveuue station or depots, shall be subject to the inspec
tion and examination ot either the revenue guard at
such stations, or revenue officer at such revenue depots,
and any baggage that may be intended to be landed-a- t

places between the revenue stations and first revenue de
pots, may be examined by the revenue guard, and if con- -

tainiLg uo articles subject to daty, shall be landed at
the intermediate place named, by haviDg the following
permit, signed by the said revenue guard, pasted promi
nently ia the trunk, vahse, carpet-ba- g, or other envel
ope or such baggage, and the permit shall be in the
following form :

Baggage Containing Dutiable Merchandize.
Should, however, dutiable articles be found in such

bajrgagi', the trunk or other package containing the
same must be placed ia the car with the merchandize,
and uridcr the revenue lock, as belore required, and the
fact noticed in the manliest. .And such baggage shall
be delivered, with the other merchandize, to the chief
revenue officer at the revenue depot, under the foregoing
regulations.

Disposition of Baggage at Revenue Depots.
Passenger baggage destined for places beyond or more

interior than the revenue depot, must be examined by
the chief revenue officer at said revenue depot, and if
they are found not to contain any merchandiz3 subject
to duty, may pass to their destinatian by having a per-
mit in the same form as that provided lor revenue sta-

tions, signed by the chief revenue officer, pasted thereon.
Should, however, such baggage-contai- dutiable mer

chandize, the trunks or other package ia which said bag
gage is contained, shall be deposited at said revenue de
pot as herein belore provided lor regular merchandize.
