When any party, founded upon principle, and
aiming to carry out measurss or inangurate a_policy
conscientiously believed to be right, finds itself the mi-
nority, its first duty is to endeavor, by all just and hop-
orable means, to make itself the majority, and this not for
mere selfish or party enas, but in order that it may bave
the power to carry out the measures or inaugurate the
policy which it believes to be right.

The Southern Rights parey or voters in North Caro-
lina find themselves in the position of a minority. The
result of the election of 28th February; 1861, was ad-
verse to their wishes. Has apnything occurred to weak-
en their faith in their principles? Hasanything changed

Now, at once, let us go to work. Let us work with
a will, and the time will soon come when the most scep-
tical will be convinced thaw there 25 a reaction, that
there s a demand for a Convention, and that that Con-
vention is called for, that it may do something.

Mark this, our opponents— we mean those who oppose
any movement of this kind with the utmost virulence, will
attempt to socer at the preliminary movement towards
organization made lust week at Goldsboro’.

They know that
the people there assembled were 10 earnest, and they see
moreover, that all their cherished hopes of being enabled
to place the Southern Rights voters in a false position,
as “ lawless men,” or revolutionary characters, or some
other dangerous thing, bave totally faded cut.

We have a duty to per-
form—we bave to lay before the people of the State our
reasons for believing that North Carolina ought not to
remain in her present position—that her honor aod her
best interests forbid it. To perform this duty eflectively,
we must have organizations in every county in the State,
and we musp have meetings held.

As already said, the ipitiative hus been taken at
Goldsboro’. The final and more perfect arrangements
must be made at Charlotte. Ewvery county ought to be
there—at Charlotle, we mean—so that the interest may
be made general, or rather npiversal. In the meantime,
the meetings held tor the appointment of delegates will
afford excellent opportunitics for awaking the desired
interest, and presenting to the people a true statement
of the actual position of affairs.

In the way of documents there is this to be said :—
Long statements or elaborate articles are not apt to be
generally read, but for all that, it is a mistake to make
political tracts or pamphlets too trite, or all of them
very short. Frequently elaborate and laborious politi-

Jonx Serruax, Esq.: Living on the margid of ﬂ’g
State, in which, '(as yet.) we are to some extent cut o
from the news of the world, as well as “ from the rest
of mankind,” we bave not beard how t!:e State has
gone ; but we still have hopes that in despite of the ly-
ing misrepresentations by telegrams, and otherwise, of
the Lory press and partizans, that all things will come
right and that “ Convention ” has triumpbed. ~We say
Tory press and partizans, and we mean precisely what
we gay ; for as the old party lines have been completely
obliterated, men have again to be classed according to
their respective political proclivities, and as these bave
already, to some extent, been developed, it is both right
and proper that they should take their appropriate
names.

No man pow speaks of Whigs, of Democrats or A-
mericans ; and following the example of our Revolution-
ary sires in their memorable “ struggle ” for equality
ander the British Constitution, we conceive that W hig™
and “ Tory "’ is now the ouly correcy classification —
Why, we respectfully ask, should it not beso? Wiho
were the “ Tories ” in 1776 ? They wcre the adherents
of the ancient Copstitution of England.

In
the days ol "76 there were many North Carolinians who
allowed their « conservatism ""—their attachment, to the
old order of things, or their fears of the British Lion
fiist, to put them m opposition to the movement for
constitutional equality, and finally to array themselves
vt the side of King George and tie Parliament.

Although a youug mao, we knew some of them, and
they never recovered from the disgrace of a position, the
first steps into which were taken, doubtiess, with the
best intentions.

The Fature.

What spectacle is this country to present within the
next year? Where shall we be politically in the year
18627 'These questions are of the gravest import, not
to be passed over simply because they are disagreeable.
Serious troubles threaten us, and it i8 cowardly to look
away from them and take no thought whither they are
likely to lead us

Before last November threats of disunion were com-
mou enough, but no one supposed they were anything
more than electioneering tricks.  Indeed, so frequently
bad these threwts been made before, that no one had any
reason to regard them as of any practical importapce.
They were accordingly received eiiber with indiffercnce
or with mirthiul remarks; and the geperal opinion
seemed to be that the South could not be forced out of
the Uvion. It was argued by those who cared to ar-
gue at all about it, that the very existence ot slavery
depend:d upon the Union ; that no slave State would
dare to have Canada carried down to its borders; that
sluve insurrections would occur as soon as the heavy
baud of the Federai Governinent was withdrawn from
the institution; and that the dread of John Brown raids
would alone prove sufficient to keep the slave States in
the Union. It would seem now that great iguorance
prevailed at the North as to the real situation of the

aud accepted possible ultimate results as immediate ef-
fects. 'The slave States which lie most remote from the
free, buve earuestly, boldly, suce:ssfully seceded, and es-
tablished a Confederacy tounded upon slavery.

The have framed a Constitution, established a de facto
government, assumed an attitude of armed hostility to-
ward the United States, and are at this moment making
demands more befitting conquerors than rebels. Two
tiers of slave States lie between them and free States,
and those intermediate States are disaflected towards
the Union, and act as allies to the seceded States.—
The actual condition of things is pretty much as il
one of three partners should be robbing the firm
of its property, while a second should hold the lar-
gest proprietor and threaten him with death in
case be resisted. The slave States which still remain
in the Union, with two or three exceptions will
be ready to leave it as soon as their end of shielding the
seceders sball be accomplished, unless they can compel
the people of the free States to adopt such degrad:
and revolting amendments to the Constitution as shall
be acceptable to all the slave States. It is true that
the Union party, so called, is uppermost in the slave
States which have not seceded ; but it is about the same
sort of a Union party as that lately existing in Geor-
gia, with Vice-President Stephens at its head. If,
say these Union States, you ecoerre the seceded
States we will take up ams against you,
and quit the Union. If you do not adopt amendments
to the Constitution making slavery a traly national in-
stitution, we shall withdraw from the Union. If you
let the seceders do exactly as they please, and never draw
trigger on them, and if you ‘accept our amendments to
the Constitution, we will consent to let you number us
still as States of the Union. Bat if you venture to
assert any right, even to your own money, in the new
Confederacy, or if you plead that you settled your views
on slavery last November, and can take no steps to
make the Constitution abhorrent to your consciences
fnd destru%ive to m%our niéa terests, we shall instantl;
eave your Union , if 1 i ‘

. Seward’s eyes, we dare not believe. But w
:?;sﬁgn oomeayup it is pot to be met bg glittering gen-
eralities. It is notto be answered by eaying that
« Freedom is always in the Upion ;" nor isit to be an-
ewered by any political man holdiog high office. The
North will at length be driven to take a position and to
hold it, and if the Republican party prove unequal to
the occasion, another party will supersede it, even as it
superseded the cffete and emaculate Whig party.

We hope the position assumed will be a proud and
manly one ; we cannot believe it will be a tame sub-
mission. But to refuse to submit to degrading terms
will not be a mere matter of form. It may either in-
volve us in war, or compel us to treat with the slave
States as a sovereign nation. The waivj, and we fear
the only way, of preventing a war, as the alternative of
submission, or a treaty, is to be fully prepared for it.—
Unless we desire to see Mr. Lincoln a fogitive from
Washington, with Gov. Seward at his hegls, we must be
prepared either to yield up everything in the way of
political principle, or to acknowledge the Southern Con-
federacy, or to protect the seat of government against all
comers. Assuming that we shall neither .cknowledge the
Black Republic, nor submit to the demands of its nll}es, we
cannot too urgently appeal to the Administration to
prepare to meet force with force, and maintain the hon-
or and independence of the United States at all hazards.
It is foolish to attempt now to shape public policy to
snit the border slave States. If free goods are to be al-
lowed to enter the slave States, to be sent thguee to the
free States, why is it not better at once o give up the
cootest, divide the Territorics, the Army and Navy,
and make the best terms we can with Jefferson Davis ?
If the forts are to be surrendered, whether from mililaty
necessity or otherwise, aud everything that Virginia
chooses to call coercion is to be avoided, why not own at
once that the only branch of Governmeat which the
leaders of the Republican party can successfully conduct
is the distribution of cffices?

Bat the future is, under God, in our own keeping —
1t is our own duty to prepare for it ; and if our means
are insufficient to meet its demands, it is the duty of the
President to call an extra session of Congress and ask
for all the means required. ‘There are too many ele
ments of discord in our political system to render it
safe to doubt that war can be avoided by any other
means than being prepared for it. ‘The price we are
now roquired to pay, to keep the border slave
States, 15 sufficiently monstrous to make us expect
yet greater exacticts If we show a disposition to
pay that price, viz: wo ceercion, no collecting
the reveoue, no holding of our fortifications, aund
all kinds of concessions on the slavery question, it will
not be long before we are warned by Virginia not to
enlist another man, not 1o put in commission another
ship, not 1o covcentrate another regiment, under the
penalty of another stumpede of the slave border States.
If, then, we have, or expect to have, anything that can
be called a Government, now i8 the time for decided, en-
ergetie, eflcetive action. Butif we intend a deplorable
series of back-outs and craw fishing, the sooner we ac-
knowledge the Southern Confideracy, and try to make
terms with it, the better for all concerned.

The Visit of Capti. Fox 1o Fort Sumter.
The New Yok Tribune has the fullowing, under date
of Washington, March 26th :
Captain Fox, who visited Fort Sumter on the requi-
sition of the War Department, bas returned here and
reported the result of his mission. It 18 very well un-
derstood that he had a plan for introducing reinforce-
ments, which bad been submitted to members of the
Cabiget, and was regurded as measurably practicable,
but attended with the probability, if not certainty ol
collision, which constituted the cuiel chjeetion to its
adoption. He is perfectly familiar with all the ap-
proaclies to the harbor of Charleston, baving
been long coonected with the coast survey and had
practical experience as the commander of one ol
Aspinwall’s steamers.  1is scheme did not contemplate
any sericus danger in running the gauntlet of the bat-
terics on the is'ands which guard the chanuels, but only
in landing the men and provisions at Sumter, alter it
bad been reached. 1If a fice was opeuved upon bis tran
gports from Fort Moultrie or the other batteries, it would
be necessary for Sumter to silence them in order to dis-
charge the reinforcements. Any attempts, therefore,
lookirg to that object would almost isevitably lead to
bloodsted, and belore resorting to it, the administration
would be constrained to expect that alternative. Eveo
il successful without great loss of life, nothing would be
gained but the retention of a fortress which has only a
local value in protecting Charleston, and is of no nation-
al moment whatever.
Capt. Fox is lully impressed with the courage, integ-
rity and sivecrity of Mujor Auderson, with whom, how-
ever, his communication was necessarily limited, as Gov
Pickens sent Capt. Hartsteip, late of our navy, as an
escort with bhim to the fort, who kept within earshot
during most of the interview, or at least pear enough
to prevent any free commuunicaticn. lle coosiders that
the fort can be reinforced either by a military opera-
tion, which, of course, would require a force not at the
disposal of the President, or by the strategy al-
ready referred to, with its attendant hazards of a des-
perate conflict. The supply of provisions now in the
garrison will probably enable Major Anderson to sus-
tain his comumand reasonably well until the 15th of
April.  Fromall the facts disclosed by this investiga-
tion, it is manifest that Fort Sumter must be abandoned,
or civil war inaugurated. Capt. Fox is cautious, intel-
ligent and well informed, and was brought to the notice
of the government by Mr. Aspinwall, and some of the
principal ship-owners of New York and Boston.
Mr. Lamon, of Illinois, who also went to Charleston
to make certain ioquiries, will return to-morrow even-
ing or the next moruing. After all the information has
been laid before the President, and he has satisfied his
own mind couclusively as to the absolute necessity, the
order withdrawing Mujor Anderson will be approved.
