In the French armies in Italy there were two classes of

people sort of Zouavish is their appearance. The
" Zouaves " going under that name were all Frenchmen,
the most reckless of all le reckless people that Paris
caD turn out, some of tfi--. oeiDg men of education, and

nearly all men of intelligence. In their ranks were to

be found men who had exhausted Parisian dissipations

and their own fortunes in a few years or months. Ir-

regular authors and artists,egular " Bohemians " also

found their way into this corps, which made itself terri-

ble alike for its courage and its intellect. Another
branch of the service was known as " Turcos," being

the genuine African article, containing in its ranks
Moors, Arabs, Negroes, Berbers, Turks, and other
tribes unknown to civilization, but always led by French
officers. The Parisian Zouave was a superior soldier to

his model, the Zouave of Algeria or the Turco,
from the simple fact that he added mind to matter, am-

bition to mere ferocity.

Zouaves in this country are rather an excentricity
than a natural growth. They are men with big, red

flannel small clothes, red caps on their heads they call

such thing a " fez," we think, somewhere in the East.
They wear sole-leath- er around their legs, with leather
gaiters, this style of thing having been adopted in Al-

geria where ail the undergrowth i3 thorny. The Amer-

ican Zouave is not particular as to his nativity, being

born anywhere in general, and sometimes talking with

a " sweet German accent,'' but more frequently with a
" rich Irish brogue." The Zouave is always a disciple

of Father Matthew, Mr. John B. Gough, and other
apostles of Temperance. He is so much opposed to
Whiskey that he puts it out of sight, patriotically
throwing himself outside of it. Upon the whole, the

Zouave is r. slightly exaggerated volunteer, an tfllores

eenee that we think will hardly show itself in North
Carolina. It don't exactly suit the tastC3 of our peo-

ple. We have .huf our eyes and tried to bring before
" mind's r.$i" Beauregard en Zouave, but without suc-

cess. There re a great many clever fellows in the
Zouave costume, we know, but they would be quite as
clever out of i., and look a little more like constitution-
al Southern soldiers.

Ir will be seen that Hon. S. A. Pouglas died at
Chicago on Monday last. Mr. Douglas was forty-eig- ht

years of ae in April. He is dead now, and let his
faults die with him, so far as we are concerned. We
can only regret, that for his own geod the iuterests of
his own reputation, and, it may be, the peace of the
whole country, he had not died some years sooner. He
was a strong man, though not truly a great one a
powerful debater and remarkable political leader
without being a statesman. He was a self-mad-e man in
some senses of the wend ; yet, although he succeeded in

acquiring position and influence, he never did succeed
iu getting rid of certain characteristics resulting from
his early life and associations in Chicago, at a time
when nearly every man there was a land-speculato- r, a
gambler or an adventurer. From what we can learn,
Chicago, ut the time when Mr. Douglas went out
there, a very young man, say in the flush times
of 1834, '5, 'G and '7, was about as hard a
place as could be found on the top of the earth
The influence of the current into which Mr. Douglas
was then thrown has been seen aud felt in all his subse-

quent course of life. It has been shown in a certain
rude force of character, without much punctiliiousness
on the score of political principle ; a something illus

trated by the remark of a western Senator who private-
ly answered a friend's question as to the constitutionali-
ty of a certain measure for which he was seeking sup-

port, by coolly remarking that it would benefit his
State, and that was constitutionality enough for him.

Mr. Douglas' first wife was a lady from thi3 State,
and his children by that marriage are the possessors of a
large property in Southern lands and negroes. He
leaves a widow, formerly Miss Cutis, of Washington
City, a lady much spoken of for her beauty and accom-
plishments.

Mr. Douglas' failings were probably due to circum-
stances and surroundings. His virtues were those of
the frontiersman. His was bold, fertile iu resource, in-

exhaustible in expedient, but 100 apt to rely upon tem-

porary expedients rather than upon enduring principles.
A strong friend, he was also a bitter enemy. He was
the head of a Douglas party, rather than a Democratic

Eonner's Steam Floating Iron Battery to be
Built.

To Destroy Ants. A strong solution of fhe chlo-
ride of lime, sprinkled about places where they frequent,
we have found an effectual remedy for both the red and
black ant. As an exDeriment. T RnHnfchxi enmo tt.;a
solution on an ant-hil- l, long inhabited by black ants,
and in a few days I found that the whole colony had
left for parts unknown. Cockroaches, as well as ants,
also are driven away by strewing elderbery leaves, or
slices or iind of pine apple on the shelves and places
frequented by these troublesome insects.

Waterproof Cloth foOSoldier's Overcoats.
Twenty thousand tunics, rendered waterproof, and yet
porous were served out to the French array during the
late late war with Russia. They were prepared after
the following receipe :

Take 2 lbs. 4 oz. of alum, and dissolve it in 10 gal-Io- ns

of water ; in like manner dissolve the same quantity
of sugar of lead in a similar quantity of water, and mix
the two together. They form a precipitate of the sul-
phate of lead. The clear liquor is now withdrawn, and
the cloth immersed for one hour in the solution, when it
is taken out, dried in the shade, washed in clean water
and then dried again.

This preparation enables the cloth to repel water like
the feathers of a duck's back, and yet allows the pers-
piration to pass somewhat fircly through it, which is
not the case with gutta percha or India rubber cloth.

The following is the Cincinnati account of the affair at

Phillippa, ccntradicted by our dispatch of yesterday :

From the Richmond Dispatch.
A telegram published in the Baltimore papers of Tues-

day, from Cincinnati, dated June 3d, states that a battle
Lad been fought at l'hillipa, in Barbour county, Va., be-

tween the Federal forces, under (Jen. Morris, and the Vir-
ginians, at that point. The former numbered about three
thousand, and the latter twelve hundred. It is said that
our troops were routed, with a loss of fifteen, besides
arms, munitions, and horses.

Col. Kelley, of the Virginia Union Volunteers an ene-
my was mortally wounded, and is since dead. The pur-
suit, according to the telegram, was kept up for some
distance into Virginia. Our forces were taken by sur-
prise.

Such is the account which comes to us under the revis-
ion of the authorities at Washington ; and it must, there
fore, be taken with that wide margin which surrounds all
accounts of Virginians that have ever been given to the
public iroiu that source.

Tuk Richmond Examiner of Friday gives several
details of the affair at and near Philippi, the county seat
of Barbour county Virginia, on Monday last. It would
appear that the Virginia troops to the number of 800,
under Colonel Porterfield were completely surprised by
the enemy some three thousand strong, composed of Sub
rnissioaists from the Pauhandle section, but mingled up
with Regulars belonging to the United States army
The Confed orate troops were thrown into temporary con
fusion, and compelled to retreat, leaving behind them
thirty boxes of new muskets which had never been opened.
They retreated to a bridge near Sperm 'Hill' or 'Grove'
and there made a stand. The Federalists attacked them
with cannon, and our men having no cannon, made a--

desperate charge and drove their assailants off, killing
some sixty or seventy, and having themselves some eight
killed and twenty wounded.

Captain Kelly win seems to have been the chief man
of the enemy was mortally wouuded. Col. Porterfield,
Captain Archy Hichards of the Bath Cavalry, two
brothers Dangerfield and other leaders of the Confceler

ate troops in their desperate charge were killed or
mortally wounded. The Southern men in Bar
bour sent to Richmond for a thousand men and
say that with these and five hundred more from the ad
joining country, they will again attack the abolitionist
and submissionist forces.

Effects of tue War on California. California is
likely to be among the most secluded parts of the Union,
lntne coming contest between the sections, bo lar aB
home irtcrestrt are concerned, says the New Yoik " Journal
of Cornme'ce," the newspapers of Han Vrancisco have lew
expressions of regret at the changed conditioa of public
atl'airs. They anticipate that the shipments of treasure will
be suspended, chiefly on account of the hazards of transpor-
tation on the Atantic coasts, and that m consequence, the
precious metals will remain at home to stimulate industry.
The San Francisco " Herald" says : " Close up the Golden
Gate for treat-lir- e shipment, only tor one year, and we shall
have the agreeable little of from forty-li- to fifty mil-
lions of gold, without counting our silver, for Lome expen-
diture and seeking employment in the various resources of
our State." Manufacturing, too, from the difficulty of con-
tinuing importations, is expected to receive a new impetus.

r the manufacture of beet sugar was commenced in France,
and afterwards grew to an interest of the first importance,
owing to tho necessity of producing at home what could
not be procured abroad, pending the war with Great Britain,
so California may possibly learn to depend on her own re-
sources for the supply of a large variety of articles now ob-
tained elsewhere, such as hardware, woolen goods, tobac-
co, &c. California may also be tempted to embark moie
largely in commercial pursuits on her own account, direct-
ing attention to China and Japan, Australia and the Pacific
coast ; and perhaps a considerable number may seek her
phores for a refuge. But tnia is the best side of the picture.
Every part cf the country must share the prostration of in-
dustrial interests while the conflict continues.

The problem,
then, of the opening of the American coasting trade is ad-
mittedly solved along the vast intercept between the North-
ern 1 raits of North Carolina and the Western limits of Tex-
as. The South conscious of the necessities of its trade, has
suddenly taken a course which has astonished the world
and baffled the anticipations of the most profound states-
men and politicians of the West. Happily for the South,
and, we may add, for Europe, that course has ben in the
direction of the liberation of her niaratime commerce. By
this stroke of policy, the Southern btates have at ouce
conciliated the good will of the powerful nations with
whom they have tradal relations and laid the foundticn of a
commercial importance to which they have hitherto been
strangers."
