Nothing I could say can be worth one fact which has
forced itself upon my mind in reference to the sentiments
which prevail among the gentlemen of this State. I have
visited their plantations ; I have conversed with them freely
and lnlly.'and I have enjoyed that frank, courteous and
graceful intercrnrse which constitutes an irresistible charm
of their society. From all quarters has come to my ears the
echoes of the same voice ; it may be feigned, but t ere is no
discord in the note, and it sounds in wonderful strength and
motonony all over t-- e country. Shades of George II!., of
North, of Johnson, of all who contended against the great
rebellion which tore these colonies from England, can yen
hear the chorus which rings through the Ftate of Marion,
Sumter and Pinckney, and not clap your ghostly hands in
triumph ? That voice says : " If we could enly get one of
the royal race of England to rule over us, we should be
content." Let there be no misconception on this point.
That sentiment, varied in a hundred ways, has been repeat-
ed to me over find over again.

There is a general admission that the means to such an
end are wanting, and that the desire cannot be gratified.
But the admiration for monarchical institutions on the Eng-
lish model, for privileged classes, and for a landed aristoc fracy ana gentry, is undisguised, and apparently genuine.
With the pride of having achieved their independence is
mingled in the South Carolinian's heart a strange regret at
the results and conBeouences. and many are they who

wou d go t aek if we could." An intense affec
tion f r the British connection, a love cf British habits and
customs, a respect for British sentiment, law, authority.
oroer, civilization and literature, lv distinguish
the inhabitants of this State, who, glorying in their descent
irom ancient tamilies on the three islands, whose fortunes
they still follow, and with whose members they maintain
not nntrequantly familiar relations, regard with an aversion,
of which it is impossible to give an idea to one who has not
seer, the manfestations. the people of New England and the
populations of the Northern States, whom they regard as
tainted beyond cure by the venom of " Puritanism."

fect. " The State of routb Carolina was." I am told.
" founded by gentlemen." It was not established by witch
burning runtans, by cruel, persecuting fanatics, who im-
planted in the North the standard of Torquemada, and
breathed into the nostrils of their newlv-bor- n colonies all
the ferocity, blood-thirstines- and rabid intolerance of the
inquisition. It is absolutely astounding to a stranger, who
aims at the preservation of a decent neutrality, to mark the
violence of these opinions, " If that confounded ship had
sunk with those lilgrim Fathers on board," says
oue. " we never should have been driven to thse extrem-
ities!" "We could have eot on with the fanatics if thev
had been either Christians cr gentlemen," says another:
"for in the first case they would hare acted with common
charity, and in the second, they would have fought when
they insulted us ; but there are neither Christians nor
gentlemen among them !" " Anything on the earth !"
exclaims a third, " any form of Government, any

prehend nor regard the feelings of gentlemen! Man, wo-
man, and child, we'll die first." Imagine these and an in-

finite variety of similar sentiments uttered by courtly, well
educated men, who set gieat store on a nice observance of
the Ufages of society, and who are only moved to extreme
bitterness and anger when thay speak of the North, and yon I

will fail to concei e the intensi y of the dislike of the South
Carolkdaus for the free States. There are national antipa-
thies on our side of the Atlantic which are tolerably strong,
and have bten unfortunately pertinacious and long-live- d

The hatred of the It iLan tor the Tedesco, of the Greek for
the Turk, of the Turk for the Russ, is warm und fierce en-
ough to satisfy the Prince of Darkness, not to speak of a lew
little pet aversions among allied Powers and the atoms of
composite empires ; but they are all mere indifference and
neutrality of feeling compared to the au'mos.ty evinced by
the "gentry" vt Seuth Carolina ior the " rabble of the
North."

The contest of Cavalier and Roundhead, of Yendean and
Republican, even the Orangeman and Cropp, have been ele-
gant joustings, regulated by the finest rules of chivalry,
compared with those which North and Smth will carry on
if their deeds support tteir words. " Immortal hate, the
study of revenge," will actuate every blow, and never in
me history of the world, perhaps, will go forth such a dread-
ful rce victus as tt at which may be heard before the light
has begun. There is nothing in all the dark caves of hu-

man passion so cruel and deadly as the hatred the
Carosiu'.ans profess for the Vir:liees That hatred has been
swelling for years, till it is the very life-bloo- d of the State.
It has eet bouth (. aioliua to wtrk steadily to organize her
resources for the snuggle which she iutended to provoke if
it did not come in the course of time. " Incompatibility o!
temper " would have been suJii ient ground for the divorce;
and I am gptisoVd that there ha bicu a deep-ro- o ed design,
conceived iu some men's mind thirty years ago, nd ex-
tended gradually, year aftei year, io others, to treak away
frora the Union at the very hist opportuuity. The North
is to South Carolina a corrupt and evil thing, to which, for
long y ears, she had been bound by burning chains, while
monopolists and manufacturers fed on her tender limbs.
She has been bound in a Maxntian union to the object she
loathes New England is to her the incarnation or moral
and political wickeonei-- s and social corruption. It is the
source of everything which South Corolira hates, and
of the torrents of lree thought and taxed manu-
factures, of abolitionism and of filibustering, which have
Hooded the land Believe a Southern man as he be-

lieves himself, and you must leward New England and the
kindred Mates as the birthplace of impurity of mind among
men, and of uuchastity in Women the home of free love,
of Fourier ism, of infidelity, of abolitionism, of false t ath-
ings ui political economy nuu socsu ine ; it iauu saiurait.'u
with the drippings ol rotten philosophy, with the poison-
ous infection, of a fanatic press; without honor or modes
ty ; whuse wisdom is purtly cmumg, whose valor and man-
hood have been swallowed up in a corrupt, howling dema-
gogy, and in the marts of a dishonest commerce. It is the
merchants of New York who fit out ships for the sLve
trade, and carry it on in Yankee ships. It is the capital of
the North which supports, and it is the Northern men who
concoct and execute, the filibustering expeditions which
have brought discredit on the slaveholding States. In the
large cities people aie corrupted by itinerant and ignorant
lecturers in the towns and in the country by an unprinci-
pled press. The populations, indeed, know how to read
and write, but they don't know how to think, and they are
the easy victims of the w retched imposters on all the olo-tie- s

and ims who swarm over the region, and subsist by
lecturing on subjects which the innate vices of mankind in-

duce them to accept with eagerness, while they assume th'j
garb of philosophical abstractions to cover their nastinest;
m aeiereneeio a contemptioie ana universal uypoensy,

" Who fills butchers' shops with large blue flies 1"
Assuredly the New England demon, who has beenpersecut
ing the bouth till its intoleiable cruelty and inooience has
forced her, in a spasm of agony, to rend her chains asunder.
The New Enclander must have someti.ing to persecute," and
as he has hunted down all his Indians, burnt all his witches
and persecuted all his opponents to the death, be invented
Abolitionism as the sole resource left to him for the grati
fication of his favorite passion. Next to this motive prin-
ciple is his desire to make money dishonestly, trickily,
meanly, and shabbily.

tion of sovereign Mates has ever existed in any country ia
the world. The Northern men deny that it existed here,
sod claim for the Federal Government powers not compati-
ble with such assumptions. -- They have lived for the Union,
they have served it, they laborec for and made money for
it. A man, as a New York man, was nothing as
an American citizen he was a great deal. A South. Caroli-
nian objected to lose his identity la auy description which
included him and a " Yankee clockmaker " ia the same
category. The Union was against him; he remsmbe.ed
that he came from a race of gentlemen who had
been persecuted by the representative- s- for he wil not call
them the accentor of the Puritans of Kew England, and

In the did rebellion it was distracted between revo-
lutionary principles and the loyalist predilections, and at to
least one half of the planters were faithful to George III.,
nor did they yield until Washington sent an army to support
their antagonists and drove them from the colony.

In my next letter I shall give a brief account of a visit to
some of the planters, as far as it can be mad consistent
with the obligations which the rites and rights of hospitali-
ty impose upon the guest as well as upon the host. These
gentlemen are well bred, courteous, and hospitable. A of
genuine aristocracy, tbey have time to cultivate their minds,

apply themselves to politics and the guidance of public
affairs. They travel and read, love field sports, racing,
shooting, hunting, aad fishing, are bold horsemen and good
shots. But after all, their State is a modern Spart an
aristocracy resting on a helotary, and with nothing else to of
rest upon. Although they profess (and I believe, indeed,
sincerely) to hold opinions in opposition to the opening of to
the slave trade, it ia nevertheless true that the
clause ir. the Constitution of the Confederate States
which prohibited the importation of negroes, was
especially and energetically resisted by them, because, as
they say, it seemed to be an admission that slavery was in
itself an evil and a wrong. Their whole system rests on
slavery, and as such they defend it. They entertain very
exaggerated ideas of the military strength of their little is
community, although one may do full justice to its military
spirit Out of their whole population they cannot reckon
more than 60,000 adult men by any arithmetic, and as there
are nearly 30,000 plantations which must be, according to
law, superintended by white men, a considerable number of
these adults cannot be spared from the State for service in
the open field. The planters boast that they can raise their
crops without any inconvenience by the labor of their ne-
groes, and they seem confident that the negroes will work
without superintendence. But the experiment is rather
dangerous, and it will only be tried ia the last extremity.

It is said that " fools build houses for wise men to live
in." Be that true or not, it is certain that " Uncle Sam "
has built strong places for his enemy to occupy. To-da- y I
visited Fort Pulaski, which defends the mouth of the Savan-
nah river, and the approaches to the city. It was left to
take care of itself, and the Georgians quietly ctepped into
it, and have busied in completing its defences, so that it is
now capable of stopping a fleet very effectually. Pulaski
was a Pole who fell in the defence of Savannah against the
British, and whose memory is perpetuated in the name of
the fort, which is now under the Confederate flag and garri-
soned by bitter foes of the United States. Among our par
ty were Commodore Tatnall, whose name will be familiar
to English ears in connection with the attack on the Peiho
forts, where the gallant Americans Bhowed the world that
" blood was thicker than water;" Brigadier General Law- -

ton, in command of the forces of Georgia, and a number .

11oavai auu military ouicers, 01 wnom many nao oeiongea to
he united Mates regular services. It was strange to look
.t such a man as the Con mudore, who for forty-nin- e long
ears had served under the Stars and Stripes, quietly" pre

paring to meet his old comrades and friends, if needs be. in
the battle field his allegiance to the country and to the flag
renouaced, his long service hung away, his old ties and con
nections severed, and all this in defence of the sacred right
of rebellion on the part of " his State." He is rot now, nor
has he been for years, a slave-owne- r; all h;a family and
familiar associations connect him with the north. There are
no naval stations on the Southern coast except one at Pen- -

acola, and he know: almost no one in the bouth. He has
no furtune whatever; his fleet consists of two small river or
coisting steamers, without guns, and as he said, in talking
over the resources of the onth, " My bones wm be bleach
ed many a long year before the Confederate States can hope
to have a navy. " hute rights; To us the question is
simply inexplicable or absurd. And yet thousands of Amer
icans sacr.h.e all lor it. Ihe river at Savannah is broad as

e Thames at Gravesend. and resembles that stream very
much in ihe color of its waters and the level nature of its
hores. Rice fields bound it on either side, as far down as

the iLflueDce of the fresh watr extends, and the eye wan
ders over a flat expanse of mud and water and green osiers
and rutdies, till its search is arresLed ou the horizon by the
unfailing line of forests. In the fields here and there are the
whitewashed -- qnare wooden huts in which the slaves dwell,

very like t' e beginning f the camp in the Crimea.
At one point a small fort, coverii.g a creek by which gun
boats could get up behind Savannah, displayed its " garri
son on the wahs, at.d lowered its Hag to salute the small
blue ensign at the fore which proclaimed the presence of
the commodore of the naval forces of Georgia on board our
stealer. I h guns on ihe parapet were most field pieces,
mounted on frameworks of wood instead of regular carriages.

A tew minutes walk led us to the tort, which is an irregu
lar pentagon, with the base line or curtain face inlands, and
the other faces caseinated, and bearing ou the approaches.
Ihe curtain, winch is urn ply crenellated, is covered by a
Hedan, surrounded by a d-- ep ditch, inside the parapet of
which aie granite platf. rms, ready for the reception of
guns. The parapet is thick, and the scrap and counterscrap
are faced with solid niasor.ry. A drawbridge affords access
to the interior ot the Hedau, whence the gate ot the lort is

across a deep and broad moat, which is crossed
ty another drawt.idge.

As the Commodore entered the hedan the guns of the fort
broke out into a loug salute, and the banrf at the gate struck
up almost as noisy a welcome. Inside, the parade presented

scene ot lne and animation very unlike the silence of the
city we had left. Meu were ousy clearing out the casemates,
rolliug away stores and casks of ammunition and provis
ions, others were at work at the gin and shears, others
building saud-ba- g traverses to guard the magazir-- doors, as
though expecting an immediate attack. Many officers were
strolling under the shade of the open gallery, at the side of
the curtain which contained their quarters, in the lofty
bomb-proo- f casemates. Some of them had seen service in
Mexican r border warfare ; some had travelled over Ital
ian and Crimean battle fie'ds ; others were West Point grad
uates ol the regular Army ; others young planters, clerks or
civilians, who had rushed with ardor into the First Georgian
Regiment.

The garrison oi the fort is bix hundred and fifty men, and
fully that number were in and about the work, their tents
being pitched inside the or on the terreplein of the
parapets. The walls are exceedly solid and well built of
hard grey brics, strong as iron, upwards of six feet 111 thick
ness, the casemates and bomb-proo- ts being lofty, airv, and
capacious as any 1 hive ever seenthough there is not quite
depth enough between the walls at the salient and the gun
carriages, ihe worK is intended for one hundred and twenty-ei-

ght guns, of wh:ch about one fourth are mounted on
the casemates. They are long thirty-twos- , with a few for
ty-tw- and columbiads. The armaments will be exceedinly
heavy when all the guns are mounted, and they are fast get-
ting the ten-inc- h columbiads into position en barbette.
everything which cou;d he required, except mortars, was
in abundance ; the platforms and gun-carriag- are solid and
well made, the embrasures ot the casemates are admirably
constructed, and the ventilation ot the bomb-proo- f carefully
provided for. There are three furnaces for heating red-ho- t
shot. Nor is discipline neglected, and the officers with
whom I went round the works were as sharp in tone and
manner to their men as volunteers well could be, though the
litter often are enlisted only for three years by the State of
Oeorgia.

An excellent lunch was spread in the casemated bomb-
proof, which served as the Colonel's quarters, and before
sunset the party weie steaming towards Savannah through
a tideway full of leaping sturgeon and porpoises,' leaving
the garrison intent on the approach of a large ship, which
had her sails aback off the bar and hoisted the Stars and
Stripes, but which turned out to be nothing more formida
ble than a Liverpool cotton ship.

Oentlemen I receive with sincere pleasure the assurance
that the State of Maryland sympathizes with the people of
these States in their determined vindication of the right of

and that the people of Maryland " are
enlisted with their whole hearts on the Bide of reconciliation
and peace."

The people of these Confederate States, notwithstandine
their separation from their lata sister, have not ceased to
feel a deep solicitude in her welfare, and to hope that at no
distint day, a State whose people, habits and institutions
are so closely related and assimilated with theirs, will seek

unite her fate and fortunes with those of this Confederacy.
The government of the Confederate 8tates receive with

respect the suggestion of the State of Maryland "that there
should be a general cessation of hostilities now pending
until the meeting of Congress in July next, in order that
said body may, if possible, arrange for an adjustment of
existing troubles, by me.ms of negotiation rather than the
sword, ' but is at a loss how to reply without a repetition

the language it has used on evt rv possible occasion that
has presented itself since the establishment of its independ-
ence.

In deference to the State of Maryland, however. I again
assert, in the most emphatio terms, that its sincere and
earnest, desire is for peace : that-- whilst the government

the United State tending to a peaceful solution of the
pending difficulties, the recent attempts of this government

enter Into negotiations with hat of the United State
were attended with results which forbid any renewal of pro-
posals from it to that government.

If any further assurance of the desire of this government
for peace were necessary, it would be sufficient to observe
that, being formed of a confederation of sovereign States,
each acting and deciding for itself, ihe right of every other
sovereign State to the same self-actio- n and

necessarily acknowledged. Hence conquests of other
States are wholly inconsistent with the fundamental prin-
ciples, and subversive of the very organization of this gov-
ernment. Its policy cannot but be peace peace with all
nations and people.

On Sunday night several of the companies under Col.
Garland's command, including the Rifle Gravs and
Home Guard, of Lynchburg, ar.d the Southern Guard,
of Campbell, received marching orders, and on Monday
morning their camp was entirely deserted, the whole
body having left for some advanced post.

Ihe Urange Road, for the distance of seven miles
this side of Alexandria, has been repaired, upon which
Old Lincoln's troops are moving up and down every
day, and it is believed that to put a stop to this pastime,
anu, 11 possioie, 10 Dring on Datue, mat our troops nave
teen advanced.

The Revolution In Missouri.f

Association of St. Louis was summoned to the Arsenal,
where Lincoln s mercenaries noid sway.

When there they inquired if he could procure from
20 to 30 good Union men as pilots for the Government.

Ihe large majority not only refused, but in order to
avoid being impressed into service, have been quietly
"seceding" Irom St. Louis for week3 past.
