In the early part of the night, about 11 o'clock, a skirmish
took place at the bridge, between a small detachment of
our torces, composed of Captains Young and Leftrice's
ccmyanies, and & Germsn regiment on the other side. The
liring continned for about half &n hour, the night beirg as
dark as pitch, and only illumined by the flushes of the mus-
ketry.

His ecall for an army of 400,000 men, and a ‘I'reasury
ol $400,000.000 to conquer them, gives the lie to that
phrase ; for, as is koown, those Confederate States uve
united and powerlul enough to oppose military resis-
tance to u great army.
As little can any one believe that they bad not suf-
ficient reason for taking the step they bave done, wheth-
er the real reason was the one put forth matters not.—
Three millions of men do not deliberately change their
Government and embark oa an arduous, dangerons and
exhausting enterprise from caprice. Whatever their
reasons, on the broad principee of popular sovereignty,
they had a right to do what they did ; and 1o hear Mr.
Lincoln quoting the Constitution of the United States
made eighty years since, and elaboritely reasoning as to
the intentions of its founders, against the right of
Secession, reminds one of the high tory doctrines
among ourselves, under which the sentiment made by
one generation, in its own interest, is held to bind all
future generations, whether for their interest or not.

MeCleliun’s forte
congigts in his knowledge of Prussian and Austrian tac-
tics, his thorough information in regard to the military
habits of the German militia and bis familiarity with
that language.
