l. Immediately after the expiration of the term of forty
days from the date of the foregoing prociamation, it shall
be the duty of the several Districy Attornies, Marshals, azad
other officers of the Confederate States, to make complaint
agairst any aiiens or alien enemies coming within the pur
view of the act aforesaid, tu the end that the several Courts
uf tlie Confederate States, and of each State having juris-
digtion, may order the removal of such alieus or alien ene-
i mies beyond the territory of the Confederate States, or their
*' restraint and coofinement, agcording to the termus of saui law.

2. The niarshals of the Coofederale States are hereby
| directed to apprehend all aliens against whom complaints
| may be made nnder said law, and to hold them in strict cus-

tody until the fingl order of the Court, taking special care
that such alfens obtejg no information that conld possibly
be made use¢ful to thieenemy.

3. Whenever the retuuval of any alien beyond the limits of
tiie Confederate =tates i ordered hy any competent anthor-
ity, under the provisions of the said law, 1the Marshal shall
proceed to execute the order in person, in such manner as
10 prevent the alien 8o removed from obtaining auy informs-
' tien that could be used to the prejudice of the Confederate

4. Any alien who shall return to these States doring the
war, after haviog been removed therefrom under the prov-
isions of said law, sball be regarded and treated a8 an alien
enemy, and, if made prisoper, shall be at once delivered
