Kugagement of General Anderson’s Brigade with
' ihe Enemy.

Ihe Nashivilie Union publishes the following extract
from a letter from Capt. Thomas H. Bostick, of the
Seventh (.. Hattou's) Regiment, in Gen. 8. R. Anp-
derson’s Brigade :

We expected a battle last Thursday, and did have a
little brush, but the bad condition of the roads defeated
our whole arraogements. 1 have not time or paper
BOW 1o give you the particalars; will do so Lereafter.

Ouoly two of our regiment was wounded—one was a
membuer of Captain Anthony's company, and the other
of Uuptain Baber’s. Baber's man was shet by a picket
a8 we pussed through the woods. Captain Antbony’s
man was slightly wounded in toe arm. He killed the
man who shot him. In our brigade there were two
killed, ten or twelve wounded, and 1wo missing negroes.
Lieutenaut-Colonel Goodner lost his negro, sapposed to
bave been captured.  Colonel Mauey’s horse was killed,
but he was not near him at the time.

Dra. Roliogon and Fite were taken prisoners, but
were recaptured by Donaldson’s Brigade, and are now
with us. Notoneof my men werehurt. Wedo not know
here how many of the enemy were killed, but suppose
we st have killed fifteen ot twenty, took eight prison-
ers, four horses and a wagon. Oune of our prisoners was
a lieatenant. Donuldson took on another road sixty-
seven prisoners, and killed seventeen. He lost ope, and
bad none wounded. Loring took one handred prisoners,
and killed, it is thought, fifteen.

A letter from Lieut. Tolliver, in the same company,
of the same date, says the two men killed in General
Anderson’s Brigade were in Colonel Maney's Regiment,

agd that Gen. Loring had one killed and & few wound-

Critical Sitnation in Western Virginia—Rosenseranz
