and let it cool for your vext march. It is not only nu-
tritive and stimulatiog, but it will quench tbe thirst
more effectnally than water. It will go two or three
times »e far as water. Also, take the coffee grounds,
after b ing lhus used, dry them, and put them ia your
pocket, and chew them at intervals on the march, or
during any ardoous service, and they will likewise re-
press thirst, and satiate greatly the cravings of hunger.
I'his course has been tried with the most gratifying ce-
sults, and is worthy of a trial by every soldier in 1
service.— Nashville Patriot.
