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Rumors.

From present indications it would appear that the
Federal fleet bas already or is about collecting off our
bars. Pickets who left Camp Wyatt this morning at
2 o'clock, report heavy capnonading in the direction of
Fort Caswell, previous to their departure. Similar re-
ports are said to have been heard in town about the
same hour, by some of our citizens. It may be that the
blockading Steamers were. after another corn cracker,
or the firing heard may have been signal guns for the
concentration of the fleet. One thing is quite evident, that
nothing definite Las yet been received irom our fortifi-
cations, and we would suggest to our citizens the pro-
priety of keeping cool on the subject—but at the
same time to be prepared for any emergency—as there
is no telling at what moment we may all be called upon
to assist in the defence of our homes, wives, children
and property, from the ravages of an invading force of
hessiaps. We hardly thiok the enemy have yet shown
themeelves, or that an attempt will be made to land or
force our works to-day. Not a word, so far as we can
lcarn, bas been received from any of the fortifications
on the coast since early this morning. If any thiog of
a serious nature had taken place it would have been offi-
cially reported at Headquarterd by this time, 12 M.

P. B. A gentleman just up from Col. Cliogman’s
Camp reports no vessels in sight at 9 o’clock this moru-
ing. He comfirms the reports of the firing in the di-
rection of Fort Caswell last night.

The heavy cannonadicg reported to have been hcard
iu the direction of Fort Caswell on ‘Thursday night,
turns out to be nothing more than the trial of a new gun
which had been mounted the previous day, or something
of that sort. We must confess that we are somewhat
gurprised to learn that such indiscreetness should be
allowed by the commander of any Fort, particularly at
a time when everybody was momentarily expecting
on attack from the enemy. BSome arrangement shoa'd
be cutered into between the different fortiffeations, by
which commanders of each staticn will understand the
meaning of any firing, so as {o prevent undue ex-

citement. Our community, and we presume all others, |

are tired of false slarms, and do hope some method will
be adopted to prevent a repetition.

Tue Bic Freer.—The Newbern Prog ess of the 31st
ult., says that “Commodcre Lynche sent one of his naval
vessels down to Hatteras recently to look out for the
big fleet of which we have heard so much of late.—
‘I'here was one vessel ingide and too or three out, bat nc
trace of the great expedition could be seen. The guns
at the Fort and the vessel inside both opened fire on our
vessel, firing some 20 or 25 shots, to which our vessel
responded ten or a dozen times—* nobedy hurt™ oo
either side. The steamer left there Tuesday at 1 o’clock
and arrived here eatly yesterday morning.

“The above facts were farnished us by the politeness
of one of the officers who says, that if the great expedi-

tion bas sailed it must have goue on further South.”

The steamer Keystone State arrived at the Philadel-
phia Navy Yard on the 25ih ult. When off Cape Hat-
terass on Monday she encountered a severe gale, lasting
until Tuesday, during which the Keystone State sepa-
rated from her prize in charge of Lieut. Donaldson.—
The prize drited to the westward and the steamer to
the castward, separating them 167 miles before the
steamer could go in vearch of her. When found she
was steering on the direct course.

They Keystone State left Philadelphia on the 19th of

July, and has since travelled fifteen thousand miles in
search of the privateer Sumter. She arivcd at Port-
au-Prince five days after the Sumter left the last place.
She heard of the Sumter at Surinam, where she was
from the 19th of August to the 1lst of September.—
The Keystone State arrived at Surinam on the 19th of
September.

She spoke the United States steamer Flag off Char-
leston on last Satarday—all well.

Tux Rouxey Fieur !—A dispatch to the Richmond
papers under date of Lynchburg, Va., Oct. 31st, says
that the editor of the Lynchburg Republican has just
received a letter from a member of Colonel McDonell’s
Cavalry, fully confirming the defeat of the Confederates
at Romney.

“ Our forces were attacked in two direclions by an
overwhelming force of Federals, and after a fight of two
hours were forced to make a precipitate retreat, leaving
behind baggage of every description, commissary and

ynartermaster’s stores and papers and three pieces of
cannon.,

“ Our whole force was between five and gix hundred,
of which two hundred and filty were cavalry and the
balance militia.

“ The epemy bad five thousand men, and their cavalry
equalled our whole force. It was impossible for us to
get reinforcements from any point, as our men every-
where were fighting more than ten times their number.
It is impossible to arrive at our loss, but many are mis-
sing, and it is believed a considerable portion were kill-
ed, wounded and taken prisoners.”

And glud 1T am to hear that
vour reziment have got ig the land of the rebels and
are well and ready to drive them from the soil of liberty
and love, Mrs. Rabburn received a letter from hor
busband, the Captsin of the Rhode Island Actillery,
that he would play Yankee Docdie on the rebils at Bull i
Run on the 21st of this m nth, and I am {0ld that on |
the 28th of tie same momnth you are to have a grand
ball at Richwond, with Jefl. Devis and Beanrezard, as-
sisted by many of the Southern girls, as waiters.

Dear George, I wait in anxiousness for your retura,
that cur bargaio muy be cloged ; as for living single, 1 |
am tired of it. Mother is very williag for tie mateh ;
for she says if you live, President Lincoln will give all
the soidicrs a furm snd vegroes to work it, for that is
just what we wunt; for neither of us bave got much,
uud therefor: yon are not io disappoint me ; and if you
want Mary Clark—which I understavd yeu asked her
to have you—I hope you will be taken prisoner and
kept there forever.
