The Hattle of Leeshburg.
The eorrespondent of » Philadelphia paper thus de-
| seribes the appearance of the troops when “carried back
from old Virginia shore:”

All reached here at 4 A. M., and the appearance of
some of them was painful indeed. 'They had stood in
line of battle from twelve to fourteen hours, without
moving, snd wilhout water or food. They had no sleep
for two days and nights, and were ncarly exheusted.—
Some dragged their muskets along by the end, and seem-
ed to sleep as they walked along.

The Minnesota Firat were the pearest exhausted of
any, but we heard no grumblieg. All seemed thankful
to have got over sale; not & man was injured in the re-
erosging, nor any baggage lost; everything came over
| safe. Generals Gorman and Stone personally superin-
terded the crossing, and were the last to leave. Geq.
Gorman bas been in the suddle for two days and pights.

The appearance of some of our troops waz the most
distressing sight we ever witnessed. Many of them were
nearly naked; some had on nothing but overcoats; some
only a pair of pants, and but few with shoes; most of
them were without arms and am'nunition.  Most of the
wounded had been sent to Poclesville and to the near-
est camps.

A correspondent of the New York Trbure states
the following in hia account of the Leeasburg battle :

THE SHARFSHCOTERS OF THE BATTLE. _

The Nesw York Journal of Commerce thinks there
were some rebel shappshooters at the battle of Leesburg,
and fndulges in the following speculations :

The battle of Edwards' Ferry supplies another prool
that sharpshooting is the chief charnf:tenanc nf this
war. Of the California Regiment Lhe bo}onel was kill-
ed, the Lieutenant Colonel, Major end Adjutant wound-
ed, aud five Captains are dead and missing, and two
wounded. OFf the Filteenth Massachusetts Regiment

‘aptains killed and three wounded.
‘Il'hese two regiments were in tbe beat of battle, and

suficred most severely. The pumber of killed and
weunded officers is far out of propostion to that of the
privates. Every man with a sword and shoulder-gtrap,
who could be seen in front or by the side of his com-
mand, was, without doubt, the common target of dozens
of rebel sharpsbooters concealed in woods, underbrusb,
or riflz pits, at a distance of from two to four hundred
yauds. Colonel Baker was pierced with six balls; oth-
er offeers with two or three, and those who t_ascaped un-
hurt were grazed once or twice. It is said that one
officer was bit four tidies in various parts of bis uoiform
aud equipments withont personal ipjury. The killing
or maiming of all these officers was equivalent to de-
feating the two regiments. Inthe absence of artillery
aud cavalry, the rebel sharpshooters may claim to have
won the battle of Edwards' Ferry. How much havoc

On Wednesday it blew heavy from the south-
west, lasting twelve hours, wher the wind changed to
the northwest, and coatinued stormy ; bat the smaller
vesecls were somewhat protected from its foree hy keep-
ing close under the shore. Early on Friday (Nov. 1st)
the wind shifted to southeast, and increased to a most
severe gale, in which the squadron got separated. While
keeping clese in shore, early on Saturday, say between
2 and 3 p. m., the Oceola got ashore on the Dry Break-
er, off North Island, near Geafgetown, acd in two bours
the steamer bilged, the cattle soon taking to the water,
and mauy of them reaching shore. T'he vessel having
become a wreck, the officers and crew, twenty in nom-
ber, took to their boats, in which they reached North Is-
land, and were taken prisoners.

Capt. Morrill describcs the gale as very severe, and
thinks that many of the Flecet must bave become dis-
abled or lost, some of them leing old and by no means
capable of going through such weather. He bhad no in-
structions directing him where to proceed, his only or-
ders being to follow the large ships ; and other captaing,

Place the
mixtare 1 a vessel over a slow fire, auvd bring it to a
boil ; tien take it ofl and whea it has cooled pour it
on the bee! sufficient to cover it and fill the barrel.—
After the lapse of three or four days turn the barrel up
side down to be sure that the beef is all covered by the
brice. 1I the feel is good, it will make it fit to set be-
fore a king. The beet will keep good lor a long time.

Tre ProvisioNaL GoverNMeENT 1N KEsTUCKY.-—The
fact that the Convention oi Kentucky, recently in ses-
sion at Russellville, had passed an ordinauce of seces-
sion from the Lincoln Government bas already been an-
nounced. I'be following synopsis of its proceedings we
copy from the Louisville (Bowling Green) Courzer, of
the 1st inst. :

On Monday last a number of promicent citizens of
Southern Kentucky met at Raassellville, for the purpose
of consulting together relative to the future ; feeling
that duty to themselves and their posterity, the protec-
tios of their coustitutional rights, their lives and liberty
demacedd that they should resist the oppressive legisla-
tion of the State Legislature, and the tyranoy of the
Lincoln dypasty. They remained in cooference for sev-
eral days, with closed doors.

False ard Fiandulent Lists, §e.—Auy person render-
ivg a ialse or fraudulent list, with intent to defeat or
evade the proper enumeration or valuation of Lis pro-
perty, is hable to be fined a sum not cxceeding five hun-
dred dollars to be recovered in any cour: of competent
jurigdiction, and apy person who skall fail to reuder a
list of his taxable property to the collector or assessor
at the time prescribed by him, is lable to a donble tax
apon all his taxable property. '

Over Valualions and Double Taxes.—The assesments
made by the assessors are to be returned to the tax col-
lectors on or before the first of December next ; and for
twenty-one days next epsuiog be way bear and deter-
mice all appeals from assessmenpts as well as applica-
tious fur the reduction of a double tax to u single tax.
