Another Naval Engagement on Jamea River.
For some days" past, two or three of the federal gun

boats have been in the habit of running up James River
five or six miles above Newports' News each evening,
and remaining there all night. What the object of this
was is unknown, unless it may have been to keep a
watch on the movements of the Confederate steamer
Patrick Henry. These gun boats on Sunday evening
repeated this same manoeuvre, and on yesterday morning,
the Patrick Henry got under way from her position fur-

ther up James River and came down. On seeing her the
gun boat left immediately and put out down the river to-

wards the blockading ships. The Patrick Henry continu-
ed her chase alter them, and they ran in under the
protection of the guns of the frigates Cumberland and
Congress, and the fort at Newports' News. The P. H.
opened fire among them, after getting a desirable posi-

tion, from her after gun, firing shell; and our infoimant
tells U3 for as much as a half hour she continued to drop
her shell on and around the frigate Congress, many of
which, it is believed, burstcd on her decks, with what

From Havana.
The Arrival of our Commissioner $ Great Attention

Paid Them Flag Presentation The Order for In-

tercepting the u Trent," Sfc.
Special Correspondence of the N. O. Delta.

Havana, Nov. 9, 1861. The Commissioners of the
Confederate States, as you have learned, arrived here
safely by the steamer Theodora, and left on the British
mail steamer Trent for Southampton via St. Thomas.

The party were treated with attention and most re-

spectful consideration by our community, from the pal-

ace, through our polished and intellectual circles, and iu
all, evident sympathies were manifested with the cause
and the nationality they represent. A large concourse
of our most respectable people escorted them to the
wharf and accompanied them on board ship from their
quarters in the Hotel Cubano, kept by Mrs. Sarah E.
Barrow, of Tennessee, which is the headquarters of
"Dixie" in Caba.

Col. Chas. J. Helm arrived here by a British steamer
on the 21st ult, from Europe, and was greeted by
thousands of his old friends, and made comfortable at tbe
above named hotel. To him the palace doors are open,
and the warmest friendship greets bim in social estima-
tion and position. We are not aware of the cause of
his being here, but whatever interests he may represent,
they could not be entrusted to any one more competent
to do them and his country perfect justice- - As soon as
it was known that he was in town his hotel was crowd-
ed by his friends to welcome him.

He arrived on the evening of the presentation of a
flag by Mrs. Norris (of Louisiana) to the commander
of tbe steamer Theodora, for haviBg been tho first to
bear the "stars and bars" past the shadows of frowning
Moro. After the interesting ceremonies were closed a
person came on board and announced that Col. Helm
bad just arrived. A shout of joy went up to heaven
from the deck, under the glorious flag, and after his
health had been saluted in bumpers, it was voted by ac-

clamation to call upon him in a body, which was done ;
his second-lik- e welcome in Cuba, where he is apprecia-
ted for his sterling qualities of heart, his unflinching in-

tegrity, intelligence, and industry.
A report is ia circulation to-da-y that Commander

Shufeldt, acting CojsuI General of the Northern Dicta-
tor for Cuba, has ordered the U. S. steam frigate San
Jacinto to follow the British steamer Trent, aod to ar- -'

rest said vessel at sea until he can ab iuct therefrom the
persons of the Ministers, their suits, md families, of the
Confederate States of America, and take them to the
city of New York for deposite in Lincoln's 'boarding
house, at Fort Lafayette. Although I have no faith in
the supreme intelligence of Shufeldt, Lis mind cot being
in proportion to his physical construction, yet I do not
believe him such a Dogberry in small clothes as to com-
mit such an act there being many persons here who
would make up a large purse for him to retire upon, if
be could be procured thereby to consummate such an
atrocity upou the high seas against the flag of old Eng-
land, and the rights of those under its protection. The
rumor, circulated from the U. S. Consulate, finds be-
lievers. Rough and Ready.

From the above it will be seen that the Federal
steam frigate San Jacinto was sent after the steamer
Trent by acting Federal consul Shufeldt. The New
York Herald asserts that Capt. Wilkes, of the San
Jacinto, arrested Messrs. Slidell and Mason on his own
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keep all euch matters too close. The engagement com-
menced about quarte past six and lasted two hours.
Daring the time, the gun boats would frequently
sally out from behind the frightes to give the Patrick
Henry a shot, and on such occasion she would 60on force
them back by a well directed shot, several of which, it
is believed struck these gunboats. Two of them, (there
were four altogether) after receivirg a shot from the
Patrick Ilemy retired to the immediate, vicinity of the
wharf at Newport News, while the other two kept their
position out of barm's way in the rear of the frigates.
They at one time made an attempt to pas3 up James
River so as to flank the Patrick Henry, and when get-

ting well out from under the protection of the frigate's
batteries tbe P. 11. put chase after them, and they
scampered back. After this they appeared to have be-

come afraid to venture out agaiu. aDd the Patrick Hen-

ry had to then remain satisfied with peppering the frig-
ate, which Ehe did, it is said in a mus'erly and beautiful
manner.

It is said by those who witnessed the entire engage-
ment, that the Patrick Henry was handled in a tho-
roughly seaman like manner, by those on board, and her
guns were worked to perfection. She played upon the
euemy mostly with her after gun, while lying ofi New-port- s'

News, and would occasionally back up towards
the enemy when she would drift out of racge of her
matk. It is supposed she used her after gun in order to
keep the best position to prevent being outflanked, and
to keep tr e enemy from having a chance at her broad-
side.

We are unuble to tay what damage was done to
either party in this engagement, and so far as the feder-
al vessels are concerned we shall not be able to ascer-
tain ; but our informant tells us it is hi3 opinion that
the Patrick Henry is entirely unharmed, notwithstand-
ing she was the single object of attack from the four
gun boats, the two frigates, and four guns from tbe fort
at Newports' News. After the firing ceased, she pass-
ed np James River to her position, apparently as ircsh
as a lark.

smted in Convfnlion at EaUeras, Monday, Nov. 18, 1861.

ar d i ublished by the autority of the same :
1. That the Convention, on behalf of the people of North

Carolina, and acknowledging tbe Gont-titutio- of the Unit-
ed States of America as the upreme law of the land, here-
by dtc aes vacant all State offices, the incumbents cf which
have disqualified themselves to hold thro by violating their
oaths to up; ort the Federal Con-ti'ntio- n

2. That tie office of Governor of this Commonwealth
having been vacated by the death of John W. Elli?, and by
the active treason to the Union of his constitutional succes-
sor, acting Governor Clark, Marble Narh Talor be hereby
appointed and dtclared Provisional Governor of North Ca-

rolina.
3. That th Ccnstitri'ion of the?-"tat- e and its amendments,

together with th? statu es and laws thereof, as contained in
the re vi-e- d code put in operation January 1, 18 be de-

clared continued in full force; also, subsequent acts of
the Central Assembly j s were not adopted in contraven-
tion of tie national censtitutiou or in derogation ot its au-

thority.
4. That the ordinance cf tbe C onvention which assembled

at Raleigh on the 20th of Kzy lafct, prcla ming the Secession
of this Ccmmor wealth from the Federal Union, Fuch htces-sio- n

bt ing legally mpotsible, is of no foice or tfltct ; and
said ordinal ce, tc gef bt r with with all other ordinances and
acts of said Convention, or of the General Assembly, made
and done in pursuant e of the treasonable purposes of the
conspirators against the Union, it is hereby declared null
and void.

5. That whereas, it is desirable that this State shall be
represented in the Federal Congress and maintain Ler due
right is the councils of the Union; therefore, the Provision-
al Governor be directed hereby to order special elections,
in accordance with chapter 69 cf the lievised Cede, as soon
as practicable and expedient, in any district c r districts
now unrepresented: aud in view ot the prevalence of armed

and disorder in many portions of this Common-
wealth, the Governor is hereby directed to issue his certifi-
cate of eltctk'U upon presentation of such ev dene as shall
satisfy him of the fact of an election

6. That the Governor be authorized and empowetei to
fill such official vacancies by temporary appointment1', and
to do nch acts as in the exercise o a eoucd discretion he
may deem epedient for tbe safety and good order of the
fctate.
