Moreover, wl en the judg-
ment of the prize court upon tho lawfulness of the capture
.f the vessel is rendered, it really concludes nothing, and

binds norther the btlHgerent Btate nor the neutral upon the
preut questions of the deposition to be made of the cap-
tured contraband persons. That qnetion is still to be re
ally determined, if at all, by diplomatic arrangement or by
war.

One may well express hi eurpnt-- when told that the law
of nations has prescribed no more reasonable, practical and
perfect mode than this of determining questions of such
?iave iu pan between sovereign powers, lite regret we
may fttl on the occasion is ntveitbe'ets modified by the ra-

Hmilar and equal deliciences are found in every asylum of
municipal law, ecpeci&Uy in the asylnm which exists in the
greater porti :i of Great Biitam and the United States.

e, while its judtrmeut is carried into instant execution.
Tim captured party is compelled to submit, though bound
by no legal, moral or treaty obligation to acquiefece. Re-

paration is distant and problematical, and depends at last
on the justice, magnanimity or weakness ot the State in

hnc behalf, and bv whose authority the capture was
rade. Cut of the dinpucea repris Is and wars necessarily
aie. and these are so frequent and destructive that it may
well be doubted whether th;s form of remedy is not a great-
er social evil than all that could follow if the belligerent
right of search was universally renounced and abolished
forever. But carry the case one step farther. What if the
State that has made the capture, unreasonably refuse to
huar the complaint of the neutral or to redress it ? In that
i;d-- e the very act of capture wou'd be an act of war, of war
begun w ithout notice and possibly without provocation. I
think a!' unprejudiced minds will agiee that, imperfecta

constitute a large portion of the destinctive policy fcy which
the United States have developed the resource of a conti-
nent, and thus becoming a considerable maritime power,
have won the respect and confidence of many nations.

These principlts were laid down for ns in 1804 by James
Madison, when Secretary of Btate, in the adroiBistration of
Thomas Jefferson, in instructions given to James Monroe,
our ' Minister to England. Although the case before him
concerned a description of persons different from those who
are incidentally the subjects of the present discussion, the
ground he assumed tlun was the same I now occupy, and
the arguments by which he sustained himself upon it, h&vo
been an inspiration to me in preparing this reply.

" Whenever," he says, " property found in a neutral ves-e- l
is supposed to be liable on any ground to cap'ure and

condemnation, the rule in all cases is that the question shall
nov be decided by the captor, bat be carried before a legal
tribunal, where a regular trial may be had, and where the
captor hifmself is liable to damages for an abase of bis
power. Can if be reasonable, then, or just, that a belliger-
ent commander, who is thus restricted and thus responsible
in a case of mere property of trivial amoLnt should be per-
mitted, without recuTing to any tribunal whatever, to ex
mine the crew of a neuira! "vessel, to decide the important

question of their tespective allegiance and to earry that de
eisi on ino execution by forcing every individual he may
clior se int a strvice abhorrent to his feelings,' catting hm
off from his most tender connections, exposing his mir d and
his person to the most humiliating discipline and his Jife it-
self to the greae-- t danger ? .Reason, justice and hr.raanity
units in protesting sgaii st so extravagant a proceeding."

If 1 decide this case in favor of my own goverrment, 1

mnst disavow its most cherishsd principles, and reverse and
forever abar don its essential policy. The Cfuntry cann t
afford the sacrifice. If I maintain those principle and ad-

here to that policy, I musi surrender the cas? itself. It will
be seen, therefore, that this government could not deny the
justice of the claim presented to us in this respect upon its
merits. We are asked to do by the Bi itih nation ju t what
we hve alwa s insisted all nations ought to do to us.

The claim of the British Government is not made iu a
discourteous manner. Th:s Government, since its first or-

ganization, has never oscdni"re guarded language in a sim-
ilar case.

In coming to my conclusion, I have not forgotten that if
the safety of this Union required the detention of th cap-
tured persons, it would be t're right and duty of this gov-
ernment to detain theia. But the effectual check and wa- -

ning proportion of the existing ii.sorrection, as w 11 as the
comparative nnimportaaee of the captured persons them
selves when dispassionately weighed, happily forbid me
from resorib.g to that defence

Nor am I unaware that American citizens are not, in any
case, to he unnecessarily surrendered, for an', purpose, into
the keeping of a foreign State. Only the captured persons,
however, or others who are interested in them, coul i justly
raise a ques ion on that ground.

Nor have I been tempted at all by suggestion! that cases
might be fouud in history where Great Britain refused to
yield to other nations, and even to ourselves, claims like
that which is now before us. Thoe cases occurred when
Great Bri:aia. as well as the United States, was the home
of generations which with all peculiar interests and pas-
sions, have pasted away, the could in no cher way so ef-

fectually disavow any such injury as we think she does by
assuming now as her own the ground upon which we then
stood. It would tell little for our claims to the character of

just and magnanimous people, if we should so far consent
to be guided by ths law vt retaliation as to. lilt op buried
injuries lrom their graves to oppose against what nstlmal
consistency and the national conscience eompel us to re-

gard as a claim intrinsically right.
Putting behind me all fcuggestions of this kind. I prefitrto

express my satisfaction that, by the adjustment of the pres-
ent case upon principles confessedly American, and yet, as

trust, mutually satisfactory to both of the nations con-
cerned, a question is finally and rightly settled between
them, whicn, heretofore exhausting not only all forms of
peaceful discuision, but also the arbitrament ot war it-

self, for more than half a cen'nry alienated the two coun

the character they have so long maintained, as an advocate
of the most liberal principles concerning the rights of neu-
tral Sta.es in maritime war.

When the French Government shall come to Bee at large
the views of this government and those of the government
et Great Britain on the subject now in question, and to com-
pare them with the views expressed by M. Thouvenel on the
part of France, it wil'i probably perceive that while it must
be admitted that those three powers are equal Iv impressed
with theame desire fr the establishment of principles fa-

vorable to neutral rights, there is a the sme time, not such
an entire argument concerning the application of these prin-
ciples as is detirable to secure that important object.

The government of the United States will be happy if the
occasion which has elicited this c rrespondeuce can be im-

proved so as to Becure a more definite agreement upoj: the
whole sunjct by all maritime powers.

You will assure M. Thouvenel that this Government ap-
preciates as well the frankness cf his explanations as the
epirit ot friendship and good will towards the United States
in which they are expressed.

It is a sincere pleasure lor the United States to exchange
of a friendship which had its origin in associa-

tions the most sacred in the history of both countries.

The regiment was marching in column ot four,
when a bell on board cf one of the enemy's gunboats
was heard to rinj, and a moment after a shell passed

from the ranks. Not one of our men was killed by a
musket ball. The enemy fired one volley at the four
companies of Col. Dunovant's regiment who charged on
them. Two of Col. Dunovant's men were slightly in-

jured by this volley, and two more killed by the 6hell 25

from the gunboat. The force which landed at the ferry
marched up in two divisions and by difierent roads.
One division wa3 met by Col. Jones' men and the other
by the four companies from Col. Dunovant's regiment,
and both were driven back by the charge with the bay-
onet.

We learn that after the fight was over a flag of truce
went over from our side with a proposition fr time to 14
remove the wounded. Drs. E. I. Turnipseed and
Iluogh, while briugirjg them off, and dressing the wounds atthose requiring immediate attention, were fired upon
by the enemy.

thus factually prevented the judicial examination which
inif h: otherwise e occurred.

Now, the capture of the contraband persons and the
capture of the contraband vessel are to bs regarded, not as
t wo separate or distinct transactions under the law of na-liiin- s,

but. as one transaction, ore captuie only; then it fol-

lows that tho cloture in this ce was k ft unfinished or
abandoned. Whether the United States have a right to re-

tain the chief public benefits of it namely, t; e custody of
the captured persons, ou proving them tu h) contraband,
will depend upon the preliminary question, whether the
leaving of the transaction unfinished was necessary, and
therelore voluntary. If it was necessary, Great Britain, ai
wo suppose, must of course, waive the defect and the con-

sequent failure of the judicial remedy. On the other hand,
it is not seen how tho Lnited States can insist upon her waiv-

er of that judicial remedy, if the defect of the capture re-

sulted froiii an act of Captain Wilkes, which would be a
fault on their own side.

Captain Wilkes has piesented to this government his rea-
sons lor releasing the Trent. " I forebore to seize her," he

us, " in consequence of my being so redneed in officers
and crew, and this derangement would causa innocent per-
sons to sufier, there being a large number of passengers
v. ho would have been put tr great loss and inconvenience.
. s well as disappointment from the interruption it would
nave caused them, in not being able to j un the steamer
lrom t. Thomas to Europe. I, therefore, concluded to
sacrifice tho interest of mv officers and crew to the prize,
and suilertd her to proceed, after the detention necessary
to ell'cct the transfer of those Commissioners, considering I
h:id obtained the important end 1 had ia view and which

fleeted the interest of our country, aud interrupted the ac-

tion ot that of the Confederates."
I shall consider first how these reasons ought, to affect the

action of this government, aud secoacly how they ought to
bo exntctei to atlect the action of Great Britain.

The reasons are saii.-facto-ry to this government, so far as
('apt. Wilkes is concerned ; it could not desire that the fan
Jaciuto, her oflicers and crew bhould be exposed to danger
and loss by weakening their number to detach a prize crew
to go on board the Trent, ttill less could it disavow the
humane motive of preventing inconvenient losses and per-
haps disasters to tho several huadred innocent passengers
found on boaid the prize vessel. Nor conld this Govern-
ment perceive any ground for questioning the fact that these
leasons, though apparently incongruous, did operate in the
iniud of Capi. Wilkes a.d determined him to release the
Trent,, human action generally proceeds from mingled
and sometimes conflicting motives. lie measured 'the sac-

rifices which his decision would cost. It manifestly, how-

ever, did not occur to him that beyond the sacrifice of the
pi ivate interests (as he cal'.s them) of his officers and crew,
there misht, also, possibly be a bacritice even of the chief
and public object of his capture, namely: The right of his
government to the custody and disposition of the captured
persons. This government cannot censure him for this over-
sight. It confesses that the whole eubjjct came unforeseen
upon the government, as doabtless it did upon him. Its
present convictions cu the point in question are, the result
of deliberate examination aud deduction how made, and
not of any impressions previously formed.

Neveithelcss, the question now is, Dot whether Capt.
U ilkes is justified to his Government iu what he did, bat
what is the present view of the Government as to the effect
of 'what he has done ? Assuming now, for argument's sake
only, that the release of the Trent, if voluntary, involved a
waiver ot the claim of the Government to hold the captured
persons, the United btates could, in that case, have no hesi-

tation in saying that the ac t which has thus already been
approved by the Government, must be allowed to draw its
U aal const-u'ienct- s after it. It is of the very nature of a
i:i!t or a chaiity, that the giver cannot, after the exercise of
his benevolence is pait, recall or modify i's ber ehts.

We are thus brought diiccily to the question, whether we
are entitled to repaid ti e reu-as- e of the Trent as involun-
tary, or whether we are obliged to consider that it is volun
tary? Clearly the release would have been made solely
noon the firfct ground assigned fur it by Capt Wilkes, name
ly, a want of suflicitLt force to send the pr'ze vessel into
poi t for adjudication. It is not the duty ot a captor to
luzard his own vessel in order to secure a judicnl examoa
tion to the captured party. No large prize crew, however,
is legally necessary, lor it is the duty of the captured party
tn aromuice and sro williuirly before the tribunal to whose
j irisdiction it appeals. If the captured party iudicate pur
poses to employ means of resistance which the captor can
not with urobabld safety to himself overcome, he may pro
nerlv leave the vessel to bo forward, aud ne ther he nor the
Mate he represents can ever afierwavds justly object that
the cantor deprived her of the judicial remedy to which
she was entitled.

For the Fccond reason assigned 1 y Captain Wilkes for re-

leasing the Trent differs from the first. At bea1, therefore,
u mut be held that Capt. Wilkes, as he explains himself,
acted from corubiaed senticeuts of prudence and generosi-
ty, and so that the release of the prize vessel was not strict-
ly necessary or involuntary.

Secondly How ought wo to expect these explara'.ions
by Capt. Wilkes of his reasons for leaving the capture in-

complete, to affeet the action of the British Government?
The olnurvHtion upon this point which first occurs, is

that Captain Wilkes' explanations were not made to the
authorities of the captured vessel. It made. known to
them they might have approved and taken the release upon
the condition of waiving a judicial investigation of the
whole transaction, or they might have refused to accept
the release upon that condition.

Bat the case is not one wHi them, but with the British
Government. If we claim that Great Britain ought not to
insist th?.t a judicial trial has been lost because we volun-
tarily released tho offending vessel out of consideration for
her innocent passengers, 1 do not sec how she is bound to
acquiesce iu the decision that was tuus made by us, with-
out necessity on our part, aud without knowledge of condi-
tions or consent on her part. The question between Great
Britain and ourselves, thus s'ated, would be a Question not
of right or of law, but of favor conceded by her 1o us, in
i eturn for favors show n by us to her, of the value of which
favors on both sides we ourselves shall be the judge. Ot
course the United States could have do thought of raisiDg
such a question in any case.

1 trust that I have shown to the satisfaction of the British
Government by a very simple and natural statement of the
tacts and analysis of the Jaw applicable to them, that this
Government has neither meditated nor practiced, nor ap-
proved auy deliberate wrona; in tire transaction to which
they have caned iu attention, and on the conti ry that
what has happened has been simply an inadvertency, con-
sisting in a departure by the naval officer, free from any
wrongful motive, from rule uncertainly established and
probably by the several parties concerned either imper-
fectly understood or entirely unknown. For this error the
British Government haa the right to expect the
same reparation that we as an independent State should
expect from Great Britain, or from any other friendly na-
tion in a similar case.

1 have not been unaware that in examining this qnsslion,
1 have fallen into an argument for what stems to be the
Bi itish side of it against my own country. But i am reliev-
ed from all embarrassment on that subject. 1 had hardly
fallen into that line of argument when 1 discovered that I
was really defending and maintaining not an exclusively
British interest, but an old, honored cherished American
caoae, not upon British authorities, bat upon principles that

tries lrom each otner ant perplexes wnn tears ana appre-
hensions all other nations.

Public senti-
ment was at once engrossed with the lawfulness and the
consequence of tueh an act, and the impression on which
has resulted from this has cot been for an instant doubtful.

The fact has appeared so much out of accordance with
the ordinary rules of interactional law, that it has chosen
to throw the responsibility for it exclusively on the com
mander of the San Jacinto. It is riot yet given tou-t- o

know whether this suppesition is well founded, and the
Government cf the Emperor has, therefore, also had to ex-
amine 'he question raised by the taking away of the two
paasaiigera from the Trent. The desire to contribute to pre
vent a conflict, perhaps imminent between twi powers, for
which it is animated by sentiments equally friendly, and the
duty to uphold, for the purpose of placing the rieht of its
own flag under shelter from any attack, certain ? rinciples
essential to tha seearity of neutrals, have, after mature re
flection, convinced it that it could not, under the circum-
stances, remain entirely silent- -

The United
States have admitted with us, in the treaties concluded be
tween the two countries, that the freedom of the flag ex
tends itself over the persons found on board, should they
be enem es of one of the two parties, unless the question is
of military people actually in th service of the enemy
Messrs. Mason and blidell were, therefore, bv virtue of this
principle which we have never found any difficulty in caus-
ing to be inserted in our treaties of friendship and commerce,
perfectly at liberty under the neutral flag of England.

Doubtless it will not be pretended that they could be con
sidered as contraband of war. That which constitn'es con
traband of war is not yet, it ia true, exactly settled. The
limitations are not absolutely the same for all the powers;
but in what relates to persons, the special stipulations
which are tound m tne treaties concerning military people
define plainly the character of these who only can be seiz
ed upon by bel ifjerents; bnt there ia no need to demon
strate that Messrs. Mason and blidell could not be assimi-
lated to persons in that category. There remains, there-
fore, to invoke, in explanation of their capture, only the
pretext that they were the bearers of ctncial dispatches
from the enemy; but this is the moment to recall a circum
sta&ce which governs all this affair, and which renders the
conduct f the American cruiser unjustifiable.

The Trent was not destined to a point belorgiog to one of
the berigerents. She was carrying to a neutral country'
her cargo and her passengers, and moreover it was in a
neutral port that they were taken. If it were admissible
under such conditions, the neutral flig do?g not completely
cevertue persous and merchandise it carries, its immunity
would be nothing more than an idle word; at any moment
the commerce aud navigation of thiid powers would have
to suffer from their innocent and even their indirect rela-
tions with the one or the other of the belligerents. These
last wou'd no longer find themselves as having only the
right to exact trein the neutral entire impartiality, and to

j interdict all intermeddling on his part, in acts of hos ility.
iney wouiu impose ou urn ireuuoin or commerce auu navi
gation restrictions which modern international law has re
fused to admit as legitimate ! And we should, in a word.
fall back upon vexatious practices, against which, in oth-- r

epochs, no power has more earnestly protested than the
United States.

If the Cabinet at Washington woall orly look on the two
persons arrested as rebels, whom it is always lawful to
seize, the question, to place it on other gronnd, could not
be solved, however, in a sense in favor ot the commander of
the San Jacinto. There would be in such case misappre
hensions of the principles which makes a vessel a portion
cf the territory of the nation whose flag it bears, ana viola
tion of that immunity which prohibits a foreign sovereign,
by consequence, from the exercise of his iarisdici:on. It
certainly is not necessary to recall to mind with wbt encr
gy, under every circumstance, the Government of the Uni-
ted States has maintained this immunity, and the right of
asylum which is the consequence of it.

Not wishing to enter npon a more deep discussion of the
question raised by the capture of Messrs. Mason and Slidell,
1 have said enough. I think, to settle the point that the
Cabinet at Washington conld net, without striking a blow
at the principles which all neutral nations are alike interes-
ted in holding in respect, rr without taking the attitude
of contradiction of its own course up to this time, give its
approbation to the proceedings of the commander of the
San Jacinto. In this Btate of things, it evidently should not
according to our views, hestitate about the determination
to be taken.

Lord Lyons is already instructed to present the demand
lor satisfaction, which the English Cabinet is under the ne
cessity of reducing to form, and which consists in tne im
mediate release of the persons taken on board the Tren.
and in sending explanations which may take from this act
its cnensive character towards the British naar.

The Federal Government will be inspired by a jut and
exalted feeling in deferring to these requests. One wou'd
search in vain to what end, for what interest, it wonld ha
zard or provoke by a difierent attitude a rupture with Great
Britain.

For ourselves, we should see in that fact a deplorable
complication in every respect of the difficulties with which
the Cabinet at Washington has already to etrnggle, and a
precedent of a nature seriouly to disquiet all the powers
which continue outside of the existing contest. We be-

lieve that we give evidence of loyal friendship for the Cabi
net or wasnington, Dy not permuting n io remain in igno
ranee of this condition of thines. of our manner of regard
inir it. I reauest yea. therefore, sir, to seize the first oc
casion of opening yourself frankly to Mr Seward, and, if
ne asks it, send mm a copy or tnis aispai.cn.

Receive, sir, the assurance of my high consideration.

I he tyranuy oi Asiatic and European nations ior
fourteen hundred years forced this profession upon them,
as the only means of subsistence, in the absence of all
other rights of citizenship. It has only been a few
years since the bjastid freedom of British legislation
emancipated this very large clats of her n:ot useful and
frugal subjects : which was effected through the efforts
of the accomplished DTsratli and Lord George Bon-tinc- k,

and which marks a new era in i he Christian
civil'Zition of the old woild.

Tic Northern papers abouud with invectives against,
these people on account of their scarcity in the aboli-

tion army, which fact has not been complained of in
the South, where the Jews were among the very firs to
open their houses to the sick and wounded, and to come
forward to the aid of the South with m' n and money.

Wocdbn Puok M anuf AcroBT We v;sited a day or two
since, the Wooden shoe Manufectory of Messrs Theim &

Fraus, of this City, whose advertisement appears in our
paper to-ea- Ae nad frequently heard ot this establish
ment, but we had no idea, until our visit to it, that it wgs
so thorough and interesting in its operations as we found k
to be. J he enterprising manuiacturfs nave in tneir em-

ployment some thirty hands, and are turning out about one
hundred pair cf shoes per day. The shape and size of the
shoe are li st marked and f awed out, and then it is bored
and seooped ou", and fashioned at the bottom, and sand
papered, and lined, and painted, and topped with leather,
and thus finished in various rooms in the same building
Most of this work is done by machinery, driven by st am.
The wood used is gum and poplar, which is well steamed
before the shoe ia made. We understand thes e shoes a:e
actually lighter than the leather brogran of the sajie num-

ber, and as for durability, the bottoms will last until tLe
next war. We learn that Messrs. Theim & Fraps, who are
finishing one hundred pair per day, have more orders than
they can fill.

Wooden shoes are worn in the northern part of Euros e,
and in some localities in this country ; but we suppose this
is the first manufactory of the sort, by maehinery and steam,
which has been established Raleigh Standard.
