As the
Pensacola pas3?d the creek, the batteries gave her two
parting shots but without doing any-damag-

e. The ex-

cuse made by those in charge of the guns for the failure
to strike is that the steamer was running very fast and
that a thick fog was prevailing at the time. Without
meaning to criticise the blockade we must be permitted
to say that, as for efficiency, it is about as next akin to
no blockade at all as could well be.

On Saturday evening, as we learn from a gentleman
who witnessed the occurrence, three Federal steamers

any right eif ownership, by Air. Buchanan, when he re-

When the
Prince of Wales visited the White Ilcuse, the autumn
befoie last, be. mentioned to Miss Lane that he had some
fine engravings of his father and mother on board the
Hero, at Portland, which it would gratify him if she
would accept. She of course replied that it would give
her very great pleasure to receive them. Shortly after
the Prince reached Portland, Miss Lane received a roll
containing the two prints.

LvDiAXAroLis, Jan. 9. The Democratic State Con-
vention convened yesterday morning, and was largely
attended, every county but eight being represented.

same desi e to settle the internal disseution, that it re-c- e

ntly enacted to avoid a war with England ; that the
Republicans had demonstrated their inability to conduct
the government through the present difficulties, denoun-
cing all the violations of the Constitution as usurpations
oi power ; that the disregard of the writ of habeas cor-
pus, the imprisonnent of citizens in the loyal States are
flagrant violations of the Constitution ; that the seizure
of Mason and Slidell waa either legal or illegal if" the
former, neither nation had been humiliated by their sur-
render under threnls ; of tbe latter they should bave
been delivered up before imprisonment.

Lattat from the Indian Country.
From the Fort Smith, (Arkansas) Times, Jauuarj 3d
Latest from thk Skat of War. Col Mcintosh,

Capt. Armstrong, Lieut. Thornton, and several other
officers arrived yesterday from tba battle ground. We
learn that our army pursued tbe enemy for 25 miles on
the next day after the battle, but did not overtake any
of the Indians. Col. Stand Watie, with about 300 of
his men came upon a party, killed 15 or 16, and took
about 40 prisonere, some women and children. The
rout was so complete, that the enemy scattered every-
where. Opof bleyholo was not in the fight, but.left either
the evening before or on the morning of the fight. One
of tbe leaders, a Seminole by the name of Alligator, was
killed. About 300 Indian ponits were captured, and
about the same numbe r of cattle. The Indians felt
certain that they could whip our men, who numbered
about 1,400, and the Indians about 1,700 or 2,000.
They had a strong position in a deep hollow, and when
our troops made their appearance they raised the war
whoop and commenced firing, which our men did not
returijuntil they came up clese to the enemy, when they
charged, and tbe Indians broke and ran, and the fight
continued for ten miles.

This is one of the most expeditious and successful
campaigns of tbe season, and proves Col. Mclntcsh a
good officer, and the.Ttxans and Arkansians invincible
troops.

ed by many as an evidence that onr batteries in that
neighborhood have failed of effecting the purpose for

We have reason to know that this is in a great measure

a mistake. At times, as in the extreme darkness of a

moonless night, or in tl e grey ol a foggy morning, when

a man tan hardly be seen twenty yards, a vessel or two

may slip past by running, not forcine, the blockade.

It was impossible to see her -t any time distinctly, and

the firing upon her must have been greatly at random.

The blockade of the Potomac by our batteries is as
efficient aa the blockade- - e f the mouth of Charleston

harbor by the Lincoln fleet, and as many vtssele slip by

one ns the other.

Wilmington Threaten ki The Bckusidk Fxpedition.
A private dispatch was ieeeiv-- d here yesterday, about
noon, stating that forty-fiv- e Federal vessels were off the
mouth of the Cape Fear river. The dispatch is undeisto- d
to bs from a source entitling it to ciedit. Jt is not unliktly
that this naval force ia the Burrwide ezpeditiou, or compo-
sed of a portion of it and that only a lew of their vessels
were driven back off Cape Henry , which will account for
the reported return of the expedition in the Norfolk dis-
patches of yesterday. The force of the enemy may be ex-
aggerated, but the eTspatcb, in other respects, is entitled to
credit. There is considerable anxiety to hear further of
this demonBtiation of tbe enemy It is thought hardly pro-
bable that the enemy will attempt the approach upon Wil-
mington by the river, which is under the gsns of Fort Cas-
well. The land approach across the sand barrens cf the
peninsula is more doubttul.

We need not say that the dispatch is not only w itb-o- ut

foundation, but without the shado v ot foundation,
for, to our knowledge there was not even a colorable Tu-

rner upon which to base it. Such is news when it is
reliable.' God knows where these people may now be
or how scon we may htar more of thtm than will be

pleasing to us, but why people should circulate sensa-

tion reports of this kind, and at this time, is more than
we can well understand.

We can assure the public here and elsewhere that the
dispatches of the Associated Press will contain all in
relation to matteis here that can properly be made pub-

lic, and which are of sufficient importance, and suff-

iciently verified to make it worth while to telegraph
them, and nothing the.

But perhaps the strangest thing about this sensation
item is, that we have the beat reason to know that it
never was telegraphed from Wilmington, North Caro-

lina, at all .'

It is strange, very strange, the revelations ol char-

acter which revolutions bring forth. As was said of
the conuptions incident to the passage by bribery of

rptrret and astonishment. While we are satisfied that,
in vnrir action, vou were prompted by patriotic consid
crations, yet, we are very certain that, so far from ac-

complishing the end proposed, it will be attended with

the incst mischievous conseqences, and result in great
injury to our common country. We earnestly request

you, therefore, to reconsider and repeal the above act,
for the followini? reasons :

First It places tbe Confederate States of America,
in a religious point of view, in a false ana most unjur
tunate position before the civilized world. It is very
well known that there is no nation upon earth in which
Christianitv. in its Drtsent forms, is more highly appre
ciated by tbe people in whicb a larger proportion of

the population are worthy communicants oi toe various
Christian denominations. Never, in the history of tbe
world, was there an army in which could be found such
a large proportion ot pious, devout Christians, as at
present compose the Confederate army. And yet, the
Chanlains in this armv receive less pay, are forced to
occupy a lower rank, and consequently are treated with
less respect than in any other Christian nation upon
earth. If we are not mistaken, in England the Chap
lain takes rank immediately after his commanding oth
cer. In France, Spain and Russia, it is, we believe,
about the same. Even in that depraved, semi-infid- ei

despotism with whichwe are now at war, the Chaplain
eniovs tbe rar.k, pay, quarters and rations of a captain
of the post that is, he receives $150 per month, his
travelling expenses and other important items, included.
How, then, can the late action of your body be regard
ed by England, France and other Christian nations, in
any other light, than as a degradation of the Christian
Ministry by our Government; as discarding religion
from our army; and as ignoring the religious sentiment
of our Confederacy! We know that this was not your
design; but still, we fear that this construction will be
placed upon it by the nations of Europe.

Secondly We request you to repeal that act, because
its effect is injurious to the soldiers cf the army. In
some insnces, pious men io the array finding them-

selves destitute of religious instruction, have felt obliged
to support a Chaplain by thtir own voluntary contribu-
tions. Thus, after they have given up their profitable
business at home, and consented to exptse their lives in
defence of their country, theymust either go without
the bread of life, oi else give part of the pittance receiv-
ed from the Government, to Eupport a pastor. That
act, then, which cut down the salary of the Chaplain,
has virtually diminished the pay of the piou3 men in the
ranks. Here, then, ia the petition in which thousands
of praying men, now in the army, are placed : 1st.
They must be deprived of the presence, instruction and
spiritual guardianship of a minister of Christ, because
the Government ha3 refused that minister an adequate
support ; or, 2nd. They must receive the Gospel at
tbe hands of a young and inexperienced man ; or, 3rd
They must, out of their own private funds, support a
clergyman whose experience and talents qualify him to
fill the place cf pastor with dignity and usefulness.

Thiraly We urge you to repeal that act, because it
inflicts great injustice vpon those' ministers uho had ac-

cepted chaplaincies piiorto its passage. Many clergy-
men, of various denominations, had resigned their
charges, ia which they were receiving salaries sufficient
to support their families, and, prompted by patriotic
motives, bad accepted positions in the army as Chap-
lains. In tbis capacity, had the law remained unchang-
ed, they wonld not have received more; and in some
cases not as much, as they would bave received from
their former charges. Now, we appeal to you, if it was
right ? if it was in good faith to cut down their salary,
under these circumstances ? It may be said, " Let them
resign their position in the army." We reply, many
have resigned, because they fed that the Government had
acted in bad faith with them. But their resignation dia
not place them back in their former charges ; and some
of them are thus left without provision to support their
lainilies. Bat we are told, " the Government must econ
omize." very well; but why should the salary of
Chaplains be cut don for the sake of economy, and yet
ine salaries oi burgeons and all other officers remain un
touched ?

For these considerations, we respectfully request vou
to repeal the above act ; and we would also urge you to
adopt such measures as will secure the services of an
experienced Chaplain for every regiment in the army.

Loss of Southern Trade by tub Northwest.

The St. Louis Republican, alluding tothelcs3 of South
ern trade by the Western States ot the Lincoln govern-
ment says :

" See what aw'-dl- y desolating results have followed
the cessation ot that commerce. The Western States
of Europe are trembling under it. Our own North
momentarily benefitted by a demand lor army supplies,
does not feel it, as it will by and by. But survey the
West with no choice of an outlet to Europe eave
through New York its . products at half their former
price, and all its purchases at double that price. In
fact, tbe farmer of the West can scarcely raise produce
at current prices, tne gros3 yield ot bis farm would
not pay the wages of the bands necessary to raise it.
No part of tbe United States is more afflicted by the
cessation of the Southern trade. Men now see the fal-

lacy of all those theories that belittled Southern indus-
try, and the importance of Southern commerce with it,
to the rest of the United States. Let us give some cred-
it to the meri who, while sustaining a system which,
though legal, has been held up to the unsparing odium,
have made that system productive of so many and great
benefits that the withdrawal of them has reat fear and
trembleng through the nations."

The Cincinnati Gazette furnishers a very important
fact in regard to the extent thelvorthwest is suffering
by the cutting off of the trade of the South. That pa-
per estimates that there will be a surplus of 89,000,C.OO
pounds of bacon in that portion of the United States
this year should tbe Southern markets not be opened.
I his will involve a loss of about $7,000,000 in the item
of bacon alone.

Galveston. There bas been no confirmation of the
late report by telegraph that Galveston has been occu-
pied by the enemy. It probably took its origin from
an article in a Houston paper which was copied into a
New Orleans journal. We find a letter in the New
Orleans " Delta," from an officer in the Confederate ser-
vice, severely denouncing the statement so made public,
as untrue and inju ions. Tbis letter, dated December
29th, speaking ot tbe city of Galveston and the pnrposes
concerning it. sava :

- That the city and Island of Galveston will, in case of
uu auaca Dy me enemy, be defended at all hazards, and
to the very bitterest extremity ; that every foot of soil
will be contested, every acre of channel and harbor he
struggled for, while a hundred of our thousands can be
rallied. I will predict further, that if there be any vir-
tue in bullets, in heavy metal or light metal, in long
range or short range, in field guns or casemated guns,
in open fight or ambush, in torpedoes, submarine maga-
zines, mined channels and.extempoianeous gunboats, in
breastworks, redan3, redoubts and bastions, in cutlasses,
swords, bowie knives and daggers, with mothers on the
house tops to cheer us in the struggle, and even young
maidens, determined not to leave their homes and broth-
ers. I say, if in these things there be virtue, then every
Lincoln vandal or Hessian that plants his accursed foot
upon this island shall bite the dust in his "agonies, and
Galveston shall survive the shock, a monument to Texan
valor. Richmond Enquirer.

Save the ice, wherever it can
be saved. It will be all needed.

Ihis principle has governed us in the erection of
Batteries to cover the approaches to Wilmington.

I need not tell you where these Batteries are located, but
suffice it to say they are deemed ample for the delenoe of
the place.

If well served, they are quite sufficient to rspel the foe.
As much might be said of the coast and other river Batte-

ries. f the gnns now in position are (fficienUy served, as I
trust they will be, our families may repose in safety under
thu shade of " their own vine and fig trees, with none to
molest or make them afraid."

We may be permitted to remark that we must some-

how have failed to express oar meaning in the brief ar-

ticle to which Col. F. refers, since he understands it
so differently from what we intended it to be understood.

We did not speak of the presence of a battery or
batteries at the point or points indicated, as means ef
covering or defending the town from the approach of
gunboat , but as a dernier resort, should, in ar,y, way the
covering defences be passed by any portion of the fleet,
and to be used in the event of this portion taking a posi-

tion in our river to shell the town. Then surely nothing
could be lost, and much might be gained by revealing
the fire ot a sufficient number of guns to make that bu-

siness unprofitable.

But of course we defer to those whose jadgment in
such matters carries authority, while we merely offer
suggestions under correction, and add these remarks to
show that we have not been quite so forgetful or un-

thinking as might be supposed.

In a speech delivered lat week iD the Federal House
of Representatives, by Mr. Cockling, of New York, he
stated that besides the defeat, and the large loss of arms
and munitions of war, there was a sacrifice of nine hun-

dred and thirty men at the battle of Leesburg, or Ball's
Bluff, on the Potcmac, where the Confederate troops
nuder General Evans, drove the Federals un ler Baker,
with such terrible slaughter into the river.

This is far more loss than the Federals have ever be-

fore admitted more indeed than they admitted as killed
at Manassas.

Postmaster General Regan states the number of
