Jn rain we woald tell them that our
inaaufacturerswoald soon change their machinery and
adapt it to the necessities of tba times; that oar govern-
ment was making great exertions to procure cotton from
India and Africa; that it was our interest to foster oar
own colonies and to prodace it there if possible; and
that the longer we were deprived aof America as a mar-
ket, the more strenuous, would our efforts be to render
ourselves independent of it. - But it was no use; thej
wete ineradicably impressed with the conviction that
they can command the market at any time, and that the
distance from England at,which its rivals are placed
must always give the Confederacy a great advantage.

The possibility of the North succeeding in obtaining
any important success by "opening a port," was univer-
sally ridiculed. If they were to succeed in making a
descent on Florida or South Carolina, an event which
appearet' to be earnestly hoped for, we were told that
no material sesult, would ensue; the prodace of the coun-

try would be removed to the interior, where it would
lie safely in &e bosom of trackless forests; and sooner
than allow it to fall into the enemy's hands, the people,
would burn or destroy every pound. No such extreme
measure as this, however, appeared to b anticipated,
for the crop of this year being still oa the plantations,
no grewt quantify is accumulated ia any one locality.

Reirg now desirous of pushing on to the army, we
spent but a short time in Georgia and North Carolina,
and were happy to find on our arrival at Richmond,
that Pres-iden- t Davis was none the worse for the numer-
ous deaths, violent, sudden, and natural, which had
lately overtaken him, according to the various Tribunes,
Times aud Heralds of the North. iJis popularity

while nothing has rsore served to effect that social sepa-

ration which the people take pleasure in declaring it as
complete now as if the Confederacy bad been establish-
ed for fifty years.

Charleston being the Commercial Emporium f South
Carolina, which was the first State to " go out " of the
Union, may be said to be the metropolis of secession.
Her harbor, shallow bay, with low marehy woods on
each side, which are plentifully supplied with racoons,
Eqirrels, rattlesnakes and malaria, contains the famous
Sumter. The town, built on a promonotory jutting out
into the harbor, looks straight upon the sea, and the

battery " from which the ladies waved their hanker-chie- fs

curing the siege, lies along the water's edge, and
forms the favorite promenade of the fair and gallant ts.

The Fort is situated about five miles from the " Bat-
tery," nearly half way between it and the mouth of the
bay, and more than a mile from the Northern and
Southern Ehores. It is a brick pentagon building, built
upon an artificial island and contains three tiers of guns,
the two lower btring in casemates, and the higher one in
embrasures. The former are protected by arched bomb
proof aud rings, the latter by a parapet eight feet hili.
The number of guns altogether is about 140. Rund
the parade are the men's quarters, and in the centre
stand two furnaces for heating The magazines
are capable of containing 40,000 pounds of powder with
a proportionate quantity of shot and shell.

During the siege, the garrison consisted only of one
major, three captains, four lieutenants, one sergeant,
fifteen bandsmen and fifty-fiv- e gunners, making a tofal
of 79,-o- r about sufficient to fight ten guns. Upon this
work were brought to bear fifty pieces of heavy artillery
from batteries erected on both of the harbor and
from Fort Moultrie, situated on the northern shore.

but we may mention that on Thursday, the 11th April,
General Reauregard made a demand on Major Ander

If we remaiked that the political power ot the Uni-
ted States kudjbeen for many years ia the hands of the
Southern party, who ought therefore to have remedied
these evils, we'were told, True; many Northern men
the whole Democratic party, in fact disagreeing with
the extreme Republican?, would vote with the South on
general subjects, and in the choice of statesmen ; but
wheu it became a question between the two great sec-

tions into which the country is divided, the North
would unite and outvote the South. That Southern
statesmen acquiesced in a financial policy of which they
disapproved, because they feared that, if the manage-
ment of all tits were given into the bunds of the Repub-
lican party, the ivils complained of would be immedi-
ately aggravated, and the condition of their country
rendered altogether despeiate. '1 he division among the
Democrats had led to the return of Mr. L ncoiu, and
the triumph of a party purely sectional, but pledged to
the destruction of the peculiar institutions and material
interests of the South

The women of all classes seemed cot Iosj unanimous
and devoted than the men. Aloeg the line cf railway
crowds wiiVed tbv.ors Hiid handkerchiefs as the train
bore towards the feat ( f war ti.Oc-- who were nearest to
their afleciions.

In passing along thelinc of railway between Mont-
gomery and Chariestcm, we had mfiny opportunities of
couverMtg with the soldiers in the trains ; these were
representatives o; every class in the country planters,
lawyeis, shop-keeper- s and even clergymen. Our con-

versation was generally quickly courted and questions
eagerly as to our opinion upon the war.

Rut " conspicuous by their absence," were the farmer
boys a body from which the best of the ncithern army
are recruited. Iu the Sown, of course, this class does
not exist, li e? whole ol the iield-labo- r beirg carried on
by slaves. This mdustrul peculiarity, which was con-

sidered by foreigners the great weakness of the Confede-
rates, k&s hitherto proved to them a tower of strength.
We louad in ail the States which we visited, agricultu-
ral operations progressing with as much vigor and reg-

ularity as iu times of profound pence1. Indeed, tracks
of land hitherto allowed to run waste will, this year, be
sown in corn to counteract as much a3 possible, the in-

convenience of the blockade.
Rut the slaves are not employed exclusively in out-

door labor. Necessity has taught the South that she
must rely upon hersclt for many things which she can-
not do without, and which, in former times, it was
cheaper to import than to manufacture. Ldrge num-
bers ot hand-loom- s and spinning, wheels are seen in the
country districts, which the population are rapidly learn-
ing to make good use of ; and we met one planter who
showed us enou-- h doth for the uniforms of fifty men,
that heel been entirely made on his own premises.

Again, before the war, leather was so little manufac-
tured io the South, that bid. s were seldom tanned, and
tan yards were almost unknown. Shoemaking.'saddle-ry- ,

and-ma- ny other industrial employments, are now be-

ing quickly brought into operation ; and all the coun-
try appears to want is the machinery to adapt its bound-
less natural productions to the want3 of man. 'lhe
blockade, has undoubtedly been productive of great in-
dividual inconvenience. Ail communication by letter
has been cut off. Friend3 are unable to correspond.
Painful instances are met with tverv dav of the anxietv
to hear tidings of relatives abroad. Rut we doobt very
much whether it has at all materially crippled the South,

The Southern official account has not yet been pub-

lished, but when it is, we think the public will read with
surprise the list of articles actually 44 carried over " to
General Johnston's stoies after the 21st of July. It will
be seen that the celebrated masked batteries must have
been aitogether'a myth, the battle having taken place
at least two mile3 from where the nearest Confederate
gun was situate on the morniag, and at light angles to
the position at which the cttack was anticipated.

Several wounded soldiers were walking about the
ground the day we visited it, who took great pleasure in
show ng U3 the places where the hottest of the contest
took place. One of them, an Irishman, belonged to that
gallant band of 800 who bote the whole brunt of the
enemy's left for the first two hours in the morning.

This is tbe only monument as yet
erectetl ; but numbers of graves are to be seen around
the brow of the hill where the final struggle took place.

We have heard it frequently remarked that the vol-

unteer system was tried find found wanting at the battle
of 44 Manassas ;" but surely the best reply that can be
given io such a statement i8 that the whole of the South-
ern army is composed of volunteers ; and we saw many
regiments which arrived in Virginia only four days be-

fore the action.
'1 he time which we i"ad allowed ourselves for our

American tour being now nearly spent, we returned, to
JNew lork, where we louad moat persons altogether ra
ignorance of the feelings and intentions of the Houth:
and so strong in the confidence generally reposed in the
numerical strength ot their vast army, the alleged em-cien- cy

of the navy, and the great wealth of the Naw
England States, that few persons are to be met with
who think gloomily of the future. The hundreds of
contractors, who are making large fortunes by the war,
form no inconsiderable portion of the public. The
taxation consequent upon the State spending nearly

300,000 a day hes net yet fallen upon the people,
while their worst passions are excited by an unscrupu-
lous and oue-sid- ed press. Better men, and far more
true to the Constitution, tl an the Government, would
then be heard. Genius, virtue, integrity, now languish-
ing in Fort Lafayette, if too late to save the Union,
will then at least be exerted to bind together what re-mai-us.

But, alat! a ragmg democracy now supports a
Ministry which bears no reproof, and will endure no cri-

ticism; and signs pregnant with those consequences
eloquently predicted by Sir JBulwer Lytton are rising
in the political horizon. Gen. .Fremont has beeu re-

moved from the command of an army over which he
possessed undoubted influence, and although no success
has hitherto attended its efiorts, the supporters of the
Union in tbe West are ardent admirers ol its Jatecbtet.
Whether he is destined to become the head of' an Abo-
lition Cabinet at Washington, or the Dictator of a
Northwestern Republic, we cannot attempt to foretell;
but we mistake the character of the man if he be con
tented long to remain in a subordinate position. Om
thing is, however, certain; his removal will not aflect
Southen politics. By this measure, ol course Mr.
Lincoln wishes to impress upon the seceded States that
it is his intention now to preserve tbe "institution in
all its integritv; but such a policy is too late. The
South cannot believe in men who, merely catching at a
straw, repudiate in the hour of peril the doctrines which
they have hitherto held, ar.d to which alone they owe
their advancement.

In these islands, of course, we all pray for universal
emancipation. We have made enormous sacrifices in
the cause ourselves, but ve canr.ot help sympathising
with ten millrors ol people struggling for

independence;

j i f inor can we tninii mat tne condition ot tn? cegro in tne
Southern States will remain long what it now is, but
that, if European intercourse be established with the
Jon ederaey, and she be admitted into the family ot
nations, ce mmerce, always iiVOrabie to Ireedom, will
then gradually, but surely effect far more humane re--

suits than thoie which the most sincere abolitionists can
ever attain.

From Below Mr. John Gilliland, who came np from
Skidaway last evening, informs ns that there were thirteen
vessels of the enemy'ts fleet off the Island in view of our bat
teries, seven of them being steamers.

The steamer St. John's. ith a rfeconnoitering party, con

voyed by the Confederate steamer Savannah, went down
vesterdav to Wall s Cut to examine the obstructions recent
ly placed in that channel, and to look after the Yankees,
who. it was known, had recently been prowling about in
that viciDity. On approaching the point in the cut where
tbe bull of a vessel had been sunk athwart the channel, they
discovered two boats, one containing eight, the other four
Yankees, rowing for dear life to make good their escape.
Our men fired their must? eta and rifles at them, but at so
great a distance that it is not probable that any of the shot
took enact.

On reaching the old bulk, it was found that the Yankees
had been at work endeavoring to remove it, so as to open
a Dassaere Tor their gunboats, uy the aid or ancnors ana
hausers they h.d slewed round the hull, which had been
sunk athwart the channel, bo that it now lies tore ana ait,
up and down tha cut. They had taken the caboose on Bhore,
where they used it for a hut. Several other huts, built of
white nine boards, were also discovered, which had been
recently occupied by the enemy. In the huts were found a
quantity of coffee, biscuit and other provisions, with a quan-
tity of bedding, b'atiets, Ac.

Our men bnrned tne caboose and tore down tne wmte
pine cabins aid thre w the boards into the river. Among
other prizes made by them was an anchor which had been
uaed by tbe Yankees in their operations on tbe old hulk,
which, with the rest, was brought to the city. Another
larger anchor waa for.nd, which oar men. were unable to
bring away. .

the mastermind that directs ths great plan of the
Campaign, and every important affair of the state,
foreign and domestic.

Having been kindly provided with a pass to the
headquarters of oue of the generals near Manassas,
about a hundred aud twenty miles from Richmond, we
were allowed to go up in a soldier train. All along the
line we fouud flags waving from the houses aud crowds
assembled at the stations to bid God speed to those who
were leaving home, family, and profession for the rough
realities of active warfare.

Gen. Johnston, the 44 chief " of the army in Yirgiaia,
is a man who appears to be abo-.i- t the age of forty five
or fifty- - Io statue he is middle s:ze, and possess s a
poweiful upright form, a quick, intelligent eye, while bis
manner is indicative of that resedute determination for
which he has always been distinguished. General
Deauregrard, the second in command, looks two or three
vears voumrer. ami bears in his face strong marks of
Fr- - joh origin, while his features are those which gene-

rally characterize the gentlemen of Louisiana, his native
State. Small, active ana wiery, ne strucK us as a man
eapabie of doing much hard work and enduring great
fatigue. Gen. Gnstavus Smith, late Street Commis-
sioner at New York, the schoolfellow and iwtimate
friend of General McClellan, is third in rank. He is
taller thau the other two, broad-Fhouldirt- d, slightly in-

clined to flesh, with as honest and straightforward a
countenance as is possible to see: All three were dis-

tinguished at West Point Academy, and served after-

wards with credit in the Mexican war. Undoubted
bravery, scientific attainments, uuimpeached integrity,
kicd disposition, and lofty patriotism, are qualities
which the army believe their three greaji commanders
to be endowed with. 'I bis conviction, added to the
surprising sucees3 that has hitherto crowned the South-
ern cause, inspires iu the ranks a coi.fi fence seldom to
be found in newly raised batt.diions.

We must, of course, speak with reserve just now of
our visit to the great force which is defending the North-
east of the Confederacy, and take care that we do not
abuse the confidence --K ith which, as guests of a distin-
guished cfrieer, we were favored.

1 he country for many miles around Manassas is hiil
and dale, covered naturally with dee hard wood of va-

rious kinds, which is cieared away fiom time to time,
leaving pitches of open ground, varying iu size from ten
to a hundred acres ; bur few of these spaces are greater
in extent than the Green Park in London, whilst some
of them are much les3. Altogether the character of lhe
district would not be unlike that of the neighborhood of
Rrownley, in Kent, if the latter were more extensively
wooded and less geneially cultivated. Ihrough the val-

leys run numerous streams, the largest beirfg Ruli's Run,
,a winding but somewhat sluggish river, about forty feet
wide, varying in depth from two to eight feet, with rocky
banks cn each side, which in some places are quite per
pendicular, t he different canifs are scattered about
through this great wooded tract in stro.ig positions, but
so Utile seen are they that frequently, when galloping
down a narrow pathway, we would find ourselves in the
midst of tents and soldiers almost before we could pull
up our horses.

The hr&e. thing which struck us in riding tnrougti the
country was the respect which is everywhere shown for
the rights of property. Gentlemen's villaa lie along the
ryads over which many thousand soldiers daily pass, and
we never saw a piece of paling burnt or a garden intrud-
ed upon ; and in the vil.age3 the poultry and pigs are
running about as in times of profound peace.

The appearance which a regiment presents on parade,
isiemaikable to the eve of a European. Many are
composed of companies who have uniforms ol different
c61ors ; but in these cases there is always some distinc
tive badge by which their particular caps can be easily
told. This defect, consequent upon the companies being
raised in different neighborhoods, is being quickly rem
edied, and we saw numerous regiments which had lately
arrived, whose dress was all that the Horse Guards
could desire.

The personnel of the army is very varied. For in
stance, in the Louisiana regiments are seen the bronzed
and hery-eye- d r rench ureoies, mingled witn many irisn
and native Americans from New Orleans. The Alaba-mian- s

proud of their gallant 4tb, their flying artillery,
and other regiments, may be known by their strong
frames, gay manners, and devil-may-ca- re air. lhe South
Carolinians, sallow in complexion, tall in stature, sel
dom need the Palmetto to tell the stranger the State
from which they come; but in all regiments it is easy to
perceive differences in manner and bearing, indicative
of the various classes of which the army is composed.

Numbers ot wealthy planters serve as privates, side
by side, with the prctessional man, the shop-keepe- r, the
clerk, the laborer; and all go through the ordinary fa
tigue duties incident to camp life. We . saw a poor ne-

gro servant actually shedding tears because his master
on being told off to dig a trench round a battery, would
not allow him 41 to lend a band."

44 Twill neber do, massa," he said: "I go tarnal mad
wid demdarn'd Yankees."

One d 7 we heard a lad boasting to one of a different
regiment of the number cf gentlemen io his company
who had thousands of dollars at their command. The
latter replied, "Ob, of course they fight ; but we have
some in ours who have not got a cent!''

The drivers
ure regularly "enlisted into the army, and paid by the
regiment; so here is a lorce which does not cost the coun
try a single farthing. Their efficiency is undoubted, and

Apparently, at least, for as they marched past the Gene-

ral with a long swinging step, singing in a wild martial
air, we thought they were a3 formidable a body of men
as we should care to see.

1 he drill of the army is the same as the French, the
step even quicker than the Zouaves, and a good deal
longer than that of the English infantry. Movements
are executed with considerable precision, an a; rapidly
as in English light iufmtry battalion.

From the reports we have heard in the North, we
expected to find ragged and half-cla-d regiments ; instead
of whicl we failed, during many rides through the va-

rious cai ps, to see one man who was not clad in service-
able attL. It was expected that winter clothing would
be served out before the 1st November, and that dress
would then become uniform.

Rut the point to which chief attention of officers and
men is directed is the arms. Besides the Enfield rifle,
most of the privates in the army carry at least' one re-

volver and a bowie-knif- e : these are invariably kept
bright and in good condition ; and the early training
which all Southerners undergo in shooting squirrels as
soon as they are able to handle a gan, gives them a fa--
cility for using their weapons & a correctness or aim mai
render?- - their nre unusuany lormiaaDie.

son to surrender, to which the latter replied it would be
inconsistent with h"i3 daty to comply with that. Coder
the direction of President Davis, General Reauregard
informed the Maior that if he would evacuate the fort
when his provisions were exhausted, there would be no
appeal to arms. This o.'.-- t was refu.-ed- , and the first
Confederate gun opened fire on Friday morning, the
12th, making the commencement of civil war in the
United States.

The bombardment lasted during the whole day and
following night, when, about nina o'clock on Saturday
morning, a column of smoke rising above the battle-
ments announced the fact tlwt 44 Sumter was on fire."
About this time Col. Wigall, aid-de-ca- to the Gen-

eral, and private Young, embarked in a small boat, and
enteiing the fort through a port-hol- e, demanded a sur-

render. Maj. Anderson replied, " They are still firing
oi me.' 44 Then takedown your flag," said Col. Wig-fa'- l,

they will continue to fire on you sdlong as that is

up.' After some exptauaUons in the course of which it
appeared that tue small garrison were fast suffocating in

the casemates, the gallant con,maoder agreed to an un-

conditional surrender to Geo. Reauregard, who, as Col.
Wiglafl remarked, 44 is a soldier and a gentleman, and
knows how to treat a brave enemy." A horse was the
only living thing killed during the bombardment, 'his
is explained on the one hand, by the guns in the em-

brasures having been scarcely worked at all, while those
in the lowest tier, the only ones used, were covered with
two strong boomb-proo- f arches, and on the other, by

the protection afforded to the gunners in the works on
shore, and from the long range at which the combatcn'--
engaged.

Few persoiis are now admitted to the fortret-s- , but we
were allowed to walk over the whole by the courtesy of

the commanding ofTieer, a: d must therefore speak of its
present condition with reserve, particularly as at the
time we are writing some of the enemy's largest vessels
ot war are off the harbor, aud for ail we know, may be
meditating a descent upon C harleston. It was quite
evident that the fort had sutLr-.- considerably, both in-

side and out, from the Confederate guns ; but by great
labor and energy it has since been placed in a complete
state of defence, and is now garrisoned by as fine a body
cf men as South Carolina can produce.

At Charleston we had an opportunity of visiting one
of i hose societies for which are organized throughout the
whole South for supplying the army with clothes.
The central depot is situated in the middle of the town.
In the basement Hour we found large packages mark-
ed for different regiments then at the seat of war.
Up stairs several ladies were engaged jn arranging in
44 lots " different kinds of uniform and measuring out
cloth, flannel, linen, cotton, to be made up by the
hands of the fairest in the land.

AVe learnt from those who have tne superintendence
of this vast establishment that about 1000 ladies are
dailv cmnloved at their sewing machine's making differ

ent articles of military attire. The work of the week
which had vast then elapsed consisted of 200 coats, 800
pairs of trousers, 300 shirts, besides worsted gloves for
the winter, stockings ; old linen, and many artice3 which
were sold lor the benefit of the Society s funds.

'1 hese establishments save the government enormous
sums ot money, and appear to be increasing in nuarbers
and efficiency every day.

The army, being composed in a great measure cf vol-

unteers, jjossesses the hearty sympathy and affection of
the whole population, end as most families have more

than cne of its members atthe war, the comfort of the
soldier is not only universally considered a subject of
patriotic interest, but also one which excites the anxiety
and stimulates the euergy of every household. Wheu
we met ladies who spoke with evident pride of the
number of coats, trousers, shirts, stockings, which they
bad completed, we could cot help hoping that their use-

ful education that the war had given them would not in
happier times be thrown away, and that being indepen-
dent of tailors, dress-makers- , and haberdashers, tbey
would be able to avoid many cf those mundane difficul-

ties which usually beset "frugal marriages" and inter-
rupt 4'the course of true love." We may, perhaps, have
also expressed our conviction that uo "Mother of Se-

ven." south of the Onia, could ever have reason to "la-

ment," but that the daughters of the South, having
emulated the virtues and Spartan fortitude of Penelope,
would each be rewarded with as many suitors and as
brave a husband.

During our tour we had many opportunities of dis-

cussing a question which is generally consi lered to be
the rock ahead of the Confederates namely, the means
of providing the 44 sinews " for carrying on the war.

The government loan simply consists ia a promise oa
the part of the lenders to subscribe specie, any circula-
ting medium, military stores, raw produce, or manutacr
turcd articles, for which the 'borrowers give iu return
treasury notes bearing interest at eight per cent per
aunum, payable halt yearly, and for the ultimate re-

demption of which the honor and wealth of the nation
are pledged. Very large quantities of produce have
already been offered, and the nlost complete confidence
seems to pervade the mind3 of all investers a3 to the suf-

ficiency of the security. The general determination to
succeed, and the importance of the issue involved, is of
course the main foundation for thia feeling. A distin
guished Senator from Tennessee in expressing his opin
ion of these treasury bonds conveyed to u3 pretty cor-

rectly what we found to be the general opinion through-cu- t
the country, lie said, 44 There is but one contin-

gency that can be thought' of, upon the occurrence of
which these bonds may not be paid, or may decline in
marketable, value. That contingency i3 our defeat in
the pecdiug struggle for independence.in which every man
must perceive that we shall all be irrevocably ruined,
and be a'ike stripped of freedom, property and worldly
rc?jectp.oility." What may be the ultimate result of

this financial policy it is impossible to predict ; but we
could perceive in the minds of those most interested no
mistrust in its soundness. The banks have, of course,
suspended specie payment. In this they are supported
by the different State authorities, who naturally are un-

willing that anything should come in competition with
the government securities. In some States solvent bod-

ies have also been allowed to issue notes. - Paper mon-

ey is, therefore, almost the only medium of exchange ;

and the inferior qualities of which it consists has led to
much inconvenience, for it soon gets destroyed and use-

less in the pockets of the bearers. Here again vigor
and energy have met the difficulty, for we found that
rdkchinery had been imported into many districts for
the purpose of making good strong notes, instead of the
villainous scraps hitherto in common use, designated by
the elegant name of 44 shin plasters."

The Government have not prohibited the export of
cotton, except to the JSorthern State;: but self-cons- ti

tuted authorities have, in more than cne instance that
we know of, made it impossible for ships to load which
Lad run the blockade, and whose owners were desirous
of doing so again. The popular feeling "hicb has dic-

tated these violent acts is caused, first, by the desire
that the North should be made to suffer for enforcing
the blockade, and the apprehensions that, if any cotton
were to be aljowed to leave the country, Massachusetts
would manage to obtain it; and, secondly, by the im
pression that ia laying on a general embargo they would
incline European Governments to recognize the Con
federacy. Amongst the enlightened this latter motive
was always repudiated, but there can be no doubt that
the prevalent conviction throughuut the South is that
England cannot do without the "king;" that all cotton,
except American; is either too sborUor too long, and
that the medium is the only staple which Manchester
