Qa the side of the enemy it is thought that
our iufuntry shot down about 25 or 27 of their men
among them a man dressed in the uniform of a Major ;
be was in the rigging of the gunboat, making obscrva-
tions at the time ol his being shot, and fell immediately
to the deck ; if not fatally wounded by the shot he must
have been killed by the fall. After landing 1300 men
at Barficids, the guoboats came up to Winton, and
placed 300 on the wharfl. The entire foree entered the
village, rolled a barrel of tar into the court-Louse, burst
it in and set it on lire. The stately building which cost
the county £30,000 in 1833, is now in ruius. With the
exception of & few books saved by the County Court
clerk, our records are all destroyed ; the entire town,
from Captain Hiram Freeman's ¢mbracing Col. Jor-
dan's Hoel and buildings, the beautiful residence ol
the late Jno. A. Anderson, and all the buildings dowu
to the baok of the Chowan, are destroyed. The jail is
uninjured. -

A member of the Petersburg Artillery is missing—
bis pame is Moffat—ezid to be a man of more than
ordinary intelligence ; be may bhave been killed bya
ghell. In the retreat, the Cocfederates lelt some £3000
or $4000 worth of commissary stores,

On bis arrival at Moont Tabor, Col. Williams re-
ceived a despatch from Gen. Blauchard directing him to
fall back upon Murfreesboro’, which be did that night,
and the next morning he left us lor the Seaboard and
Roaovke Railroad, where we learn ke will soon be join-
€d by Col. Clarke from Garysburg, with his regiment,

and by Col. Ransom's cavalry regunent from Manessas,
These vigoreus movemen's, we trust, will prove suflicient
| to protect the railroad from the enemy. Every man
twith whom I conversed in the regimeut bere, seemed
ouly to regret that the Yaunkees could not be driven
into an open ficld to battle. They would be willing to
meet them even at the cdds of three 1o one,

While at Wintou the federal soldiers committed divers
depredaticns ou private property ; poultry of all kinds
ang pigs were rapidly borpe of. Al the houses which
the tedorals burned were first rif®d of such valuable
conten's a8 eould be taken on board the gun boats, the
rest destroy:d. Belore night the gnoboats retired, and
were seen the same ¢vening passing  Coleraice, twenty
miles below Winten. Up to the preseat writing no
gun-boat bas passed up either the Meherrin or Black-
water rivers,

Overton, lost his clothes by the pilfering of the
Yankees; was bold enongh to go on board and demand
his clothing from the Federal commander. A scarch
was osteusib.y made, when the clothes eould not be
lound, whereupom the Yankee captain cffered to remu-
nerate poor Overton in money; the promise, however,
has not been redeemed

The following is the ordmance jost pussed by the
Coavention, to provide for North Qsrolisa’s quota of
Ceulederate Troops. The ordivance is a very hiheral
onc, and may resalt in spredily raiging the requinite
number of men. The bouuty of fifty dollars by the
State, 1s in addition to the sum of filty dellars already
provided for by Ucugress—making the sum one huo-
dred doilars “bouoty, We regret, Lowever, that the
Convention bave thought proper to dedact from tle
troops now in the field, the paliry sum they have already
recelved as bounty, where they re-culist. Il is a small
busifess to say the least of it, aud we hope the Conven-
tion will yet anend tie ordinunce, su a5 to give men re-
enlistivg, the full sum. We ask in aii earpestness, il
the brave lellows who are wiiling to re-cniist and forego
for a pericd of perbaps two years more the pleasures
and comforts of bome, arg ot entitled 1o as large a
bouuty as that offered to mea wlo bave yet not seen the
camp or fieid ? If it costs anything to fit recruiis for ef-
ficient, active service, the Governm ut is the gainer by
every twelve month’s man that re-enlists. Pat all on a
level in regard to the bounty, and let the twelve month’s
men have the benclit ol tie time they bave served.
