Messrs. Edi'ots: When I commenced my corres
pondence with the Journal last Summer, I expired to
keep it up pretty rcgu'arly during my absence from
your section ol country -- My circuin?t;5nces during the
last lew months, however, have forced me to ant-ndo-

my purpose. Soon after my last was written, I received
an appointment aa Assistant Surgeon in tbe Provision-
al Army of the Conk del ate States, acd was assigned to
duty in the General Hospital of Gen. Wise's command
at the W bite Sulphur Springs, 22a miles Vst of this
city. During my stay at this post, besides having no
leisure for correspondence, it would have be'en impossi-
ble for me to have given anything of interest connected
with our forcts m that f art of the Old Dominion.
