Federal Frisoners.

On Sunday morning tbe Federal prisovers at Mem-
phis were sent off on the Memphis ard Charleston Rail-
road to Tuscumbia, Ala. They composed a portion of
the Yuuks taken at Belment, and a portion sent here
from Fort Douelson, and pumbered in all about twvo
bundred and thirty-seven. 'I'bey were placed in charge
ol a compuny of sixty Alabawians. Judging from
their appearance, they were in good health, but in spirits
very much cust down. Although many applications
have been nade to gain admission to their quarters, lor
the purpose of seeivg and conversing with the prisoners,
but tew Lave ever succeeded in getting a pass. That
was right. 1t is not very pleasant to a prisoner 10 be
stared at, og if he belonged 10 8 menagerie, by visiters;
and sinners as great as these Yavkees are, ehould be left
to themselves snd their own thoughts, as the solitule
and loueliness of their prison-house will fasten repentance
apon their evil bearts 8o strong that when they return
to their bomes in the North they will not ke likely to
join another abolition raid for the purpose of murder-
ing and plondering the fres citzns of this gloricus
Confederate Government.

There was a very large crowd gathered at the prison,
and it was between 10 and 11 o'clock berore the prison-
ers moved off towards the depot. As they passed along
the streets, a lady stepped to her deor and shook her
fist at them and said, * Ob, you rascals, you mordered my
son,and 1 will be revepged on yon yet.” 'The crowd
that {ollowed them to the depot made no ill-natared re-
marks about them, and many of the prisoners expressed
regret on leaving Memplis, as their quarters were so
good and their treatment eo kind aud ecourteous—much
better than they had loped it would be. Caplain
Adams, the commandant of the post, prepared plenty
for them to eat while on their way 1o Alabama. The
few momenta the cars remained at the depot alter the
prisoners get on board, they were engaged in exchang-
iog Memphis mogey for Alabama and New Orleans
funds with the citizens, which seemed to gratily them
very much. The instaot the lecomotive sournded its
whistie the cars moved off, and the liveliest smong the
prisoners shouted “here’s your mule,” sod in a moment
more the iron horse had carried them cut of sight, en
route for a region and & bome in the pleasant plaing in
old Alabuma.— Ez. Paper.

Cavalry, aiter inflicting this damage on the evemy, re-
tired in good order.  On Monday, the Yankee pickets
were thrown nearer the Conledirate outposis, and as a
consequence several of them were sllowed the honor of
a personal interview with Gen. Jackson.
| On Tuesday, at one o'clock, the enemy at Smithfield
and Banker’s Hiil formed a junction about six miles
| from Winchester, and zhout two o’clock attacked the
pickets of Ashby’s cavalry, ubout four miles from the
town A sharp skirmish eosued, in which the epemy
lost geveral kilied and woonded. On ibe Counfederate
side there was po losg, except one borse killed. Detuch-
ments as skivmishers from Companies F acd A, T'wen-
ty first Virginia regiment, were sent out, but the enemy
in strong foree continuing 10 pash on, the skirmishers
were compollid to lail back to the Second Virginia re-
giment.

Whilst this skirmish was progressing, Gen. Jackson’s
eptire comnmand was summoued from their camp to the
expected field of conflict, and never did men respond
with more enthusiasm to any summoss. Our informant
describes the scene at this juncture 88 exciting in tke
highest degree.  ‘The gallunt and indomitable “ Stone-
wall " Jackson superintended in person the selection of
positions for the different batteries. His whole force,
‘infantry, cavalry, and artiilery, amounting in all to
about 5 000 men, for four hours occupied their positions
on the field ; but the enemy, 18,000 strong, declined to
advaoce to the attack, and pight closed with the two
armies about two miles apart. Oao the part of the Con-
federates there was no sign of trepidation, although out-
pumbered nearly four to one.
