Federals in Charlestown, oy last sceonnt.  Yesterday,
when Jacksin went down at the head of Loriog's men,
Lhey gave him three cheers.  'hey are comp lling all to
tuke the vath 1o J flerson, to save their property from
coufiscation, and themselves from arrest.”

Since the above was put in type, we have met with
a genticman who leit winchester ou Tuesday, who re
ports that Gen. Jackson sull held the town when he
ieft, aud it was believed did pot intend to evacaate with-
out & couflict.
