The War in the Gulf—The Defenices of New Orlears |
—List of the Mortar Fleet—New Orleans and 1y

Defenecs.

New Oleans is d'stant one huadred miles sbove the
moutl; of the Mississippt river and five miles south of
Lake Ponchar ram, with which it communicates by
water and ratlway. The levee bas an average width ol
about one bundr. d feet wlore it fronts the town, which
siretches parallel to it tor «bout five wile, and extends
from ope mile to two milis behiud it, chicfly in the di
r ction of the Iake. fhe river imn ! ately opposite has
& width of oue hal! a mile, and 8 «20th of from one huo-
dred and fiity to ove hundred and sixty fecet; end,
gweeping arcucd from the west, first in a north sod theo
in & northeast direction, forms a large creseent shaped
curve

If, as seems probable, the attack has been made by
way of Lake Pouchartrain, the fleet in entering the
lake bad to pass through one ¢r two chansels (formed
by an island at its mouth) called the Rigolets, which
were extensively fortified. The fort on the island is
called Fort Pike. Opposite the fort on the right there
was a heavy battery, pame unknown, and on theleft
band side of the otber chanuel stood Fort Wood.—
B_tteriea have been erected and intrenchments thrown
up within the past year extending from Chef Montein,
in Lake Borgue, along the border of Lake Ponchartrain
guarding in all directicna tbe spproaches Lo the city,
the principal deteners being called Lakeville and Lake-
port.

The Rebels, however, seemed to have expected the
city would be attacked by way of the Buliz:, and made
more extensive preparatiops for defence in that direc-
ticu. Below we give an extract of a letter dated from
New Orleans, snd published in the Richmond Dispatceh,
describing the definces of that city, which evubles the
reader to _forin & more accurate judgment of the fortifi
cations erected oo the banks of tke Miesisgippi river be-
low the city, than we could hope to furnish from the
sources of information at haud.

[Correzpondence of tke Richmond Diepa‘ch.]

NEw OrrLeans, 1862.—The Mississipyi is fortified so
as to be impassable for any hostile fleet or flotilia.—
Forts Jackscn and St. Philip are armed with 170 bheavy
guos (68 pounders, rifled by Barkley Britten, and re-
ceived from England.) The navigation of the river is
slopped by a dam of sbeut a quarter of a mile Irom
the above forta. No flotilla on earth would foree that
dam in legs than two hours, duricg which it would be
within short and croes range of 170 guas of the largest
calibre, many of which would be served with red hot
shot, pumerous farnaces for which have becn erected in
every fort aud every battery.

In a day or two we shull have rcady twe iron
cased floating balterics  IThe platea are four and a
half inches thick, o! the best hammered iron, received
from England and France. Each iron cased battery
wiil mount twenty 68 pounders, placedeo as to skim
the water, aund strike, the enemy’'s hall between wind
and water.  We have an abundaat supply of incendiary
sbells, capola furnaces lor moiteo iron, Congreve rockets
and fire ships.

Between New Orleansa and the forts there is a
constan} succeasion of earthworks. At the Plain
of Chalmete, near Janiv’s property, there are redoubts,
armed with rifled cennon, which bave been found to
be effective at five miles range. A diteh thirty feet
wide and twenty deep extends to the Mississippi to
La Cypriere.

In forts St. Philips and Jackson there are 3 000 mex,
of whom a goodly portion are exyerienced artillerymen
and gunoers who have served in the navy.

At New Orlenus iteelf we have 32,000 infantry, erd
83 many more guartered in ibe immediate neighboarhood.
In discipline and drill they are far superior to the Yan-
kees. We have two very able and setive Generals, who
possss our entire confidence—Generul Mansfield Lovei
and Brigadier General Ruggles. For ComnmoYore we
have old Hollins—a Nelson in his way.

We are yeady to give the Yankees a hot reception
whea tbey come. Around me all sre mad excitement
aod rage. Oge only fear is that the Northern invaders
may oot apper. We have made such extevsive prepur-
ations to receive them that it were vexatious if their
iovisible armada ezcapes the fate we have in store for it.

THE MORTAR FLEET.

The latest advices from Key Weat leaves no room to
doubt that the mortar fleet has actoally left for Lake
Ponchartrain.

The fleet consisted of 21 mortar vessels, eight steam-
ers and one storeship, and was amply provided with
heavy mortars, shells and ammunition.

The officers and seamen eurolled numbered about two
thousand men and are spoken of es being peculiarly fit-
ted for the work they had in hand. We give below a
list of the vessela composing the flotilla, its organization,
and the names of the officers employed :

Tue SvrreNDeER oF St. AveusTiNE TO THE FED-
#raLs.—We conversed with a genieman ye-terday
who passed tbe Federal pickets at St. Aungustine, goirg
in and coming out, anobstrved. He gives us the follow-
ing information :

The Yankees, leaviog their gunboat outside the bar,
approached the city in a barge, about 40 ic number,
with a flag of trunee sod Ame ican ensign flying. The
surrender of the cily and the keys of the fort were
demanded, with the“npotice that in the event of refusal
the vessels outside would procced toshell them. “The
City Council was immediately convencd, and, after de-
liberation, the keys were delivered to the Federal officer
in command of the barge.

The collector of the por!, Mr. P. Arcou, was arrest-
ed and kept on board the Wabash, four duys, when,
giving up the Custom Ilouse books and papers, and dis
cloging where the epparatus of the St. Augustine light
houze ard the Cape Canaveril were concealed, Le was
released.

Joln Capo, a piiot of St. Avgustine, was pressed
into the Fuderal service, on information given thom of
his vocation aud wherenbouts, by the traitors, wlio seem
to be by no mezns few in the Auncieat City. Le was
us d to bring in one of their gunboats, which vow lies
in the stream opposite the city, She mounts two guus
cn each side and a pivot gun—making five in ell.

Bombaviment of Isiland No, 10,

We have late news from Island 10, coming down to
six p. w. Tuesday. Our iclormation is derived from a
geutleman eonnected with the artillery servies, and may
be re'ted upon. It will be seen that his accouat difters
somewhat from previous reports,

The enemy commenced to shell our works on Sa‘ar-
dey—firing slowly and at long distance. ‘I'be fire was
repewed on Sunday, the enemy’s guuboa's and mortar-
boats coming n:arer than on the previous duy. On
Monday tiey brought do n eight gunboats and six
mortar boats, and commenced the fire arain—this time
from a glill pearer point, sy two miles. Three of the
ganbouts were lashed togetbier, and made a desperate
attack upon Rucker’s battery—the upper cne on the
ghore lice. ‘The bombardment was terrific thronghout
the day, and considerable injury wes sustaived by Capt,
R.’s battery, which was however, lully repaired dosing
the night. Lieut. Clark, of this battery, a gallant
soldier, was the o:ly peison killed on our side ut any
time daring the four days' bombardment.

Ouve of the encmy’s gaubeats wes disabled Mouday
alternoon, w..d bad to be towed back by the tuzs. She
was not sunk, 8s reported. ‘ibhe shot that disubled
ber was fired from Captain Buckoer's battery. Oth-
er boats ware struck, but the extent of the damage
dose themmn ~ould not be ascertained. Qar guos oo
shore avd on the Island were adm rably served, and
the whole garnson covdueted thomselves with great
spirit and resolution. Col. Steadman of the 1st Ala-
bama, a-signed to the Island for beuvy artillery daty,
Capt. Ruckoer's battery, Capt. Gray, of the enginecrs,
Capt. Woods, 1st Alabama, Lieut. Finnie, of Memphis,
snd Lieut. "tidmarsh, of the ordnance department, are
said to bave distinguished themselves by their coolness
aid Leroic beating. Co'. Browa and his 55th Tennes-
see regiment also displayed great gallontry. The same
muy be said of the officers and privates engaged in the
fight. Priva'e Jon:s, of the signal service, had his
signal Hag shot out of his hand by a cannen ball—
He immediately procured enother and stood to bis post.

Gen. Marsh Walker and stuff, and Gen. Trudesu and
stafl, were basy throughout the day, and were at all
points where their s-rvices were most needed.  General
Walker has charge of the iolactry, and Gen. Tradeau
ol the artillery.

The bombardmsnt was renewed on Tuesday, but at
long range, aud without any particular results on either
side. We had evidently taught the enemy to keep at a
respectiul distance.

The enemy had three tugs, to be used in case of geri-
ous damage to their gunboats. They had, also, five
transports, which were ftell of soldiers.  They kept oat
of harm’s way.

The result of the fight, therefore, is decidedly in our
favor. The entmy were not enly worstid, but driven
back each day. [Iheycontivue their fire at intervals
through the night, in order, we presume, t) keep our mea
from sleepiug.

The river was slowly falling at the Island.

We append the order of Gen. MeCowa on the geea-
sion of tue gallant defense of Capt. Rucker’s battery
during Monday's operation :

It may last, asd in all probability will last
for years. We cannot afford to be conquered, and the
war must contipue, therelore, until we are’independent,
bowever long it may last. We are a people all told eay
of eight or ten millions. At present, we bave no for-
eign commezce worth speakiog of, and we cannot depend
apon foreign nations for any assistance in restoring our
commerce to us. We must_consequently both clothe
ourselves and feed ourselves, and carry oo the fighting
part of the war at the same time. In order to re-estab-
lish eommereial relations with Europe, and thus be able
to import foreign goods to any considerable extent, we
must first «flectually breek up the blockade of cur ports.

This requires gunboats, irou ships, etc. These we
must either build or buy. Perhaps we may obtain some
io both ways In the meantime, bowever, we must
mapu'acture for curselves and we must 1aise ocur owo
provisions. We must do it—there is absolately no
choice left us. We must clothe oarselves or go naked,
raise our own provisions or starve. Hence it necessa-
rily results that the civil occupatious of society maust go
on part passu with the war to a great extent, and as an
indispeusable basis and support of the war. Without
this basis the struggle must come to a sudden and in-
glorious end.  To say that our ooly business is Sghting,
therefore, is sheer nonscuse, since we cannot fiznt with-
out food, arms and ammunition and eiothing, and since
these cannot be bad without being made. A great va-
riety of labor must be performed. System is required,
order is necessary. Speciality shou'd charaeteriz: our
efforte, Kvery man shoulG be in his place. That place
is not necessarily in the army. He may do ten tinges as
much gocd out o7 tie army asio it. We require va-
riety of work, but it should all have reference Lo unity
of design. th= jreservation and ultimate trinmph of cur
independence. '

Wé diubt whether our government cr our pecple are
suffic ently alive to the importance of these truths, or
the extent of their application to the actual war. There
muast be men cnongh left in every parish and courty to
direct effectively the labor of the plantation hands. This
every one wili adnat. It is too evident to require ar-
gonment.  Bat the principle does not end bere.  There
must be mechaniea cnough Jeft to carry on the manu
facture of ciotks. 'T'his 1s indispensable, like the other.
Slave labor may be made available to a great extent,
but it will not cover the whole work. Skilital men are
neceseary to carry on, and extensively, the manafacture
of srms and amuunition. Every man skilled i sueh
businesg shou'!d be in the shop, not in the armv, He
can do more, nioch more, for the cauvce in the former
than in the latter  T'he same remarks app'y to haruess-
makers, saddiers, gun-carriage makers, shoe makers, ete ;
and they apply a8 loreibly to ship carpenters and foun-
dey min a8 10 any of the precediog elusses, It girikes
us that it would be d-vididly gocd policy for the gov-
ernwent 10 make a searct through the entire army for
ship carpenters, gun-makirs, ele, snd at once to take

| e Scientific American publishes the fullowing let-
ter from Puymaster Keeler, describing the effect of the
Merrimac's shot npon the Monitor :

“ Unpited States Steamer Monitor, Hampton Roads,
Mareh 11, 1862 —* Messrs. Editors :— As it may be
some time before the official report of Chief Eogineer
Stimers is mad: publie, I havethought that the effects
of ike shot oa cur vessel in (ke Jote engagement with
the Merrimae might be intercsting to you. The details
of the fizht, which lusted three hours and a half, have
already been made pablie, so that I will confine myself
to the cffeer of the sbot upoen ns,

“ The Merrimac's projectiles wore mostly percussion
shells fired from 10 or Il inch rifled picets. Twenty
three shots struck us, including two from the Minnesota,
which, during the engagement, fired over cuir heads.—
{ be deepest indentation on our turret was two and one
Lall mckes, produced by a 150 pound percussion
shell, fired al a distance of twenty flect perpendicular
with the side. Our deck received four shots, muking
slight depressiors.  Ouve shot s'ruck us on the angle
formed by the deck end side, tearing up the iron
plating about ene-third tke width of a sheet, start-
ing the bolta and s;lintering the wood a little. Three
or four others siruck us just above the water line,
with Lo other effiet than making ind:ntations of two
inches.  The pilot bouse received one shot on one of
the upper corpers. nearly battering it dowa.

“ A little later in the sction, however, a heavy shell
was thrown from a distance of about fifteen fect, agains!
the Iront, at an angle of about thirty degrecs, siriking
the two upper bars just at the lookout crack, the main
luree being on the lower of the two, forcing it in about
un inch, avd opeuing a erack of one fourth of an inch
on Lthe oppesite side.  She twice attempted to open a
hole io our side with her ram. as she did the Cumber-
land, once striking us squarely on our beam, n-arly
abreast of the tarret jarring os somewhat, and leaving a
small dent ou cur iron side. Our ball remaiug perfectly
tight, aud the turrct, notwitbstanding the gevere ham-
mering, revolves as accurately and cagily a8 when we
ieft New York.
