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The Great Batile In the Wesr.

We are without particulars of the grest battle fought
last Sunday on the confines of the three States of Ala-
‘bama, Mississippi and Tennessee. That it was a com-
plete and glorious vietory we all fesl assared, for we
have the testimouy of ** the peerl ss Beauregard,” whose
slightest word is a word ol power 10 the southern peo-
ple, whose pame secms allied to victory, whose very
presence gives coufilence of eucerss.

Bat the victory is denrly bought that deprives the
country of the scrvices of the pure, the wise, the able,
the steadfast and tried soldier and patriot, Albert Sid-
ney Johuston, who fell, leading on bis men to victory ;—
whose name wiil go down to the latest posterity allied
sith the gloricus achievement of the 6th of April, 1862,
who, in bis death, gave the noblest evidence of the spirit
that bad controiled him throagh life, and who, dying as
a soldier would wish tu die, best answered his snarling
and garrulous detractors in Congress and through the
press. All bonor 1o the christian soldier snd gentle-
man ; all honor too, to the brave men whom be lead into
the thickest of the fight, and who with him foremost
fighting fell. lu many a home “there is a voice of
wail, and woman's eye is wet, man’s check is pale.”

It is true that we bave as yet heard little of this
great contest which may be called the Maoassas of the
West, but we note some poiuts of resemblance between
it and its glorions predecessor. IL-ke Manassas, it was
fonght on Sunday. Like Macassas too, it was fought
on our side by Generals Jobnston and Beauregard ; au:i,
a3 that battle, so in this, Beauregard was second io
rapk, yet circomstances made bim virtoally the eom-
mander in much of both battles. Would that we could
carry out the parallel by adding tbat, in this case as in
that, both of our cherished lcad:rs were safe and ready
to fight other haitles for their country. 7That in the
future-as in the past, we could point o the illustrious
trio,—* Beauregard snd the fwo Johostons!” We
must take the bitter with the sweet, but it is still bit-
ter.

The loss of m n lik: these is no commou loss, acd the
great slaughter of our leading soldiers leads to the ie-
Hection that our Generals are too prodigal of their liveg,
which belong even less to them thao to their conotry,
and to their army. W sbadder tw think what might
have been the result had Beauregard also have fallen.
We know how much we lost at the great baitle at Pea
Ridge by the death of McCaullceh, McIntosh and Slack.
How it disorganizad their commands and wrested vic-
tory out of the very grasp of Van Dorn and Price.
We caonot but believe the statement which asserts that
the enemy bave corps of practised sharp-shooters, armed
with the most accurate weapcos, with the longest ranges
and fitted with telescopic sights, whose vocation it 18 to
shoot our officers, especially our best known Generals.
The disparity between the Generals and other officers
killed on their side and on ours, must result either from
a great difference of eystem, or from the operatious of a
regular organization for the purpose above referred to,
or from both.

No doubt the fighting was more stubborn and the
loss much greater on both sides than it was at Manas-
sas, for the army with which the Confederates bad to
cope, was even better armed and equipped than that
which poured out from Washington under McDowell,
while it was infisitely superior to that army in organi-
zation and discipline, baving been drilled and practiced
for mouths, seasoned in skirmishes and contests, flushed

Western men inured to toil and dang:r. Some of our
troops too were tried veterans, but as a whole they must
bave been more uewly raised thun those of the epemy,
but still mostly veterass compared with those. we had
at Manassas. Why, at the time when the battle of Ma-
nassas was fouglt, peitber North Carolioa, Virginia,
Tennessee, nor Arkapsas, had been more than two
months in the Confederacy, and their regimenta were all
newly raised.

We are pot without fears that General Johnston,
brave and firm and wise a man as he was, allowed the
attacks made upon him and the slurs cast upon bis
character and courage to iofluence too far a naturally
sepsitive avd ardent temperament, and that he went into
this battle with a desperate determination to do or die,
to risk his own life, perhaps 100 Ireely and too feckless-
ly, and poesibly ke did do so, goaded by the stings of
such wasps as Foote and others of the Tennessee dele-
gation, who, il the truth were to be plainly told, are not
fit to ¢lean the shoes of such a man as Albert 8. Jobun-
ston.

From the later dispatches received this morning, it
is evident that the defeat was indeed a total one, a com-
plete rout, which cannot be withoat its influence not
only in a military bat also in a what we may call political
point of view. It will bave a tendency to encourage

exertion ; it will excite hope in those who live in por-
tions that have bad to bend before the storm. It will
overawe traitora in those eectiops that are sr_iﬁ held by
our forces. -

But with the Tenuessee River open, of course Halleck
and Buell can bring down heavy reinforcements. Ii
they had at the battle of Sunday last some thirty-five
thoueand men, they bave of course abuudant resources
to draw upon. This, however, can only enable them to
make some stand to cover the retreat of their routed
host, which was no doubt the flower of the Western
army of the Federals. DBeauregard, Bragg, Polk and
other Uonfederate leaders bave also an ample reserve
within strikiog distance, and will push forward the pur-
suit which, being through a country friendly to them
and bostile to the Federals, will ensure the destruetion
or capture of & large portion of the dcfcated forces of
the latter, who, it dispersed or disorganized, will find
ncither guides nor sympathizers among the people of
Missiesippi or South Western Tennessee.

It is quite prgbable that our trophies in the way of
arms, ammunition, artillery and artillery stores, provi-
glons and other thiogs, will be found of decided value
and will help to make up for Donelson and some other.
No doubt the number of prisoners which have been or
will be made, must prove to be enormous. Nearly al
stragglers will fall into our bands. Tenoessee is up be-
bind them. :

General Grant, the same who so pompously insisted
at Fort Donelson, on an *“ immediate and unconditional
surrender,” was in command of the Federal forees.—
Buel came up after the defeat.

Also from Corinth to Chat-
tanooga and Augusta, which accounts for the prompt
and almost instant transmission of intelligence.

The Great Batitle In New Mexico.

Captain 1. C. Stafford, of Houston, Texas, writes to
the Honston “ Telegraph " as follows :

Canp VaL Verpg, N. M,
iFeb. 22, 1862.

E. H. Cushing, Dear Sir:—1 bave good pews for
you. New Mexico now belongs to the Southern Cop-
tederacy.

On yesterday we bad a second Leesburg aflair. The
fight was opened by Capt. Pyrom, commanding detach-

ot irom Baylor's command, consisting ot hig, Walk-
er's, Coopwood's, and Frazier's companies, at about
814 A. M. Apd [rom that time, without interruption,
we fought until dark.

“ At several times things looked squally, but we never
intended giviog up the ship.” I hiave no time to give
any paiticulars. Enough to say they fought like tigars,
and as a matter of course, we outfought the tigers this
time.

At 9 P. M., we charged the batteries, placed near
the river and took them. Thz enemy donesome of the
tallest wading across the Rio Grande you ever heard of.
Our boys followed them to the bank and killed and
drowned many of them.

Oar forces were commanded by Col. 'Thos. Green,
Sibley baving been unwell for days previous.

Oar loss is about 30 killed, and some 60 to 80 wound-
ed, theirs some 100 to 150 killed, and a great man
wounded. We captared 8 pieces of cannon, sm
arms, ete.

This morning a flag of truce came in and asked to
bury their dead, which was granted.

Our foree engaged numbered 1200 to 1500, theirs 5,
000 regulars, Mexicans, Pikes’ Peakers, ete,

own address. Although our expericuce can add but
little to the geveral knowledge of the entire unrel ability |
and utter meodacity of the Northern press, we canuot |
refrain refutivg ao 1wfamous lie which sowmetime in D-
cember went the rounds. Ao articleappeared purport-
ing to have been copied from the “New Orleans Deila,”
uoticing the return of Consul Muir, and regretting that |
this ouce popular man bad, by his open'y avowed Uwion |
gentiments, rendered himsell obnoxious to theecommuni-
1y, and going on to state that be had b en insulted and
abused. We, strong in our taith, denied the whole story.
We knew (laith being the evidence of things not seen,)
the * Delta” bad never published any such thing, for
Mr. Muir was not the man to desire it ; but we were
not quite prepared to fiud the lie 8o base and black as it
turned out to be. We made it our special business
when in the British Embassy at Washington, to enquire

direct to Kogland, where he bad since remained. We
went West to Ciocinoati, and there remained some time
quietly casting around us to gather up what informa-
tuon we couid, aud decide on our probable_route to
“ Dixie."

A trip to ‘T'imbuctoo, by comparison, scemed easy,
and the savage Lordes encountercd by Muogo Park and
iater travellers—gentlemen—these respected their laws
of boepitality in the eating of sait, but the myrmidons
of Lincoln proflered hospitality with the intent to de-
ceive and the more ¢ffectually to betray. We speak
from experience, and not at random, when we assert
that falsehood and blackest treachery marked all their
dealings with us ; and those o! your readers who follow
us through our story, will see that our experience was
just the reverse as svon as we got among Svuthern men
—and mark you well, we went -among these latter as
bare of introduction us we*were among the Federalists.
We carried no “ open sesame,” relying solely upon a
good mother tongue. We now reler especially to a
period anterior o our arrival in the Coonfederacy, when
we were either in the Western free States or in the De-
bateable land. W andering about, a stranger, we never
were molested or anocyed by a Souathern rights man. So
sure as we met distrust, espionage and annoyance therc,
we found a Lincolnite. Lkt those who wil seek for an
explanatioc of this idiosyncrasy, we aver it to be the
truth, as we shell bave to apswer for it. We do not
aud did not expect 1o escape the risks and inconvenien-
ces of a state of war, ou our plea of peutrality, and io-
deed we pever sheltered ourselves uoder it, save to avoid
the taking of that great rebel panacea,—the Qath a lu
Lincoln. .

In Porkopolis, proudly etyled * the Queen City,” we
confess the prospect was anything but epcouraging, for
all around us duily arrests were being made, upon every
and no pretext. Some were sent off to Fort LaFayette,
some to amp Chase, otiers to the common jail, and
some few simply warned off. 'T'he * Speucer House ”
was the chief resort of trauors, reb®s and sympathizers,
and it was, like a favorite cover, hanted carclully over
daily. After forming a dozen different schemes and
being obliged to abaodor each in turn, we were intro-
duced, subrosa, by the bditor of a suspected paper, to
two Kentuckiaus from Maysville. We have no reason
to doubt the siocerity of these gentlemen’s advice, al-
though it cest us our liberty, and nigh our life.
shows, however, bow very careful people ought to be in
such times as these in giving advice. We_were posi-
tively assured that the only route open, was the Big
Sandy, through to where Gene al Murshall's brigade
was, at or near Prestonburg : while to our sad experi-
ence we found that valley full of Lincoln troops. Not
to anticipate, however, we concluded to tszke this route
aod procured a horse. Throwing a fuw npecessary
changes into vaur saddle bags, we took passage oa the
Obio, intepding to lind at Catletsbarg, Ky., 150 miles
up the river. This is a small town io Greeaup couaty,
at the mouth of the Big Sandy river, which stream
forms the dividing line between Kentacky and Vir-
ginja, (or that portion now under Pierpoint’s rule as
the State of Western Va.) We went along “ merrily
as a marriage bell” until we arrived at Ceredo,three miles
below CUatletsburg, when there came down the river, at
“full head on,” two steamboats, reporting a fight gcing
on at Guyandotte, some 12 or 14 miles fartber up.

There was a general looking after one’s arms, and we

while we slept, and every device was used in vain to re-
cover them. We begen to think we should certainly
see the fun, and thought the day of our deliverance was
drawiog nigh. We were now three boats full of pas-
eengers, mostly armed, with a fair sprinkliog of soldiers,
aod oo our boat an eutire Quarter Master’s department,
including stores. The steam whistles screamed loud
enough to wake the dead, and all was in intense excite-
ment. Ceredo was a strongly fortified entrenched camp,
containing 600 a 800 troops, of Genl. Rosecranz's brigade,
under the command of Col. Z:igler, a man famous for
not fighting. We made sure be would rush to the rescue,
but alter waiting & long time, not an inch wounld he
budge. e were very eager to go to the scene, hoping
for a chance to join our Iriends, but all egress from the
boats was stoped, and we slowly steamed up the river and
came to a fe for the night oo the Ohio side, some five
miles below the scene of action. Here we lay all night,
most of which time we spent upon the hurrican deck,
listening to every sound. We could see nothing, for it
was d"tk and black as ;‘)ilch. Ouar watch was a Ionely
one, not even a star to keep us company, and we lister
ed with breathless anxiety to the pa%aigg and repassiog
of our scouts on the opposite bank. Guyandotte, Va.,
was, and its ruins are, situated on the upper baok of the
same river name, where it deoouches in to the Ohio, and
was a small thriviog town, eminently Southern in its
feclings. A detachment of Col. Jenkins cavalry, after
a very long march, men and horse fasting, made a gal-
lant dash into this town about 814 o'clock, p. m., §th
Nov., and after a brief registance on the part of the
Federalists they were overpewered. - Col. Whaley, with
ebout 80 of his men were made prisoners, Lieut. Col.
Bailey with,50 or 60 were killed, and the rest, to the num-
ber of 12 or 14, escaped under favor of the darkness. Oce
cavalry man, named Turper, Jumped the bridge,
swam the Gnyanglotte, got a cance on the Qhio and
reached our boat in a state of great exhaustion. e
was, after gem?g thawed and havieg a good puli of

Evacuation of Centreville and M inassns.
he special correspondent of the Phil:delphia “ (o
quirer,” writes to that paper as follows :

CeNTREVILLE, March 11. I

To day we bave rode with Gen. McClellan and his
staff to Manassss Janction, and over the memorable
battle flelds of July.

The plaios of Manassas are really what their name
implies. The time was when there were obj cls which
obstructed the range of vision, but they are all gone
now ; tor miles around we bave an unbroken view. (3
the bills around are the camps etili lett, and a eolumn of
smoke cff to the right indicated that Manassss was on
fire. Our cavalry had gooe there during Monday uight
and found the rear of the enemy still there ; but they
were firing the remaining property. A captain, by
whos®side we rode, told us ol piles of new secesh clotls,
swords, flags, ete; galloping ahead of the rest we reach-
ed the Janetion.

The sight here cannot bz portrayed ; the large ma-
chine shops, the station hous:s, tbhe commissary and
quartermaster storehouses, all in ashes. On the track
stood the wreck of a locomotive, and not far down the
remains of four freight cars which had been buarped ;
to the right five bundred barrels of flour had been stove
in, and two bundred barrcls of vinezar and molasses
ha1 been allowed to try experiments in chemical combi
pations. Some filty barrels of pork and becf had beey
scat ered around in the mud, and a few hundeed yurds
down the track a dense cload of smoke was arising
from the remains of & tactory which had beeu us2d for
rendering up tallow and boiling bonrs.  About a thou-
saud good hides were stretched in a field cluse by, upou
stakes, and remained uninjured.

A car upon the traek, which ran to Centreville, u
short distaoce up, bad on it the who'e eff ‘cts of a print-
ing office, types, cases, all that is needed in an office ; o
large lot of paper and a Washington press, The forms
bad in them blanks for muster rolis and farlonghs. ‘Ihe
car will be a great priz: for the reguncot into whose
baods it falls.  An infantry regiment soon came in and
cemmenced to ransack the tents and remaining stores
for plauder and relics, but the printing office remainad
untouched.
