The steamer Marion, Capt. Flynu, reached this city

Tuesday afternoon from Stono river, and brings infor-
mation that the enemy's gunboats having buoyed tut
Stono Inlet crossed the Bar jesterday before twelve
o'clock. The vessels which approached the entrance
wtre four in number, one of which got ashors on the
Bar and three came into the barber at Stono, all of
them being small vessels, steam propellers, and tchoon-er-ru:gc- d.

They immediately cou,mtnced shelling Cole's
Isl end, Goat and Kiawah Islands, and as cur heavy
guns at those points bad been removed by order of Gen-
eral Pemberiun, the troops which were stationed there
immediately evacuated the place, burning the barracks
and other property before leaving. The Lincoln war
vessels immediately continued up Sionj river, firing ail
the way, and finahy laid to at a point near Batteiy Is-

land and Lfgareville. The position at Battery Island
was also given up on tha approach of the enemy, and
the quarters burnt, lt is seid, by those who witnessed
it, that a person on John's Island hoisted the white flag
on the approach of the gunboats.

Lieut. Steven in command of a detachment of troops
on board the steamers Marion and Gen. Clinch, very
kindiy off. red this individual any assistance necessary
tor the removal ot bis negroes and valuables, but be
resolutely declined, saying he would claim protection
elsewhere, and immediately afterwards raised the white
flag.
