Halt.
In answer to our note Mr. K. Emmons, Jr., has

kindly furnished na the following easy method of obuin-in- g

sain fro a pickle and the earth iu smoke-houses- .

We advice our readers to preserve the article. The
given is iuipDrtant at any time, and especial-

ly so at the present period :

ToPcrift Salt and Bbike yaonFisu and Meat Bar-kel-- 3.

Tne Eohd salt, if there is any i 1 the barrels, should
bft j ed out and drained, and the draining returned to
tha brine. Boil tha brine down to a Bolid. This, together
with the salt already removed from the brine, must be heat-e- l

to v dull red heat ; or sufficient to clur the orgamo mat-
ter contained in it ; if it cakes iu turning, it Bhould be Birr-
ed to bring all part3 in contact with the hrat. Then dis-
solve in clean water, using no more water than is necessary
lor the purpose. This impure solution icust be carefully
strained through a fiae cloth a bag made of Canton flannel
is the best. Jf it does not cmao through clear at first, run
it through a second or third timo without washing th9 strain-
er. 7 b strained brine must be boiled dewnogain. As tha
evaporation progresses, salt will be formed at the bottom
of the pm or kettle, and as fir's retards the evaporation, it
can be ladled out and drained, th drainiags roturned to
the kettle, aud the salt spread out on clean vessel. to dry,
while tha boiling must be continued until the water is near-
ly evaporated, when the salt may be removed and dried
In this way, salt equal to the finest table salt may be mado
from the most impure brine. A saturated solution cf Bilt
contains about one-fcurt- h, by we'ght, of sitlt ; consequent-
ly, a gallon of brine should yield ouo and a half to two
pi.nnd of salt. Tiris process could be advantageously em-
ployed, in families, even with salt at tne oil prices. Halt
irc-.- spring aiid that leached from earth-- , decomposed
satd stone, Jkc, containing organb matter, of which there
are several localities in Chatham county and other parts of
the State, may be panfie j by the process given above for
bnnes.

Laitii frora smoke-house- s niiy be leached and treated fn
Ihe same, maaner. Th8 piocss is perfectly ; ths
only care rcqaired i that the burning be Bullicient, (salt ia
not injured by heat,) and the string neatiy conducted, and
all tne vessels used kept clean.
