We learn that on Thursday morning a Federal steam-

er ran up to the bar at Little River Inlet, and sent in

six boats loaded with men, and piloted by a number of

negroes who had made their way to the steamer on

Sucday or Monday,. having stolen fcr that purpose a

fishing boat belonging to Mr. G. Berry. Among the

negroeB is one named Tony, belorging to Mr. John
Cbailes, at Shallotte, fully acquainted with the coast,
and a good pilot for all our little inlets.

The Yankee boats contained about one hundred men,

piloted by Tony & Co., came np to the lauling known
as the Shipyard, where most ot the shipping business of

the place is done, where they set fire to the schooners

Ellen Randall and Sencra habd, and a'sa to two ware-bous- es

belonging to T. W. Gore, and one warehouse
belonging to Janvs Easters. Among other things the
warehouses contained about sixty bales of cottoa, and

about thirty barrels spirits of turpentine, intended
for tbe schooner Ellen Randall, the vessel and cargo
beiug owned by Mcssr3. Kidder fe Martin. There was
also an hundred bushels of salt stored. In f ct every-

thing at the landing was burned.
The resider.C3 of Mr. J. R. Byrne was a?o burned,

having caught from the warehocs-3- . Mr. Byrne lest
everything, he and his wife escaping with on'y the
clothes tL y had on. They cut ofi bis cili's head and
carried oil the body shot a hog and left it, killed a sow

and carriul her off, leaving eight little ones to mourn.
After performing this j feats they went to Captain

Randall's house, touk a coaipass, seine, twine, fish

hooks, and a number of other small articles, atd wanted
money. The negr j woman in charge of the house told

them there was none.
One man whom she teiok to be the Captain, said he

wou'd not hurt her ncr anything she had. He wanted
cotton or money. lie did not want negro women or
old nrgroiS. He wanted young men. Only two went
with them. Ooi belonging to Kidder & Martin, and
one to S. Frick, Sr. The negroes who had loft on

Sunday were in company, trying to iuduce others to
go, but to the credit of the negroes of that neighbour
hood, they refused.

The Yankees told the woman they would return, but
appointed no lime for doing so.

No doubt the BlockaJers were told by the negroes
who tscaped to them on Sunday that the El'eu Randall
was loadinsr and it was expected that she would be loaded

atd reaJy for eea by the ddle of the week. They

perhaps thought to hook right on to her take ber

out to sea and eeod Notth as a pr'ze, her e?argo beicg
in demand. But they were disappointed, she was not
either loaded or ready for sea. So they missed their
calculation, and took to burning what they cou'd not
carry. off. The negroes appear to be os indignant as
tbe whites. Many could have gone off, but did not.

Behind this,
also, several brigades were drawn up, their flanks ex-
tending beyond, eo that they kept up a continual Ere
upon the Louisianians, sad loss. BeiDjr or--
dired to charge, the 1st advanced nobly, with the cry
"Butler ! aid New Orleans 1" aud at the first dash drove
the eueinv forth with great havoc. But emerging into
the optnfield behind, they were astonished to discover
not kss than three brigades opposed to them, viz:
Thomas Francis Meagher's Irish brigade, Sickles's
Esc lsbr bribed.;, end another one, the camg of
which we cou'd not ascertain- - Bravely holding their
ground, the Lou'sianiacs maintained the unequal con-

test with great dash and boldness, the enemy quailing
and retiring before their steady aud deadly fire. To
their right, however, things were progressing favorably,
where the 4th and 22d Georgia were bMly engaged with
the enemy, who, after some two hours' hard fighting,
slowly and reluctantly retired. Comparisons are odious,
but it is admitted that the conduct of the 48th North
Carolina, 1st Louisiana, and 4th Georgia wa3 beyond
al! praise. The first of these regiments wes perfectly
fresh from home, and had never been under fire before ;

jet there they stood, ia open field, waiting for the cow-nrd- a

to edvance, and although Col. Rutledge "reports a
1 os3 of 100 killed and wounded, his brave fellows never
gave an inch of ground, but kept up a murdcrou3 fi:e
upon tre Ice, who suffered so much that, althoush five
to one, they did not dare to leave the woods. The Loa- -

iManians went into action with J00, and lost 144 killed
aud wounded. These figures are more than enough to
demonstrate their conduct in the fight for every second
man fell! The 4th Georgia, it is said, acted like very
devils, aud fought and charged three regiments three scv-er- al

times ! asd, more than thi.?, routed them, losing
not less thon 50 in killed ODd wounded. The 22d Geor-

gia lost some ninety odd in killed and wounded, ocd be-

haved splendidly.
Among the Yankee brigades engaged were Meagher's

Irish Brigcde, Sickles's "Kvctlsior Brigade, and an-o'h-

urkoown, sume of their other regimen s beins? the
15th and 19 h Massachusetts', 2d New York, 20th Indi-

ana, 9 th New Jersey, &c, Sec. Sickles's brigade had
five regiments, Meagher' the same number. Our forces
engaged consisted of but lour regiments. Being signal-
ly repulsed, the entniy withdrew under cover of their
gun3, but Capt. Huger's battery galloping forward en-gag- td

them iu galiar.t style, driving them ignomipously
from the field, with heavy loss. The enemy Bent in a
flag of truc3 yesterday to bury their dead, and admit a
loss of 1,200 killed and woucd' d. Our casualties ia
killed, wounded and missing will not to more than one-thir- d

that loss. Among the casualties iu the 1st Louisi-
ana we miy add the names of Lieut. Colonel Shivers
weunded io the arm and rapidly recovering; Major
Nelligan, Adjutant Cummings, and Sergeant-Majo- r
Entzmiuger.

Towards e vening cn tie same day, the 25th North
Carelir.a were sent on p;cket on the cor.q'iered ground,
when the enemy endeavored to flaek aud tut them off.
Several Federal r?giment3 advanced stealthily for thi--

purpose.but the North Curjliaians met'them with heavy
vollus, held them io check, when the gallant fellows of
th- - 4th Georgia oppcxtunely arrived upon the grcuad,
and attacking the ;nemy iu flank, routed them with
treat slaughter, lolTO.vmg trum up for more than a mile
in tbe wood3, mercilessly butchering the Yankees at ev-

ery turn. The groaud conquered by us on both occa-
sions eiuriDg the day wa3 occupied by cur troops, and,
together with many trophies, .they breught in sixty or
seveoty prisoners. The piisorers con!es3 thit a deep
tclie rrc had b en planned by Sickles atid Meagher fjr
tho destruction cf the Louisianians av.d Georgians, but
think ihe less inflicted upen their fjrc23 was so severe,
and the gallantry of cur men so irresistible, that the
Federals were ouly too happy in effecting their escape.
The prisoners themselves were particularly jovial, and
seemed to regard their cap uri as a great blessing.

We v ou!d conclude by mentioning the heroic conduct
of private James Henderson, 1st Louisiana. This brave
fellow Lad undergm e the severe fijry ordeal with his
regiment iu the moining, and when it was otdered to fall
back he voluntarily moved to the front to assist the
we an fed, as there was neither 6urgeon nor stretcher-bea- r

rs with his regiment. Uenileisn brought f II Col.
Sl.iv-er- from the fit-I- on bia back, returned and recov-
ered the earn? officer's sword and other equipments, and
whenever finding a wcutd-'- d mau sufficiently girorjg to
be removed, he carried him from the field on bis back,
despite the repeated vollies which the cowardly enemy
fired upou him. More than this when the enemy bad
posted their picket?, this fine soldier stole through the
grass upen bis hands ami knees, and actually stole our
wounded mco lrcm under the enemy's guns! We al-wa- js

delight to record the deeds of privates, but can
any words of curs add to the honor of such a brave fel-

low as Henderson ? There are, doubtless, many who
did as well, iu some capacity cr other, but we regret
that none will advise U3 of their names and deeds.

Ia this connection we would add an incident regard-
ing a faithful servant at tl e battle of Chickahominy.
When Gen. Rhode's brigade had driven the enemy from
their redoubts and had captured the guns, the General
was wounded iu the arm, but would not leave the field
or muke knowt hia injury to the troops. Becoming
tveak, he espied aa Arkansas negro, named Archie,
manfully fighting behind his master, and ordered him to
briDg water from a distant well. Mounting a horse,
Archie dashed ofi to the well under a shower of shot.
and soon relumed. The regiment to wLich be was at- -
tached (12th Mississippi) was eoon afterwards ordered
to 0CCUj)y 0De of the caplurtd redoab;s and to ho!a it
at u l hrrla Knfif tt companies being iu want
of ammunition, Archie again volunteered bis services,
and under a murderous fire went fully one mile in the
rear and returned to the redoubt loaded down with hav-
ersacks filled with cartridges I This noble deed was
witnessed by the whole brigade, and was applauded with
hearty cheers. Such deeds ppeak for themselves, and
require no coament.

This accomplished, our forces advanced and captured
two lines of entrenchments and field wosk, taking every-
thing before thtra in gallant style. ng with
the movements on the extreme right and rear of the
enemy, our Geueralj crossed tbe Chickahaminy at two
points, viz : by the Mechanicsville bridge and Meadow
bridge, attacking the enemy with great dash aEd ardor,
driving fn their outposts, and ascending the opposite
hills, sizid the batteries erected thereon, and fully com-
manding th 2 future movements of our forces in crosairjg
the stream. In doiug th'm, the rapidity of movement
wa3 such that the enemy was unprepared, acd lotra
monsttr battery, which has long annoyed cur troops to
the right and left of the York River Railroad. This
achievement in itself i3 of incalculable value, and is
eqmvalent to the saving of five thousand lives. Gen.
Branch, we understand, led theadvancedown tbe Meadow
Bridge road with a brigade of North Carolinians, and
on crossing, were instantly reinforced by other troops cN
uea. uius uivistou. me oameroui ujiu-worK- S ana
batteries opposed to their advance were assailed by our
men in the coohst and mcst nonchalant etjle imagina
ble, ana while driving the heavy masses of Federal in-

fantry before them, were ably seconded by our heavy
guns, which, thundering with terrific noise, threw large
shells thick and fast upon the enemy's ch sen positions
and camps, thus preventing oar first forces from b2inrr
overpowered by the swarming hordes of McClellan'a
hirelings. V bile these brilliant movements were pro-
gressing in the neighborhood of Meadow Bridge, our
troops beyond the Mecbanicsviile Bridge formed a junc-
tion with them, thu3 forming a perfect cordon with
others operating from the village of Mechanics ville it-

self. Oar line being perfect, a general advance took
place, buj tbe brave Confederates had not progressed
far ere they were encountered by the Federals in great
force, atid a terrific fight ensued ; but onward pressed
our infantry and artillery, until at 9 P. M., when the
heavy cannonading ceased, it was generally known that
the enemy had been driven fully three miles, having ex-
perienced great loss in every shape, but particularly in
artillery. Purcell's battery, we are informed, immor-
talized itself, and was the first ccrps that crossed Me-
cbanicsviile bridge, and opened fire on the enemy. At
Mecbanicsviile, the heaviest fighting is said to have ta-
ken place on Watt's farm, but resulted magnificently
to U3. All the eights beyend the Chickahominy are
in our possession, thus ensiring the safe and speedy
transportation of troops and munitions to this other
side.

From the late hour at which we write, it is impossi-
ble to obtain particulars of the sanguinarv engagement
of yesterday, nut the fac's stated are substantially cor-
rect, whde much more was effected by the forces engaged
than the most sanguine cou'd bave expected or predict-
ed. The enemy were totally touted w henever they made
a stand batteric- - entrenchments, field-work- s, camps,
and arms were captured with great rapidity, and our
loss is much less than could have been imagined iu all
likelihood, tbe engngrmeat tadiy will prove a general
one at all points, and let C3 reverently hope that the
God of Battles w.ll smile propitiously upon our effort?,
and crown our forces with a complete and glorious tri-
umph over mal;gnant and relentle-- s eneraue.

Tbe more we learn of the fight near the old battle
ground of Seven Pines, oa Tuesday, the greater are we
satisfied thit it was one of the most brilliant affairs of
the war, redounding greatly to our honor, and worthy
of fitting memory and commendation.'

Still we cannot but feel anxious. Be the result what
it may, we know that many very many of our best
aud most valued friends are exposed to ths fire of a fe-

rocious enemy that in any event many a home must
be left desolate many a heart must be crushed, never
again on earth to be healed or bound op. Tbe issue is
in the hand of tbe God of Battles, and He will do right,
and we must submit to His will, even should the event
be adverse to our hopes and contrary to our expecta-

tions. But we reed not attempt to disguise the fact
that we are ill prepared to hear cf a defeat ; that any-

thing short of victory would fall heavily upon our peo-

ple, and that a decided reverse to cur arms would come
upon us all like a clap of thunder in a clear sky. Bat
even then, while acknowledging the weight of the blow
we Bhould never despair of the Republic.
