We find the following account of the Exploit of the
Confederate ram Arkansas in the New York- - World
of the 25th ult. As it gives an apparently fair ac-

count, which, coming from an enemy, can hardly be sus-

pected of flattering the Confederate side, we think it
will be read with interest :

From Vicksburg.
From our Special Correspondent.

Mississippi Flotilla, above Vicksbprq, )

Tuesday Afternoon, July IS, j
Amid the excitement consequent npon the unexpect-

ed arrival of the famous rebel ram and gunboat Arkan-
sas at the Union flotilla above Vicksburg, I ha3ten to
relate the circumstance, which, now that it has trans-
pired, strikes the most iadifferent with amazement and
terror.

You are probably aware that this famous vrssel wa3
towed from Memphis in an unfinished condition, a few
days before the destruction of the rebel fleet before that
city, up the Yazoo river, to be completed and to receive
her armament. This morning at 5 o'clock the gunboats
Tyler and Carondelet, accompanied by the ram Queen
of the West, started on a reconnoitej-in- expedition hp
the Yazoo river, but they had hardly reached the mouth
of that stream when they were met by the Arkansas
coming down, and an engagement ensued, resulting, so
far as I can learn, decidedly ia favor of the rebel ves-

sel.
THE TXXER AND CARONDELET CRIPPLED.

The Tyler received several shots, and then put con-
siderable distance between herself and the-enem- y. The
Qaeen, perceiving that there was no chance whatever of
coping with her formidable oppone-.- t, widely retired.
The Carondelet, Capt. Henry vVilke cormnanding, ran
alongside the monster, and attempted to botrd her, but
wa3 driven off in a crippled condition. Her mud re-

ceiver was cut by a shot, but some forty or fiily of her
crew escaped death from scalding by leaping overboard.

THE ARKANSAS IN THE FLOTILLA.
By this time, say 7 o'clock, the Arkansas having re-

sumed her downward course, arrived iu the flotilla.
None of our gunboats had steam up, but the ports were
thrown open and every preparation made to give her
a warm reception.

The ram Lancaster turned her prow towards the ap-
proaching monster, but was struck by a shot which
burst her boiler, scalding and instantly killing Beveral
of her crew.

The Arkansas fired into our transports lying upon
the right shore of tbe Mississippi, but injured no one,
as the crews had fled ashore at her appioach. As she
passed down each vessel in our fleet she received their
fire without any apparent injury, and triumphantly dis-

appeared around the bend and anchored safelv under the
I rebel batteries in front of Vicksburg.

APPEARANCE AND STRENGTH OF THE ARKANSAS.

This formidable craft i3 smulier than any of Com.
Davis's gunboats; but she is much more plainly con-
structed, and seems absolutely formidable. Oar shot

--and shell, although delivered thick and fast, seemed not
to affect her a wl it, for she kept on the even tenor of
her way, while her iron rib.i repelled a shower of solid
iron, the very weight of which one would think suff-
icient to sink her.

She is cone-sbape- and 13 covered with double tiers
of T railway iron, mounts twelve very large guns, and
ia provided with a formidable rajn of swhd iroa ut
her prow. She run3 fast for an iron-bui- lt vessel, and
presents but a small surface to tbe guns of an enemy.

THE BENTON AND THE CINCINNATI FOLLOW THE
ARKANSAS.

As soon a3 steam could be raised, tbe flag-shi-p Bin-to- n

and Cincinnati pursued the enemy, but tbe former
was very severely injured by tbe guns of tho upper bat-
tery before she could successfully engage l;cr lou. Ihey
then returned to tbe flotilla, which 13 now busily pre-
paring for a movement on the enemy's works.

EESTRCCTION CF0.E OF OUR MORTAR BJAT3.
The rapidly falling waters of the Mississippi bad left

the mortar boat Sydney C. Jones aground below the
city, and upon the approach of tha Arkacsis it was
deemed prudent to blow her up ratber tbaa havs hor
fall into tbe hands of tbe enemy. Accordingly, her guna
and mortar were spiked, and her magazine ignited, when
she flew into pieces with a terrific explosion. The rem-
nants of tbe vessel immediately took fitt--, anJ.inafev
hours uofhing remained ol her but a few floating and
charred timbers. Her crew aro al! saW.

SPIRIT OF THE AFFAIR.
Nothing can exceed the holiness and daring dis-

placed by this Vvsael, running single-bande- d and a'one
into the very jaw3 of a seemingly inevitable destruction,
ar d grpat, indeed, must bo the pride cf her crew at tho
success of ber achievement.

Soon alter her arrival, crowds of womm-wer- seen
hastening down the hitherto deserted streets cf Vicks-
burg, and rushing: aboard, to comlort aod console the
wounded, if any, and congratulate all upon tiieir really
brilliant success.

IXCiriENTS AND CASUALTIES.

Beginning lo Connt tbe Co.! A Fcartal Ace nm il-

lation of Debt.
Tho following is from the Milwaukie (Wis.) News,

of 19th July:
In the same telegraphic report which announces the

adjournment ot Congress, we are told that nearly eight
hundred million dollars have been appropriated during
the late session.

There are now about 4,000,000 voters in all the Uni-
ted States. If the s am appropriated by Congress at
this single session were apportioned among the voters,
it would make about $200 for each voter to pay.

The Stats of Wisconsin now includes nearly one-twentie- th

of tbe Northern population. She will doubt-
less be forced to meet quite one-twenti- of these ap-
propriations. That would amount to forty million dol-

lars. Ii the South pays its proportion of these appro-
priations even then our share will fall little short of
thirty million dollars. I'his we are called upon to pay
in addition to all town and municipal expenses, and in
addition to all that has been eqaandered by our State
officers. Such is the cost ol Wisconsin of the first re-

gular session of a Republican congress under a Repub-
lican national administration.

We will not now stop to inquire whether Wisconsin
can pay this eum. We owe it, so far as Congress can
make us owe it. And we owe much more besides. We
owe for hundreds ol millions of dollars i)i addition for
which Congress has not yet provided. It is safe to say
that at the tnd of the present year Wisconsin will owe
more than all the real and personal property in the State
would pay if sold to the highest bidder. Every acre of
land, every building, every article of personal property,
everything the people of WiscDnsin own, movable or
immovable, is virtu illy mortgaged to its lull value to
pay this debt.

Of course, it cannot be paid. Not f r generations
will it be paid. As Wendell Phillips says, the strength,
the mind, the hands of every child in the cradle is mort-
gaged to pay the iuteresr upon it.

Yet what good has all this expenditure of money ac-
complished ? We are farther from Union today than
when the war commenced. There are not so many Un-
ion mrn in the Southern States this hour as there were
on the morning when our armies were summoned to the
field. The people of Virginia and Tennessee, and Ken-
tucky and Missouri, were then almost unanimously
for the Union they are now almost unanimously against
it.

We do not parade these facts for any sinister or un-
worthy pv pose, but because they may lead to reflection
and to rig t action. There is somewhere a fatal mis-

take in tho management of public affairs, or we should
not have expended literally nearly our last dollar thus
in vain. The Union is worth it all, it is true, and dou-
ble all that we possess, whether of life, of health or of
property but as the Government is now administered,
even these seem an inadquate sacrifice.

In a crisis like this, he who fails to consider well the
great facts which stare him in the face, or would at-

tempt to ignore any of tbe important obstacles which
must be encountered in tbe struggle in which we are
engaged, is worthy of very little credit for patriotism,'
and much les3 lor practical good sense

A Pi-c- at the Iron Clad Steamer Richmond De-

scription of t'xe Vessel.
Col. Edward C. Charles of the Tammany Regiment,

who was wounded and taken prisoner in one of the re-

cent battles before Richmond, has furnished a Yankee
paper with the following information :

He states that he was sent home from Richmond with
the verbal explanation that he was paroled until on ex-

change could be effected. He was told that no formal
obligation was required of him. The mcst important
point of information gained by his brief sojourn in Rich-
mond was obtained on his departure from home, being
a sight cf the new iron clad steamer which the rebels
are building, modeled after the Merrima'

This unusual privilege was no fault f the rebels, who
dropped tbe curtains of a large double unbulance con-

taining the Colonel and some wounded Massachusetts
officers, as they passed along the James River, but the
former having the lower portion of the vehicle, and the
curtains being slightly short, enabled him to see the
bulk of ihe new war vessel, as it was being towed by
an old ferry boat in the direction of the Tredegar Iron
Works, it is presumed, (or tbe purpose of receiving her
iron coating there.

fhis vessel is a beated ram, and in this respect, and
in being of a smaller size than the Merrimac, does she
differ from that defunct marine monster. The new ves-

sel had her roof on, and a large number of men were at
work on her. Her guards were about sjx feet above
the water's edge. 1 he ram was well beaked, reaching
about four feet above the deck, and extending out six
or 8 feet. The Colonel supposes this vessel will prove
very formidable, and that she will be ready for service
in three weeks at the farthest.

Her roof runs up to a peak of such a height that the
sides rise at a sharp angle. When ironed, and her ma-

chinery pat in, her guards will probably not be over
one foot above the water. Being much smaller, she will
be far more manageable than the Merrimac. The Col-

onel saw another iron clad vessel, quite ready for ser-

vice, on the river. It was a gunboat, apparently, of
about four hundred tons. It is his opinion that the
Rebels are constructing several rams of the kind de-

scribed.

Ttite enemy's fleet Movements of 9IcCI-llau- .

The daring exploit of a few members of the Prince
George cavalry, on James river, opposite McClellan's
camp, last Saturday morning, has led to greater watch-
fulness on the part of the enemy, who seem to fear for
the safety of their fleet of transports. All the vessels
have becu drawn up as near as possible to the North-
ern shore of the stream, whero they are protected by
gunboats. Tbe belief that a considerable portion ol
McClellan's army is being withdrawn for the purpose
of reinforcing ope, gains strength daily. Informa-
tion has reached us within the past week that large
bodies of Federal troops were quietly crossing the
Chickahominy and marching down the Peninsula to-

wards Fortress Monroe ; but before giving currency
to this report, we preferred to await further develop-
ments. It is now assertfd that observations Irom the
opposite side cf . James iiver show that many of the
enemy's tents have disappeared, and it is also noticed
that the vessels in front of the camp frequently diminish
in number during the night. That some important
movement is in progress, seems to be well authenticated:
and the utmost caution is observed, with the view of
preventing the Confederate authorities from learning
its object. It is presumed that McClellan, unwilling
to hazard another advance .towards Richmond from
below, will hold his present 'fortified position with a
sufficient number of men, protected by gunboats, while
the business of conquering the "Rebel Capital" will be
entrusted to Pope, the idol of the present hour in Yan-kt;edo- m,

who is to have all the men and means necessary
to make 'fbort work" of the enterprise.

The following are the conditions agreed upon by

Gen. John A. Dix on the part of the United States,
and Gen. J). JJ. Bill on the part of the Confederate
States, for a general exchange of prisoners of wsr :

Daxall's Landing, On James Biter, Va., )

July 22, 18G2. f
Tho undersigned haviDg been commissioned by the au-

thorities they respectively represent to make arrangements
for a general exchange of prisoners of war, have agreed to
the following articles :

Article 1st. It la hereby agreed and stipulated that all
prisoners of war held by either party, including those taken
on private armed vessels, known aa privateers, shall be dis-
charged npon the condition and terms following :

Prisoners to be exchanged man for man and officer for
officer ; privateers to be placed upon the footing of officers
and rcea of the Navy.

Men and efheers of lower grades may be exchanged for
officers of a higher gradf , and men and oflicers ot different
services may be exchanged according to the following scale
of ( equivalents :

A General commanding i- chief, or an Admiral,' shall be
exchanged for officers of equal rank, or forty-si- x privates
or common seamen.

A Fi?g Officer or Major General shall be exchanged for
officers of equal rank, or for torty privates or common sea-
men.

A Commodare carrying a broad pennant, or a Brigadier
General, shall bi exchanged lor oflicers of equal rank, or for
twenty privates or common seamen.

A Captaia ia the Navy, or a Colonel, shall ba exchanged
for oflicers of tqa;.l rank, or for fiiteen privates or common
seamen.

A Lieutenant Colonel, or a Commander in the Navy, shall
be excharged for officers of equal rank, or for ten privates
or common seamen.

A I ientenant Commander, or a Msjor, shall be exchanged
for i mcer-- of equal rank, or for eignt privates or common
seamen.

A Lieutenant cr a Masier in the Navy or a Captain in Hie
Aimy or Marines shall be exchanged, for officers of equal
rank, or for Bix privates or common eeamen.

Master's Mates ia the Navy orJLieutenacts and Ensigi-- s

in the Army shall be exchanged for officers of equal rank,
or for f our privates or common eeamen.

Midshipmen, Warrant tfcersin the Navy, Masters of
merchant vessels, and Commanders of privaceers, thall be
exchanged for oflicers of equal rank, or for three privates
or common seamen : Second Captains, l ieutenants or Mates
of merchant vessels or privateers, and ail petty officers in
the Navy and all officers in the Army or
Marines shall be severally exchanged for persons of equal
rank, or for two privates or common seamen; and private
6o:diers or common seamen shall be exchanged for each
other, man for man.

Art. 2d Local, State, civil, and militia rank held by per-
sons not in actual military service, will not be recogn zed,
the basis of exchange being the grade actually heldin the
naval and military service of the respective parties.

Art. 3d. If citizens held by either party on charges of dis-

loyalty, or any alleged civil offence are exchanged, it shall
ouly be for citizens, captured sutlers, arid all
civilians in the actual service of either party to be ex-
changed lor persons in similar position.

Art. 4th. All prisoners of war to be discharged cn parole
in ten days after their capture, and the piiaoners now held
and those hereafter taken, to be transported to the pdBbts
mutually agreed upon, at the expense of the capturing
party. The surplus prisoners not exchanged shall not be
permitted to take up arms again nor to serve as military
police or constabulary force ia any fort, garrison, or field
work, held by either of the respective parties, nor as guards
of prisons, depots, or stores, nor to discharge any duty
usually performed by soldiers, until exchanged under the
prov tioa of this cartel. The exchanged is not to be con-eider- ed

complete until tha officer or soldier exchanged for
has been actually restored to the lines tojfhich he belongs.

Ait. 6f h. Each party, npon the discharge of prisoners of
the other party, ia authorized to discharge an equal number
of their own oflicers or men from parole, furnishing at the
same time to the other party a list of their prisoners dis-
charged, and of their own officers and men relieved from
parole ; thus enabling each to relieve from parole such of
their own officers and men as the party may chocse. The
lists thu3 mutually furnished will keep both" parties advised
of the true condition of the exchange cf prisoners.

Art. 6th. The stipulations and piivisions above-mentione- d

io be of binding obligation daring the continuance of the
war, it matters not which party may have the surplus of
prisoners, the great principles involved being :

1st. An equitable exchange of prisoners, man for man,
officer for officer, or officers of higher grade exchanged for
officers of lower grade, or for privates according to the
scale of equivalents.

2d. That privates and officers, and men of different Fer-vice- s,

may be exchanged according to the same rule of
equivalents.

M. Thata'l prisoners, of whatever aim of service,-ar- e

to be exchanged or paroled in ten days from the time of
ttieir capture, if it be practicable to transfer them to their
own lmcs in that time ; if not, as toon thereafter as practi-
cable.

4th. That no officer, eohlier, or employee in the service
of either party, ia to be considered as exchinged and ab-
solved from his parole until hia equivalent Las actually
reached the lines of his friends.

5th. That the parole forbids the performance of field,
garrison, police, or guard, or constabulary duty.

blFTLEMENTARY ARTICLES.
Art. 7th All prisoners of war now held on either side,

and all prisoners hereafter taken, shall be sent, with all
reasonable dispatch, to A. H. Aiken's ibelow Dutch Gap, on
the James river, in Virginia, or to Vicksburg, on the Mis-

sissippi river, in the State of Mississippi, and there ex-

changed, or paroled until such, exchange can be effected,
notice being previously given by each party of the number
of prisoners it will send, and the time when they will be de-

livered at those points respectively ; and, in case the vicis-
situdes of war shall chaqge the military relations of the
places designated ia this article o the contending parties,
so 8s to render the same inconvenient lor the delivery and
exchange of prisoners, other places, bearing, as nearly as
may be, the present leca! relations of said places to the
lines of said parties, shall be, by mutual agreement, substi-
tuted. But nothing in this article contained shall prevent
the commander of two opposing armie3 from exchanging
prisoners cr releasing them on parole at other points
mutually agreed on by said commanders.

Art. 8th. For the purpose of carrying into efltct the
foregoing articles of agreement, each party will appoint
two agents, to be called agents for the exchange of prison-
ers of war, whosa duty it shall be to communicate with
e.ch othr by correspondence and otherwise, to prepare
the list ot prisoners, to attend to the delivery of the prisoners
at the places agreed on, and to carry out promptly, effect-
ually, and ia good faith, all 'the details and provisions of
the said articles of agreement.

Art Uth- - And in case any misunderstanding shall arise
in regard to any clauee or stipulation in tho foregoing ar-

ticles, ic ii mutually agreed that such misunderstanding
shall not interrupt the release of prisoners on parole, as
uaiein provided, but shall be made the subject ot frieudly

Tna' Census op Scotland. The census cf Scotland

has iusv been completed and give many interesting items

of information. There are 787 islands around the Scot-

tish coast taking as the definition of an island that it
shall be of sufficient extent toaflbrd pasture to a sheep.
The average population is one hundred to a square
mile. In some counties it is as low cs thirteen. The

emigration is very large among the males, and the pro-

portion in population between females and males is

111.2 to 100 a greater proportion than in any other

country in Europe. There "are 666,786 families in

Scotland : of these 7,964, or-mor- e than one per cent,
lived last year in a single room, without any window.
226,723 iamilies lived in oce room each, with one or
more windows, but often a mere apology for a window.
Thus thirty-fiv- e per cent, of all the families in Scotland,
or more than one-thir- d, live in one room. Thirty-seve- n

per cent, live in two rcom3, leaving only twenty-eigh- t

per cent, living in houses with three or more rooms.

Of families thus living in one rocm 31,948 consisted of

four, persons in each, and 6,212 of eight in each ! In
Glasgow, the largest city in Scotland, only one-fourt- h

ot the families have as many as three rooms each to live

in. The worst effect of this segregation, leaviDg out of

view the moral jefiect, is the dreadjul devastation which
epidemics and contagious diseases make when once they
begin to sweep throngh a community.
