When the Conacription Law was first proposed in Con-
gress, we were as much opposed to it as any person
_ could be. We gaid 0 in as plain words as we could
use.

Drafting at the North.

Secrelary Stunton under date of the 4th instant, anp-
nounces that in additicn to the three Luudred thousand
volunteers ¢ -led for, a draft of three bundred thousand
militia wil be immediately called into the service, 10
serve for nine menths, ualess syoaer discharged.

If the three hundred thousard volunteers+for the war
are not made up by the 15th-of August (to-day) tben
auy State lailing to make up its quota will have to do
80 by a special dralt from the wilitia. Now is the ap-
pointed day. We shall soon sce what we shal! sce, and
we rather thivk that ameng the things seen will be the
develepment of un anti-war feeling, and the organization
of ut anti-war party at the North.

Rat this will not be at once, nor for some little time.
The elemeuts are forming themselves, but they are not
yet ready fcr actico, and may not be for some time.

It would seem that our victory at *“ Southwest
Mountain,” * Mitchell's Station,” or * Slaughter’s
Farm,” as the field is differently called, was a more im-
portant affair than we had supposed. The numbers en-
gaged were largely disproportiopate at first, but as our
men came up the ecemy ren in good style. We didnot
at apy time have more than ten thousand men uo the
field of action. The enemy never had less than fifteen
thousand, end they fought weil too.  Our people exceed-
them in the dask—what the French call the elan. 'This
arising from the fact that our men were, ﬁgh!ing'for
their homes and their liberties,

Some of our boys of the 18th got burt, bat noue’
kil'ed Licut. Moord’s wounnd, we learn, was quite se-
vere. We fear that it may prove s°rious.

Tug recent orders of the Fedaal Secrclary of War
scem to be enforeed with a vim that is likely to make
wild work at the Northern Railroad d>pots, as for io-
stance at Baltimore, where on a recent oceagion some
two bundred persons were arrested on the charge that
they were about to Jeave the States and go into Cana-
da, to avoid the draft. Unqguestionably a large number
have gonr, and probably others are preparing to go.
but really it looks as though the war could not be very
popular ut the North when such means have to be
adopted to keep their rcdaudant population from rup-
piog away to get clear of it.

This lecks as nouch like the beginoing of the end, as
anylhing we bave yet seen.  In fact it looks more like
it. 'That with her vastly superior numbers, acd with
her open ports, the North eould carry on the war ip-
definitely, we are compelled to admit, provided she wus
desperately determined to do so, and willing to commit
suicide in the insane attempt to drag us ¢ wn with ber
in & common destruetion. But there are symptoms of
restiveneés which show that the North cannot be
brouglit up to this scratch, and one of the most signifi-
eant of thes2 symptoms is the geperal tendency to a
stampede at the bare unnonncement of an approaching
draft. Of this tendency we want no plainer proof thun
the order of the Secretary of war and the arrests under
it. T'wo hurdrcd people arrested on one evening trying
to get off oun one traip, to escape military duty, is cer-
taivly a quecr evidence of exeited war leeling, or of a
desire to sustain * Old Abe” in bis iusene crusade
against the rights and liberties of a people who simply
wish to stay apart from himn and his people.

AL the secounts we can get, both from the pnpcm-
and from private sources, lead us to the conclusion that
McOlellan is about to “ change his base ” again—in
[act it is almost cortain that be is trapsferring his forees
from the James to the Rappabanvock, his dash at Mal-
vern Hill, and his laading of troops on the Scuth side
of the Jamcs, being merely feints intended to divert at-
tention from bis evacaation of his present « base,” and
his travsier of lorees to the lines now occupied by Pope
and Buraside.
