[ c2nvot too highly comimend the condaet of the officers
and wen of my whole command, who cheerfully submitted
to the greatest hardships and deprivations. From the 4th
of April to the 3d of May thia army served almost withoul
relief in the iremches, Many companies of artillery were
never relieved during this Jong period.

It rained almost incessantly ; the trenches were filled
with water ; the wealher was exceedingly cold; no fires
could be allowed; the artillery and intantry of tha enemy
played upon our m=n almost continnounsly day and might ;
the army bad peither cofiee, sugar nor hard bread, but sab-
sigted on flour and salt meat, aod that in reduced gusnti-
ties : and yet no murmurs were heard.

Their gallant comrades of the army of the Potomac, and
the Department of Norfolk, though not 8o lorg a time ex-
posed to these sufferings, shared these hardrhips and dan-
gers with equal firmness and cheerfulness. _

I have never seen, and I do not believe that there ever
has existed an army (the combined srmy of the Potowmac,
Penivsula and Norfork,) which has shown itself, for 8o long
s time, 80 superior to all hardships and dangers.

The best drilled regulars the worid - has ever seen would
have mutinied under & continuons service in the trenches
for twenty-pine days, exposed every momenst o musketry
