Somehow we cannot help thinking that the enemy
must have partially sacceeded in their preliminary at-
tack upon the right wing of our army commanded by
General Longstreet. We think the object of Leng-
gtrect was, if possible, to prevent a junction between
the forces of Pope and MeClellan. That junetion did
take place however, for Genceral Lee announces a victo-
ry on Saturday over the combined forces of Gencrals
McQlellan and Pope.

From Manassag Junction to Gordonsville is 61 milcs;
all that distance is without teiegraph or railroad com-
munication, the wirea having been torn down and the
bridges ruined by the retreating enemy. °

All the rumours go to show that our victory on Sat-
urday was full and complete, but all after that is vague.

Consolation In Iistory,

In view of the parallel so eften drawn between the
Confederate States and Prussia under the *reign of
Frederick the Great, it might prove of intercst to muny,
aud of greal hope to ull, 1a this uncqual stroggle, to
know what was accomplicshed by a great leader and a
willing people, agamst the mest tremendous odds.—
Without going into historical particulars or the various
combinations of Freoeh, Ruesians, Austiiaus and
Swedes agninst Frederick, a glance at one campaign,
that of 1757, is sufficient to show the transeadant ahilj-
tics ol the man, and the determination of Ids prople.——
It is cstimated that at the commencement of  this cam-
peign the various combinations egaiost bim amounted
to 800,000 men, whilst he bhad a force to oppose them
of only 260,000 Yet he, with pumbers greatly in-
-ﬁ{riur to bis enemies, deleated thew in pearly every bat-
tle

Un May Gth, 1757, was fought the battle of Prague.
The Aanstrians, numbering 75,000, commanded by
Prince Charles, were defeated by Irederick with €8,
000 men, they losing 17,000 killed and wounded, and
Fredoriek losing 12,500 kiiled acd wounded. 1 he bat-
tle of Kolin, iought 17th June, was a defeat to the
Prussians. 'l‘th' lost 11,000, avd the Austrians 9,000
killed and wounded. "1he Aastrians bad 60,000, com-
manded by Count Daud, wnilst Frederick had only 32 -
00Q. 'The batile cf Jaegendorfl, fought August 30th,
was a compiete victory for Frederick. The Raussiass
120,000, commanded by Geoeral Apraxin, were routed
by Marshal Lehwald with enly 22,000 men. I'be Rus-
sians lost €,000 killed and wouuded, and the Prussians
5,700. Frederick gained another great victory at Ros-
bach on the 5th November. With only 20,600 he de-
feated the allics under the Prince of Soabise, number-
ing 70,000 men. Whilst his loss was only 500 kilied
and wounded, the allies lost 3,500 killed and woundd
and 6,220 prisoners! Xrederick was not so fortunate
at Breslau, November 22d. He was defeated by the

The Terms of Peace,

It seems that the recent vietories of the Confederate aymy
ha= aroused a feeling for peace which is keginning to mlff
publi¢c expression in the Northern cities. We are informe/]
that e late copy of the New York ** Timea " has been re.
ceived that says—** if tho combined armics of MceClelun
Barnside and Pope are defeated, then we for one are for
scitlomens.” We have pot seen the paper, eud do not know
whether or not any qualifications were added. Those who
informed us of the **'Times’ "’ expression, added that the
whole tone of the article was that of disappointment and
sorrow. Whether or not this statement is correet, we have
no doubt ‘hat thousards at the North, who heretofore silant
ly pubmwitted to the popular ery, will now speak oot and de-
mand peace, since al! their armies have been defented und
no foice intervenes between our vietoricus army avd the
Northern cities.

Gen. Lee understands the Northern character well enongl
to know thal the surest guarantee of an early peace, s the
vigorous prosecu'ion of preseut successes. l!le his shown
himsaelf to be a General who properly estimates the value of
quick and rapid movements ; he is pressing forward towar s
the enemy’s country, and nothing but a speedy offer of the
most tavorable terms of peace, will prevent an early invs
sicn of Northern territory, carrying to the enemy's bowe
the sarwe kind of warfare that has been practiced by then
in the Bouth. When the fact of invasion is foreibly present:
ed to the Northern mind, our own terms of peace will b
offered us.

The only terms which the Confederafe States can acean
will be the immediate recognition of the present Contede
rate 3tates, and the permission to the other States to ele
their own destiny, and to decide whether their future shal
be with the Cenfederate States or the United Btates, W
are of the opinion that the principle ot election ehauld te
applied not only to,the Border§8lave States, but to cach an!
all of the remaiving United States. Not that any of the
Northern Btates are wanted in the Confederacy, hut us i
scknowledgment of the right of Becession—for which this
war has heen waged.

The peace which ends this war should acknowledge the
ends for which it was fought, and apply its principles w
each and a!l of the United Btates. ;

We do not see the necessity for avy proclamation to the

North-western Btates about the free navigation of the Nis
gigsippi river ; that has already been sufficiently declarel,
and the North-western States nave, notwithstandiog that o
fer, as rigorously gustained the war as any of ihs Northen
States. We are unwilling to mitigate the force and effect
of our victories by extending favers or offers to sny portion
of our cuemiee. The abiiity to conquer a peace has beey
demousirated—Ilat us do nothing that will appear Jike
an eflort to purchase it.
The earnest desire of the people of the Confederate Btutis
for peace is kpown to the North., Whenever the U. Btaies
are prepared to have peace, it ean be obtained npon prope
terms. In the meantime, our army will speedily approsel
the enemy’s territory, and be prepared to aid all pescesbly
disposed persons and commurities, by co-operating ngain!
the encmy’s forces. -
