Abraham LrxcoLA- - has issued a proclamation, the
gist of which is contained in the following words :

That on th first day of January, in ihoyvar of cur Lord
one thousand eight hundred and sixty 'hrer,, all persons held
a slaves within any Stale, or any aesignaled part of a
Slate, the people icoereof shall then be in rebellion against
the United States, ahull 6e thenceforward and forever free.

This is simply brittem fulmen mere sonnd nnd fary,
signifying nothing. The Lincoln forces have already
been stealing or forcing away all the negroes they could
lay their hands upon. They have already passed bills
confiscating all the property of Southern men, (except
traitors,) they now only go a little farther, and confis

cate the property of traitors too, 6 that now there can
be no great premium on treachery. Lincoln's procla-
mation is another move to unite the South.

We would beg to euggest to our friends in the
country that our stores are closed and our supplies cut
off, bo that there is much that money will not do. We
want provisions, comforts for the nurses coming on, and
for the poor who cannot buy even with money. We
want also delicacies for the sick. Things of this kind
sent by Railroad consigned to the Mayor of Wilming-
ton might do much good.

Self -- preservation is no doubt the first law of na
ture. It is a conservative law, bat like all othec tnings,
its impulses may be carried too far ; and instead of a
good, beeome an evil. It may degenerate into the
most abject cowardice, or the most revolting selfish-

ness.

Now, we beg oar present and absent citizens, the
people of our country and of tur sister communities
to think about this matter a little. Use all proper
precautions, as wise men, but do not run into panic,
like children. Do not go unnecessarily into danger,
but do not run away foolishly from the mere suspicion
of it.

Yellow Fever, like any other epidemic, may re-

quire a nidus an egg, a seed from which to grow, but
all experience shows that it will not grow unless the
state of the atmosphere favours its growth. It will not
spread in the interior.

Why then should our interior friends, beyond the
reach of tide-wate- r, at points where1 you could not get
yellow fever to spread in a single case, why, we say,
should our friends so situated, be S3 rigid, as we under
stand some of them are, in their se notions,
tabooing every stray man, woman or child that has been
in Wilmington within the memory of anything not more
than two months old. To know-- that old and really
good friends, who would stand up to ycu in ordinary
times, would, if they met voa now, turn aw3y from you
aa though you were a leper, is not cheering. It oes
cot exalt our ideas of human nature, especially when
you know that it is mere panie ; that reason and fact
demonstrate that the disease never has been communi
cated in the interior, or beyond the reach of the atmos-
phere adapted to its propagation.

The sickly season

not having arrived,thedisease,aIthough occurring sporad-

ically, Lad not made much progress, nor assumed an epi-

demic charactg,until a few weeks since.when it commenc-

ed spreading with great rapidity. As to the idea that the
epidemic was introduced here designedly, we have never

beard fcuch a thought suggested, and do not now thiDk

tLat there i3 any reason to entertain it for a moment. As
for nine-tenth- s of the vessels running the blockade, we

have already expressed our opinion that they do us more

harm than good. It is a pity that these veesele had not
always been rigidly quarantined.

tention'at Crst, its progress might have been stayed, or

its limitc confined, and many valuable lives saved. But
of this we are not now qualified to speak.

tions of the earth, then the standard of valua as regulated
by all civilized people, in the form of precious metals, mu6t
induce us to look at home and abroad also for the develop-
ment of our national resources, so as to cause this standard
of the world to operate for our own benefit as a nation also.
In other words, if we then sell more than we buy fom

gold and silver will have opened for them a channel
through wh'ch they may flow freely into the country, and
our promise to pay may be soon redeemed. The obliga-
tions of the government will be quietly and srently dischar-
ged from the ability of the people to meet their respective
portions ot 'he national liabilities. Within six month? after
the ratifica'...fl of a treaty of pea g with the United States
Government, csr owu Government will be bound to redeem
its promises to pay. But this mu-- t necessarily be as it was
and has been with the old government, by the issuing ftr
the time ot other notes, or by funding its floating debt by
r threaten f stock, bearing an interest of eight per cent.,
to pay whic , all the resources of the government may be
pledged until every dollar is paid off end discharged.

Now, as to our resources. The two creat staples of the
South, tobacco and cotton, alone will furnish the most
ample basis, and give us at all times, a balance of trade in
our favor if we but practice economy, and make at home
in our own familier, as we may do much of what we are
accustomed to go abroad for, and tbi, too, vSithoul protec-
tion by the imposition of duties on imports to any extent.
Tobacco and Cotton are necessary to tbe support of Euro-
pean governmental revenues, and to the employment and
clothing of European t.u j'cts. They are compelled to re-
sort to us, uti we are not bound to go to them for any but
a few of 'Le articles of our consumption. Thenie of the
tobacco and cotton expdrted tor the year 169, amounied
in the sg(?r!ga.e to Slf-2,60- 9G1. To this must b added
other produVs of the South, euch as sugar, rice, tnrpen-tine- ,

wheat, flour, &c, amounting, altogether to $40 000,-C0- D

more, and making, with the two combined, 22. 506,961;
but it must be remembered, also, that the United Slates has
become to us a foreign Government alto, and they will con-
sume, ai they have heretofore done, as much, or more, of
our raw material if permitted to do so. Now
items in tha grand aggregate of the weaUh of the Coifede-nt- e

States, but, when looking for sources of revenue in
time of need, we cannot pass by our lands, our t laves, our
cattle, horses, hogs, sheep, Ac. there Confederate States
have fin area ot 000,000 square mile, an area greater
than Ei gland. Ii eland, Scotland, France, Bf ain and Portu-
gal, all combined, and with taxable roperty estimated in
the aggregate to twenty-tw- o thousand millioris of dollars ! !
They have all the sources of wealth, too, yet undeveloped
in the richest mines and in the most inexhanptible supplies
of coal, lead, iron, copper, salt, Ac, Ac, with a nett work
of railroads nearly completed, besides the finest harbors in
the world.

Let ns hear no more, then, about renndiationof Confede
ral notes tor it the notes of the Government are rendered
wortnles by any faiiure to maintain cur position as an in
dependent nation, the notes of the State Banks must be
worthless for as they are owned by loyal Southern men,
and htve furnished aid to the rebels," they will be confis-
cated under the laws of the Lincoln Corgress, as they have
already gone forth. But we mean to achieve our independ-
ence, and we shall, in due time, redeem every dallar of our
debt necessarily created in the struggle to mpport the
cause of Liberty, Truth and Justice, down trodden as it is
by wicked and corrupt rulers who have tyranized over the
people.

It was accordingly printed
The loyal citizens have a vague belief that oar armies have
ben everywhere victorious. They think that we are in
possession of Baltimore and Cincinnati ; and wonder why
relief is not sent to them. They long for it, pray for it, and
are expecting it constantly.

After the above was in type, we received a copy of the
Delta of the evening of the 13th inst. That day a vessel
arrived from New York, with advices thence to the 7th inst.
The Delta is filled up with extracts from them enough to
how that the Yankees were badly whipped at Manassas.

There is not a word of editorial comment.
We learn verbally, that great defensive preparations were

making by Butler. A line of heavy entrenchments was
building all around the land side of the city ; and troops
were arriving from seaward in large numbers. It was sup-
posed that there were some fifteen or twenty thousand at
hand. This accounts for the activity of the fleet, which has
been noticed from Fort Morgan. Those troops are landed
at Ship Island, and thence transferred to the city. There
wer several thousand negroes at work on the defences.
Seme of them were armed, and all of them without mas-
ters. As far as the African ia concerned, all ia chaos. The
white " seasah " hag to stand back in hia presence. The
old distinctions in relation to the two are out of fashion ia
omnibuses and other public places. In short, New Orleans
is putting cn ths worst garb of Boston.
