' Prom the Jackion fclsaiMippian, 26th ult. --

' The Battle of Xnka. ;

We this morning conversed witb0r. Lake I. Black-
burn, aid of Gen Price, who was with him at Iuka.

Gen. Price was thrice ordered by Gen. Bragg to
move his army across the Tennessee river at Eastport
or Iuka. On Thursday morning, the llth, he moved
bis army of less than 14,000 men from Guntown towards .

Iuka. By rapid and forced, marches, he arrived within
3 miles ot Iuka at daylight Sunday morning. There
he was informed by a courier from TJea. Armstrong's
command, whose cavalry had attacked tbe enemy ou
Saturday, that reinforcementa were being sent from
Burnsville. The men being much fatigued were or-

dered to rest ; aud sleep in line for 30 minutes..
Gen. Price, knowing tbat Capt. Saunders, with his

company of 120 men bad possession of the road between
Iuka and Burnsville, having implicit confidence in that
officer, and he bad no fear cf reinforcements from Co-
rinth until he shoulelhave captured the force at Burns-
ville and Iuka. Tbe column was put in motion ; on ;
reaching the edge of town he was astonished to bear
that the enemy 2,000 strong, with 2,000 stolen negroes,
acd a large train bad fled at one o'clock the night pre-
vious. He took possesion of the place. There was a
quantity' of cotton atd stores. The enemy came up
again on Monday, in small force, but-soo- n retreated.

Colonel Wirt Adamn and Hieman's cavalry captured v
and burnt a train of cars five miles below Iuka.

There was no further demonstration until Friday
morning, when Colonel Ord sent in a flag demanding
the unconditional surrender of General Price's. army,
stating that the army of General Lee had been destroy-
ed in Virginia ; Longstreet and Hill, with their entire
divisions, captured ; that the war was now virtually
closed, and as. he wisned to prevent the useless shedding
of blood, be demanded an unconditional surrender.
That he (General Price) was completely mrrounded by
an overwhelming force, aud could not escape.

General Price replied tbat whenever the independence
of the Southern Confederacy was acknowledged, her
rights respected, and the vandal hordes of the North,
were driven from her soil, that then, and then only,
would he and his army be willing and ready to lay down
their arms.

General Price, in obedience to orders from General
Van Dorn, and being almost destitute of forage, unable
to cross the Tennessee river, prevented from passing
down towards Corinth by the unfavorable condition of
the country, the enemy having possession of the west-
ern bank of Yellow Creek, determined to fall back to
Baldwin, and there unite with Gen. Van Dorn.

, From Nashville.
Letters weie received on tbe evening of the 24th

from the neighborhood of Nashville, at Chattanooga,
as we learn from the Ribel, written on the Saturday
previous, which states that nine small regiments of in-

fantry, with Stokes' regiment of cavalry, and one
Pennslyvania company of cavalry, are all the force ki
Nashville. The troops now. there are said ttfbe Geo.
Payne's division. Their pickets do net extend beyond
the euvlrions &f the city. Occasionally they send out
foraging parties sustaineilby hetvy boelies of iufantry,
which our forces generally manage to get hokrcf.
. Andrew Johnson is still at Nashville, and is said to
be drinking very hard. ' They are still fortifying
the city, the fortifitjitiocs beizig principally front-
ing the Murfreesboro, Lebanon, Franklin, and Nolans-vill- e

pikes. Thousands of "negroes are carried from the
different counties in Middle Tennessee to Nashville,
and many of them are sent to Kentucky. But taking
our negroes, incensed Keatuckiau3, and it is said an or-

der has been issued that no more negroes be allowed to
accompany the army to Kentucky. The Federals are
taking what they want, and eating out the city, and
will soon be in a starving condition. It is though
that Johnson is awaiting tbe result of some decisive
battle in Kentucky. If the Federals should be defeated
be will abandon the cjity, otherwise he will endeavor to
hold it. '

A Si t.ofiy Question.
. The Baltimore "American" in a long editcnal in re-g- yd

affairs, says :

And now the question arises : How long will the
propIeof the United States the people of both sec-

tions stand their present sufferings in conflict with
each other ? Unless something is done soon to retrieve
our cause is there not danger that the patience of all
may give way, and that out of want of success may
come anarchy and "lecocsiructiou" uch as that fore-

shadowed so long ago in the Rebr-- l debates at Mont-
gomery, ar;d now otice more in tnis programme which
turns up at Charleston ? Out of such condition of

things as ia th eatened here however remotely did not
the world tee France emergo in the grasp of. a Military
Dictatorship ? and, alter what has occurred within the
past eighteen aionths, should we be too greatly sur-

prised at anything ? Do we not know that there is in
the lojal States a faction which would exult at any
new revolution which would restore them fo power on
something like tl.e old basis ? at:d is it not tbe duty of
the Government to consider the possible dange:
of permitting longer delays, sach ts have already
redounded to the advantages of traitors both within and
without its lines? Haying lost the Union party cf the
South, i.s not,lhe Union party of the North also in
danger ? is the question which should come home with
power to all.

Fight at Plymouth KortU Carolina.
The Newbern (NT. C) "Progress" contains fie

following in regard to a fight in North Carolina :
A large body of rebels marched towards Plymouth,

North Carolina, on the 2d instant, inieodirg,to eifer
the town and lay it in ashes. A naive Carolinian,
knowing tbe intention of the rebels, cirne quickly tG
town and reported it to Captain W. II. Hammel, of
HawkiDs' Zouaves. No time w,as to be lost. To de-

fend the,town there was one company (F;) of Hawkins'
Zouaves, one company of regu'arly enlis'ed loyal North
Oaroliuiatis, with eucLi other loyal fighting civilians as
the town could furnish.

All hands were quickly at their posts. 'Half of the
Zouaveswere sick with the fever which prevails there
at this season of the year, and all cf tbe commissioned
officers were sick, except Lieut. (Jreeu, of the Zoua?es,
who was disabled by-- a wound received in a former en-

gagement up Roanoke rivtr.
At the approach of fuc-- a force some men would

have said "surrender," but this was not tbe Federal
commander's motto. He took his men, went out on
Tursday, tbe 2d irlst , md met the enemy three miles
from the town.

The enemy consisted of infantry aLd cavalry, the
former nt.der Col. Garrett (who ia fact was in command
of the whole force,) atul the latter in command ot Cap-
tain Fagan. When h? Union forces came upon the
enemy they found them bivouacked in the woods, intend-
ing not to attack before the next day. A rebel intend-
ed giving the alarm of the approach of our forces by
firing his piece, but it missed fire. Oar boys took this
as a signal of alarm, and they dashed upon them with

reat earnestness, fighting the whole iorci for an
hour. '

In the sh ;rt space of an hour they whipped a force
of four tjmes tfceir number, captured Ooioael Garrett,
their commander, a lieutenant and forty prisoners, to-

gether with many of the cavalry horses. The reb'els
lost thirty killed with the ordinary proportion ol wound-
ed. When the eiierny brt-k- e and fled, the loyal North
Carolinians were fast and fierce in the pursuit of their
rebel neighbors. The cha-- e was given up only when
the enemy was completely put to flight.

PositWtii of AfTalis la the West The Rfrt itt'i of
the Confederate Army.

Gen. Grant has ordered 1,000 negroes to impress-
ed at Louisville, Ky., to work on the defence o! that
city. The Chicago Times says that city is filled with
refogee s from there. A letter dated Louisville. Sept.
22, says :

All corntnunicitions with Mumfoiddville and vicinity
is now cut off, as the enemy, under General Iiragg, are
occupying that place, and have extended their line of
pickets in t his direction as fr as Shepherdsvillc. The
news which reaches this place concerning the position
and movements of our forces is necessarily very meagre
and unsatisfactory, and the only thing lelt for the pub-
lic to do is to wait anxiously lor the denouement.
The following is, as neatly as cm possible be ascertain-
ed, a correct list of the officers commanding the rebel
army ia front of the city, which is known as li e Second
Department of the Southwest, and of which Maj. Gen.
Bragg is styled the Commander ef :

als Heath, Lvedbeater, Rim?, liejiijids, .ChurclJil,
Claiborne, and Maxey. t adds roach to th'j pro-
bability of this report is the fact that the large number
of rebel troop3 who had been gathered in front of Cin-
cinnati have now left that section, and at last accounts
were movii.g in this direction. The enemy ere gather-
ing a large number of troops in the S.a'e of Kentucky,
mauy of whom have heretofore been acting as Union
home guards. In some instances whole companies have
turned themselves, and the United States arms which
had been entrusted to them, over to the rebels.

The following reply bas been received to the address
lately forwarded to the Government of the United
States by the Paisley Parliamentary Reform Associa-
tion :

Washington, Auz. 14, 1862. t

To Alexander McAndrew, President, and Robert
CoeLran, Secretary of the Paisley Parliamentary
Reform Association :

Gentlemen I have had the pleasure of receiving the
liberal acd courteous address of tbe Paisley Parliamen-
tary Reform Association, and have submitted it to the
Prtsident of the United States and the heads of the
Departments of this Government.

Ec-gage- in maintaining against an unprovoked and
causeless sedition a Government whose principle is tha
political equality of the members of the State, and
whose-polic- y is peace and good will towards all States
acd all men, it has been a disappointment to learn that
our struggle is at best a matter of tnatnerence to ine
Governments cf Europe, while it is generally represent
ed to us that the nations cf that continent sympathize,
not with us, but with the insurgents, and desire nothing
less than our National ruin. If these representations
are true, it is a new and melancholy illustration of the
disposition of mankind to seek to do barm to each other,
at the cost of common sacrifices and sufferings.

For your better appreciation of the cta-act- er of this
contest, and for your most generous wishes for the safe-
ty, welfare, and happiness of our country, you will please
to accept the tbank3 of the people of the American
Continent. I speak m the name of the Continent, be
cause 1 know tbat the cause cf the United states is ac-

cepted by idl the American nations as one involving
ultimately their safety and their destiny. .

TLe North does not, however, stand alone in uphold-
ing the beneficent Government. The West ia equally
loyal and equally devoted to our institutions, and equally
energetic in defending them. Nor is the South, as you
seem to imuiagin?, altogether insensible or unfaithful.
lime, which always subdues passions otherwise uncon-trolkb'- e,

is gradually freeing that region from the ter-
rors of the insurrection, and preparing the way forits
return to its constitutional duties, and for the restora-
tion of national unity and peace.

It is an occasion of sincere regret for the people cf
this country that nations, for whom we have cherished
only sentiments of friendship and affection, are disturb-
ed in their iuc'ustrial occupations in consequence of this
unhappy civil strife. We find in this circumstance a
nenv aud distinct motive to bring the war to a safe and
speedy conclusion.

terday when the others dispersed in the direction of
Vankeedom, or rather was brought back after getting
some distance on his way. His came is Wiliiam S.
Atwood, and his rank that of Major in the 1st regi-
ment of Michigan volunteers. His detention was
caused by an order of Gen. Winder to that effect, a
charge ol grand larceny havicg been entered against At-woo-d.

It appears that. while Atwood'a regiment was
prowling in the vicinity of Mount Vernon, he and a
cumber cf his comrades proceeded to depredate on the
premises, by virtue of their belonging to the family of
Col. Jno. A. Washington, a "rebel," and iu pursuance
of Pope's proclamation. Atwood selected as his share
of the plunder the celebrated picture of George Wash-
ington, painted by Stuart, and which for eighty odd
years liod been tanging in tne veneraDle mansion un-

disturbed.
He caused it to be shipped to his Northern borne as

a prizo, and doubtless felt very few twinges ol con-
science whde performing the act of spoliation and sa-

crilege. We believe the complaint which caused his
detention was entered by some member of Col. Wash-
ington's family. Moj. Atwocd was offered the option
of ransoming himselt by -- producing the picture, b:jt
giving no satisfactory assurance that it wonld be done,
he was brought back. We understand that tbe gov-ernme- at

will hold on to him till the picture is restored.
When exchanged, therefore, he will ba given as cn
equivalent to Gen. Washington's portrait. The Yan
kees profess great veneration lor.

There are fevv such
acta of dauntless heroism on record, and they mirk
Capt. MLflit aa the man for the times. .Such gallant
conduct should meet with a grateful and praclical re-

cognition on the part of bis bovernment, ai.d we hope
it will not be slow in regarding what all must regard as
purely a reward ol merit.

7 he " Oreto " vas seized, released, and again seized,
and learning that through the efforts of the Lincoln
agents it was determined again to take possesion of
ner and eeua her to England lor a new trial, we slipped
from the hauser of II. M. ship and on the night
of the 9th, with eleven deck hands and live firemen and
coal heavers all that money and cunning cculd cbtain

drifted with the tide under the shadow of the land
tome eight miles, and thus the Yankee cruisers hover-
ing around us were evaded. A schooner with cur
guns on board was awaiting U3 outside, and taking her
in tow we dashed down the u Tongue ot the .Ocean,"
and were soon where no Yankee efficer dared to follow
us. Threading our way through innumerable rocks and
ehoa!?, with many narrow escapes, we anchored among
them, and all hands only fourteen in all wtnt to work
with a hearty good will. In four days we got tie guns,
etc , ou board. Imagine our misery when we discover
ed that r.cither rtrmmers, sponge?, sights, beds, quoins,
passing boxes or magtztne equipments had come along
with them, and that on the day following the yellow
fever appeared in all its horrors. There was no physi-
cian on board and the case was fatal. On the ICth two
more new cases. You" can sympathise" with us in our
sad plight. We had scarcely men enough on board to
handle the ship ; the circles to the pivot guns did not
fit ; .Yankee cruisers all about ; disease on board, and
no help at Land but the indomitable energy ol our
Captain, who, in addition to his many duties, was nurs
ing the sick. It was determined to run for Cardenas,
in Cu'ia, as the most healthy and secluded port, in the
hope of picking up a few seamen and getting medial
aid ; and in the night the ship was gotten under way
and steered close along the breaking?, passing over the
banks with considerable risk. On the night of the 18th
made Cardenas Light and the Yankee gunboats ; at
one o'clock on tie moruing of the 19th entered the har-
bor. Our crew, by this time, were reduced to three
men on deck and cue fireman, who had been on duty for
eleven hours. On the 20th the yellow fever had full
pOEsession of the ship, and an officer waa sent to Ha-
vana to ei.di avor to get men. On the 21st our Captain
was taken down, and soon thereafter given up as a
hopeles3 case. He remained insensible for several days,
but a merciful Providence was with him, and he recov-
ered his consciousness to find his much loved son in a
dying condition beside him. Poor Laurens ! he died
at sundown, and just afier kiuijcur seamen and the 3d
Assistant Engineer.

In the meantime, the Yankee Consul, en. Shufeldt,
had got wind of our whereabout, ar.d despatched five
gunboats to cut ns eff and hem the Oreto in port. We
obtained twenty-fou- r laborers, and tripping our anchor
ran the gauntlet, getting clear to sea without mishap.
A poor little Spanish passenger steamer, coming out
two hours, before us was mistaken for the Oreto by the
Yankees, acd peppered for thirty-a- x miles. I he ene-

my, supposing that we would run for Charleston, in-

creased his force about Abaco, the Florida passages,
and off Wilmington and Charleston, and Commander
(Juert Caosvoort, k the Adirocdeck, in his zeal to head
us off and capture us, was totally wreckei.

Oa the 4ih at 3 P. M. we made Mobile Light and
three troart looking blockaders watching the port. We
got up a full head m and tried to arrange our
guns for at least one shot, but could not. Every pre
paratiou was then made to set fire to the ship in case of
necessity, and combustibles were ready in tin d ff rent
placis, our brave little ship standing boldly in towards
the enemy. Meanwhile tbe cruisers ran out to mee U3,

forming themselves in a triangle about us, withholding
their fire, as w'e still kept aloft the red cross of old Eng-

land, and they hesitated for a moment or two to make
up their minds as to our nationality. We were now so
near that the conversation could be distinctly heaid on
bos?rd, and a midshipman at the mast head sung out,
" She is not English ; there are only a few men on her
deck." At this, the beggars blsz d at us, knocking
about fourteen hammocks out of the nettings, and then
striving to head us fff ; but Captain Mfcflit ordered the
men at the helm to stear tight for the starboard bow
of the nearest vessel, and, not liking the looks of things,
our Yankee friend sheered off, bringing the two vessels
in a line just what we wanted. At this time, we
handed down the British ensign and ran up the Confed-

erate flag, acd then commenced, upon us a shower of

shot, shell and shrapnel that made everything crack
again. It was a perfect hail storm, and we not able to
return their fire, though, if we had been fully manned
and equipped, we could have polished them off hand- -

somelv. Finding they held their own with us, our men
were ordered to make sail, which they did with a rous
ing cheer, though the shell were bursting in the rigging,
cutting it away and wounding the men.

A Parrot shell entered the cabin. Aa eleven inch
shell struck us amidships, grazed the boilers, and deflect
ing forward, took off the head of one of our best men,
and severely wounding three others. All our boats
were pierced, sides, hammock rail, smoke stack, and
masts filled with shrapnel. After making sail, all the
men were sent below, except the officers who were re-

tained on deck. Thus we stood on for two hours and
eighteen minutes. The walls of Jort Morgan -- were
thronged with officers and men, and cur safety was
greeted with cheers. All behaved nobly. Four days
after our arrival, poor Stribliug, (1st Lieutenant,) who
was about to start to see his wife, was taken down with
fever and died in thirty-si-x hoars. He was a gallant
gentleman and excellent unriatian. .

It will be well for all concerned to suppose there are
traitors among us, endeavoring to communicate with
the enemy, aa in the case report&d by a correspondent
to tho Mobile Advertiser and Register :

It will be remembered that a equad of notorious
scoundrels were captured a ia,w weeks since whilst at
tempting to make their way to the enemy either to
the fleet or to New Orleajia and when searched were
found to have letters written by persons in this city,
to then friendi in the North. This circumstance estab- -
li9fies beyond" the shadow of a doubt, the complicity of
at least some of the" writers of these letters .with the
fellows arrested; lor the'simple fact of sending letters by
them is proof postive that they knew of their departure.

The order to fall back was issued on Friday morning,
9 o'clock, when no one dreamed of an attack. On Fri-
day evening, at 2 o'clock, the enemy in line of battle
approached our out poet. Heavy skirmishing ensued.
At 3 o'clock General Price ordered up the Fourth
Brigade. When they reached their position they found
the enemy in line of battle holding a good position on
a hill. The order was given to charge them, which
charge drove the enemy back two hundred yards into a
ditch formed by the road from Fulton to Eastport, and
directly under their cannon which were masked. Gen.
Price had now reached the field. The firing bad almost
ceased. Gen. Hebertand Col. Martin, 'commanding
Brigade, with Whitfield's Lrgion, being all the forco
in line.

General Price ordered up General Gregg's and
Green's brigades, to form on the left, charge the enemy
acd press them down, on General Murey's division, he
being on the right. Before the arrival of thtir bri-
gades, General Price ascertained that the enemy were
lying in the road, sheltered from our artillery. They
were firing but one gun, and that on our right.

The gallant and lamented Gen. Little suggested that
as they seemed to have but one gun in position, if tbe
line would move forward, the battle cquld soon be won.
The order was given. Our men emerged from the un-
der brush in line. They were then met by as terrific a
fire from masked batteries and concealed musketry aa
was ever encountered. But the invincible 3d Louisi
ana, 3d Tennessee, and 37th Alabama, stood like statu-- ,

ary. When the order to charge was givenlhey rushed
headlong through this sheet of fire and lead, drove the
enemy from their position 'and guts : Whitfield's legion
pressing on the right, the enemy would resist and fall
back until they were driven half a mile, losing nine
guns..

It was now dark, Gens. Green and Gregg arrived,,
but too late to enter tbe fight.

One hour of daylight and the entire Yankee division
would have been captured. We held the field all nightr
brought in the wounded and evacuateel the place in ac
cordance with the order issued in tbe morning.

Tbat
of the enemy, over 800. Gen. Price brought off hh.
entire train and captured stores. Gen. Murray covered,
the retreat. .
