We met a gentleman from Pitt county at the depot
yesterday evenifig, frows whom we learned the following
facts : A gunboat ascended the river to within a mile
of Greensville on Sunday lsst, woen it stopped, and
they transferred some artillery pieces to a flat and came
up to the town. The party of Federals that took po:-
sesgion of the place, cousisted of ¢ boat 80 only, ani
they only remaized two hours. Ther ficed the bridge
near the town, but on being remoustrated with suffered
ihe fire to be e.iingnished, and so it was saved.
