The Philadelphia Journal tells how the myrmidons
of Lincoln tried to control the election in Delaware at
the point 6f the bayonet : ,

On Monday evening three steam boats, loaded with
soldiers, arrived at Seaford, Del. Thence they were
conveyed in railroads and wagons to every voting pre-
cinct in Kent and Sussex counties, where Gen. Wool
was in person, placed nnder the orders of the most un-

scrupulous advocates of the Abolition party. In some
of the prectnets tbe Democrats were driven away from
the polls, and the most prominent and influential Demo-
crats were arrested and kept under guard until the polls
were closed.

This occurred in Dover Hundred, Kent county, and
in Dagsboro' Hundred, Sussex county. In this latter
Ilundred, some thirty Democrats were so treated,
amongst them Mr. Aaron B. Marvel, late Auditor of
the State, and the Democratic Sheriff elect. In Dover,

For tha payment of .claims" for arrears of piy and al-

lowances due to deceased officers and soldiers of the
Conf derate Armv. Per Act No, 402," approve!
Febuary 15th, 1862, and Act No. 30, approved
October 18ih. 1862.
The first section of the above named Act provides

" that the pay and allowanc s due to any dec used vo!-u'.te- er,

non c 'mmissiOGed ( ffi.'er, rtuician or private in
the army of the Confederate States snail be paid to the
widow of the deceased, if living-- , if not to the children,
if any ; and in default of wnlovv or children, to the
father, it living, acd if not, to the mother of sue1 de-

ceased volunteer."
The first section of Act No. 30 provides " that claims

due to deceased officers and privates
for pay, allowance and bounty my be audited and paid
when there is official evidi ci of the amount due, satis-
factory to the second auditor, under such regulations as
he baj, or mny prescribe with the approval of the Sec-
retary of War-- "

Bv stction 2 of the same Act it i3 provided that
" the claims of th3 deceased com missioned ( ffLers shall
be paid to their heir? or representatives iu the same
manner as similar claim? of officers
and privates are now, or may bt directed by Uw to be
paid."
