probability this force was & heavy one. Farther than
that we know pothing. If the vessels left Newbern at
the time suppoxd, they ought to bave made their ap-
pearance ¢ ff this part of the coast at least thirty-six to
forty-eight bours since, that is, provided such was their
destination. They bave not yet been seen, and we rather
question the provability of their being so. We donbt
if the attack upon sny seaport by sea will come from
Newbern or any point ia the Sounds. ‘lhe class of
vessels that euit the Sound would bave bard work io
asltempting su eotracce at either of our inlets or in
protectig a landivg at any point on our coast, dnring
the Winter mouths. The true defence of Newbernp,
Washington, Roanoke Island, in fact ol all the towns
and places on the Pamlico, Croatan and Albemarle
Soonds ought to have been made at the ITolets to Pam-
lico Bound—at Hatterss, Ocracocke and Oregon Io-
lets— the forces defending these inlets beiog supplied by
a flotil'a in the Scuude. Oopcz in the Sounds, almost
any eort of craft that wculd bear a gun, wou'd apswer
tLe purposes of the enémy, and did apewer it in rup-
nirg up rivers, carrying troors, etc. But these crait
would hardly do to stacd off the coast, per con'd they
off 'rd 10 come to close guarters with well constructed
and well defend-d works. These are tbe reasons why
we thiok tbat the Newbern flotilla is not destined
to operate in this direction, at least for the pre-
seat. It is more likely to bave gone either to Suff ik
or to the Ruppabanpock, if not in the direction of Wel-
don.—Daily Journai, 9th tnst.

Il eognition will not
long precede iutervention ; a people who Lave won the
right to & place amoug the patious of tke world, and
bad their position admitted, will not long be euflered to
be the victim of a contest directed sgaiost them as re-
bels. Recogoition will secure the practical indepen-
dence of the Con ederate States as certainly as it did
that ot the United States,

alove will not answer agaiost vesscls propelled by steam
Ycu may 8ok one-he lf, but the otber hall passes. To
m-k2 batteries availiable scmething must be done to
arrest the guoboats and bring them under fire while not
ia motion. The simple method is to put obstructions
in rivers clise under the guns of batteries. The means
of obstructions are numerous and ample. Sunken
stones, heavy timber ralts, piles, etc., can be used—
aoything to bring the gunboa's to a balt under the
close and accurate fire of the batteries. And to make
assurance doably su-e, it is best not to trust to a siogle
line of obs'ructions, but to fortify and obstruct whe:e
ever a strong baiural position presents itsell, always
slectiog bluffs for the batteries when practicable. The
d feat of the enemy at Vicksburg, their repalss at
Drewry’s Bioff below this city, illus'rate the advantage
of elevated positions for batteries against guoboats.—
I'be advanolace is double. We are much saler when
they have to fire up, and they far more vulnerable when
we fire down. Every pavigable stream is an invita-
tion that will bemd{-dopwd,nk'uit is Qlocked and
defeoded efficiently.
