Martial Law. Decision of the Cio v. rr.mtnt.
On the application of Mr. Collier, ot Petersburg, the

Government has made a review of the sentence of the
court martial on two cases of liquor selling iu Peters
burg : remitting that rjortion of tbe sentence which as
snmes tbe right to punish citizens by personal penalties
for violation ot the articles of war. 1 he following om
ial letter of Adjutant General Cooper tettlts the prac

tice of the Government on this subject, and will there
fore be Fcanmd with interest :

Until the ninth day the redness around the vesicle
extends to only a small distance from it Af'er this it
pprc ads much farther, and the areola is forn;ed.

beg in 8 to fade. By tbistime a brown cr mahogany-colore- d

crust has lormed over ihe vesicle. This becomes
harder, and falls eff on the twentieth day. The tear i

less than half an inch in diameter, circular, depressed,
with a well marked edge, and dotted with little pits
from five to twelve in number, corresponding to the cell?
of the vehicle. .

In maoy
instances, even at this advanced stage, tbe peru'eDt
lymph will produce the proper infection, but it is far
more reliable on the eighth clay, jast one week after the
first insertion.

The vesicle should be carefully punctured with a
lance, needle, knife or any other suitable instrument,
and tLe clear transparent Ijmph which ccmes forth
should be neatly inserted under the cuticle of the left
arm of the person to be vaccinated. It should be in-

troduced in three or iocr places, an. inch apart. Thia
introduction may be effected by pricking the Bkin with
a needle cr making a superficial puncture with a lancet.
If there be much bleeding, it is to be feared that, the

lymph will not be introduced. With care it is caoy to

vaccinate 20 or 30 persons from one vesicle, tbe small-

est quantity being sufficient. .'
